Call to Order

Mayor Daniel Drew calls the meeting to order at 7:00 PM and invites the Serra family to lead the public in
the Pledge of Allegiance.

The Chair welcomes everyone to the Regular Meeting of the Common Council, especially the family of
Councilman Thomas Serra. He also welcomes the students from the DECA program at Middletown High
School and the student council members from Woodrow Wilson Middle School. He explains that the
middle school students are attending as part of the Mayor for a Day Program, which has been running
since the 1960s. He notes that several members of this Council participated in this program when they
were students at Middletown High School. The Mayor for a Day Program is coordinated by Middletown
teacher John Geary. The students are here today and will return tomorrow to shadow department
members and for a mock Council meeting. The Chair asks the middle school students to introduce
themselves. The Chair notes that they all serve on the student council at Woodrow Wilson Middle
School. He adds that his daughter is vice-president of the class and will shadow him d

The Clerk reads the Call of the Meeting and the Chair declares the call a legal call and the meeting a
legal meeting.

Accept/Amend the Agenda

The Chair asks for any motions to amend the agenda.

Councilman Sebastian Giuliano moves to amend the agenda, adding Item 11l, a resolution from the Tax
Office/Finance Department, accepting the FY18-19 Suspense Report. He also asks to waive the rules for
Item 3A to allow the public to CommNet during the presentation honoring Councilman Thomas Serra.
Councilman Philip Pessina seconds the motion. There being no discussion, the Chair calls for a vote.
The Chair states that the matter passes unanimously by a vote of 10 to 0. The motion is approved.

WHEREAS, first and foremost, Tom was devoted to his family. Growing up in the North End, his character
and spirit were forged by his parents, Concetto
and Joy. As a young man, his heart and soul ultimately belonged to his beloved wife Maryann, to his sons
Jason and Christopher, and to their respective spouses, Jill and Amy Lynn. As family grew, Tom became
AGrampy, 0 who adored, and was equally adored by,
and Caylee Ann. Tom was an example to all, as he balanced the responsibilities of husband, father,
grandfather, educator, and dedicated volunteer in both church and in civic service, working by blending pride
and humility; and

WHEREAS, having excelled academically and athletically as an All-State football player, and having earned
multiple varsity letters at Middletown High School, Tom continued his studies at Eastern Connecticut State
University, earning his Bachelor of Science in Education in 1970, Masters of Arts in Education in 1972, and,
subsequently, the University of Connecticut, earning a 6 Year Certification in Advanced Graduate Studies
in Educational Administration in 1978. A lifelong learner, in 1987, Tom earned a Certificate of Completion for
the Cooperating Teacher Program, and, in 1991, completed the Assessor Training. While pursuing his
education, Tom also worked as a carpenter, a proud Union member in the United Brotherhood of Carpenters
Local #24 from 1965 to 1995; and

WHEREAS, over a 33 year career as an educator, Tom was a mentor to countless young people, who were
embarking on the road to adulthood. From 1970 to 1989, he taught English, beginning at St. Thomas More
Preparatory School, and subsequently at Tolland High School, East Hampton Jr. High School, and,
ultimately, joined the faculty of Connecticutds
School. From 1989 to 1993, Tom served as Assistant Principal at Vinal Technical High School. In 1997, Tom
was appointed as Principal of Vinal Technical High School, serving until his retirement in 2003; and

WHEREAS, prompted by his love for our community, in 1973, while working as an educator and in summer
as a carpenter, Tom stepped up and became active on City boards & commissions, devoting countless
hours over nearly five decades. In 1979, Tom was elected to the Common Council. He held various
Councilmanic positions, including Majority Leader and Deputy Mayor, and has also served on various
Councilmanic Commissions and Committees. Tom was elected Mayor of the City of Middletown, serving
1993 to 1995. In 2015, following his retirement from Vinal Tech, Tom returned, re-elected to the Common
Council, and held leadership positions on Councilmanic Committees and Commissions. In 2019, at the time
of his passing, Tom was serving as Majority Leader, as Chair of the Mattabassett District Regionalization
Building Committee, and as Chair of Finance & Government Operations Commission; and

with the Middlesex County Chamber of Commerce since 1997, sitting on various committees including
Manufacturing Committee, Sports Committee, Scholarship Committee (Chairman), Business Education
Advisory Council (Vice-Chair), and the Board of Directors. His civic involvement extended to service as
President and Board Member of the Middletown, Connecticut Sports Hall of Fame, Vice-President of the
Saint Sebastian Parish Council, a member of the Eastern Connecticut Alumni Association, including
recipient of the Distinguished Alumni Service Award in 2011. He was a member of the Italian American Civic
Order, University of Connecticut Alumni Association, BPOE Elks 771, Knights of Columbus, The Italian
Society, Fraternal Order of Eagles, Connecticut Constables Association, Connecticut Polish National Home,
Holy Name Society, Polish Falcons, and Kiwanis; and

son, an example of selfless commitment to others, always fully supported by his family and friends, his faith,
and the community he loved so well.

Councilwoman Bartolotta and Councilman Giuliano invite the Serra family to join them at the podium.
Councilwoman Bartolotta and Councilman Giuliano read the resolution in its entirety.

Councilman Giuliano moves for unanimous consent. Councilwoman Bartolotta seconds the motion. The
Chair states that the resolution is approved by acclamation

The Chair opens public comment on this item at 7:10 PM. He invites members of the public to speak,
asking that they state their name and address for the record and limit comments to five (5) minutes.

State Representative Joseph Serra: Tom Serr a was f Hdvatchied him gbow overhihe
years, mentored him in sports. When Tom was sick, he was always concerned about Middletown. He
adds that after he speaks, he has to go back to Hartford for the budget vote, adding that he knows that
the $4M is important to Middletown. As a courtesy to him, both sides of the aisle are holding the vote
open. This happens because, in this business, be nice to everybody. They have to know where you stand
on issues. He says this, noting that it will bring everyone a little smile, is that you knew where his brother
stood on issues. You d i dmeédtto agree with him, but you knew where he stood. When it came to the
$4M, Tom was haunting him, even when he was sick. He would tell tom not to worry; they would take
care of it. That vote will happen tonight and the taxpayers of Middletown will be happy especially since
that $4M is included in setting the City budget. Without that, he is not sure where we would be. He shares
a couple of stories. As sick as he was, he was taking a bit of morphine to dull the pain, noting that
people, who played with him and against him, know that he was tough customer. He recounts that his
eldest daughter ran into someone and that person remarked that they say her father jogging. His
daughter quipped that, if they saw her father jogging, then a dog was chasing him. She added that they
saw her uncle. As much as Tom was in pain, he recounts that he saw a little smirk on his face, knowing
t hat he woul dnot be jogging. He thanks everyaqe f
especially when he was ill. Tom appreciated all of
them all because, sometimes he d i dfaedwell. Tom was a proud man, recalling that they all knew how

he dressed when he came to Council meeting. He believest hat Tom di dnét wanot pe
feeling well. He reminds the Council that he has to leave to get to Hartford. He thanks everyone for their

love and support for his brother.

There being no further public comment, the Chair closes the public hearing at 8:16 PM
The Chair invites Maryanne Serra and her family to the podium.

Maryann Serra: It is not an easy evenin g ; i t 6 s kemthigkimg aboutSvhatto say. She thanks the
Mayor, the Councilwomen, the Councilmen, and the Council Clerk for honoring her husband tonight. Tom

Right to the end, we did have some quality time together, some cozy time together. Mrs. Serra explains
that this isnb6t easy; that she is trying to keep it

She asks everyone to look behind her, noting that the Serra name will never die.

Mrs. Serra states that they have four (4) boys and finally got their little girl, their little princess. Her name
may change some day but the rest are Serras thru and thru. Serras are made of a fabric that not many
people are made of. Tom was a Middletown Tiger. He was a warrior right to the end. Thank you.

Christopher_Serra: Hearing his daughter yell reminds him of something that his father said to him:
i Wh eyou were born in the in delivery room, all you did was scream. And the doctor jokingly said,
Woudyou shut t HHaet alkTdlda tufis Owhere ®he gets it from.

He thanks the Mayor and Common Council on behalf of the Serra family for allowing them to heal a little
bit, adding that they will never fully heal. He thanks the Middletown community for the way they poured
out to their family, allowing everyone to see what Middletown is made of, by coming to the wake and
funeral to pay tribute to a man, who dedicated his life to their family, the community, and to the State of
Connecticut. Middletown is a very special community.

He explains that his dad was upset that both boys moved out of town, but they both also have plans to
come back someday because he started a legacy here and they, too, plan to contribute, to carry on his
name. That is one thing their Dad said when he found out that he wasna going to live much longer. Their
Mother stepped out of the room. His Dad looked at him and he looked at his Dad. He started to bawling,
but his Dad was strong, adding that he never saw his dad cry once. His Dad told his sons that they are
his legacy. The amount of responsibility that that inured on him is something that he cannot explain. At
first, he didnot know what his Dad meant . Hoewhd& n o w!
you need to help people. People will say this and that and judge, but, when all is said and done, if you
make your decisions based on helping other people and to the best of your ability, while you may make
some mistakes, but people will know where you stand and that you are there to help others. That is why
he knows, as well as the community and the Council, was that the Serra family started an annual golf
tournament and their Mother started a scholarship fund from the funds contributed in lieu of flowers. They
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will be using these contributions. The plan for the scholarship is to do $1,000 for a Middletown High
student, which was handed out last week, and $1,000 for a Vinal Tech student. They want to build up
that account so that when a student/athlete or a student is on need i of sneakers or school supplies --
they can apply to the committee or funds. He notes that he and his brother have come across many
students, who are in need. They know that they are fortunate to have loving parents and a great role
model in both their father and Mother. They believe that it their duty to help those students duty to help
students, who might need some help. From the bottom of their hearts, thank you for giving us this time to
speak about their Father, to honor their Father. The process of what their Father went thru, noting that he
tried every avenue to heal, to get better just like he tried every avenue to figure out any problem. He
di dndét gi v e thatpis Fathed awaysoespeced every single one on the Council for their public
service, not i magee dlltteettimeh e bdt dbhédatat 6s | i fyeae bedhese theysllp e c t
gave tier time, away from their families to better the community.

Jason Serra: He explains that he will be brief since he spoke a few months ago, thanking everyone. He

is the Assistant Principal at Middletown High School, which is an honor. Every day he works with the
students, trying to help them better themselves. He explains that whenever he is working on a situation at

the High School, who comes into his mind: hid Dad. By following his Dad, walking the halls with his Dad

at Vinal Tech when he was little, he saw his Dad deal with things, talk to different people. His Dad always
comes to mind. He explains that this has been very tough since he has never lost anyone close to him
before. For those who have lost someone close, you know how their f ami | 'y f eel s tough,ght
especially looking up there (the dais) and seeing that he is not there. They appreciate being given the

time to talk about their Dad, to honor him. On behalf of the Serra family, thank you from the bottom of

their hearts, adding that their Dad misses all of you, everyone one of you. Thank you.

The Chair invites Councilmembers to speak. He calls on Councilman Robert Santangelo.

Councilman Santangelo says that it is wonderful to hear Chris, Jason, and Maryann speak. He knows

how Tom loved them as they go back a number of years. His history with Tom goes back: this is the 55t
anniversary of their High School graduation. This is how far back their personal history goes. When you

talk about Tom . . . there are few of their Class of 1964 classmates here tonight to honor Tom. That 6 s
the kind of person he was that they would come out 55 years later. He recounts what joe Serra said
earlier: that if you wanted to talk about Tom, it would take more than 5 minutes, probably more than 5

hours to share all the stories about Tom. The one thing Tom made him promise is never tell Chris and

Jason what he was when he was young. Those stories go to the grave with him. As his wife, Maryann,

said, Tom was a Tiger and a warrior. As Joe Serra said, Tom was tough; he was a leader on the football

field. He was leader with all in the group when they hung around. He had a special quality: he always

cared about others. One story he recalls is about a girl, who was very tall and very awkward. People
made fun of her. Twouhd never alldw tiiahand nvadeysuredthatsbe was treated with
dignity and respect . evefyoretTohsatew whett rheeatweads about :
Even when having fun, he did it with a lot of class. There are a lot of stories with a history over 60 years.
Knowing someone that long is even longer than Maryann. Tom picked a good wife, adding that he knows
because Tom told him many times. It was a special relationship from all Maryann said and the boys said.

All you said is correct. Tom will always be in our memories. He was a great friend. He is glad to hear that

the boys are coming back to Middletown since the City can really use them. He adds that Jason is giving

to the community just as his Dad did, which is wonderfu. He wonét tell the stories
great friend and a true friend.

The Chair calls on Councilman Eugene Nocera.

Councilman Nocera thank you the family and everyone for being here tonight. It is a great honor to be
associated with Tom. No words can adequately describe the credit that Tom has bestowed on this
community for so many years, in so many ways, and in so many roles. He recounts that he got to know

Tom, noting the he has known Tom all of his life, but, when he became Board of Education Chair, after 5

The Chair calls on Councilman Philip Pessina.

Councilman Pessina states that he knew Tom in a different way. When he was a sophomore going out for
football, Tommy and some others, including Teddy Isaacson and several others. To him, Tom was a
leader. Councilman Pessina recounts the he was just a young guy, 160 Ibs., going against these guy.
After they got hit, Tommy came to check, asking,
teaching on the football field. Little did he know that later, when he had the humble opportunity to
become a Middletown Police Officer, that Tom would play such a pivotal role for him. In all his position,
Tom was one of the top three mentors in Councilman Pe s si nads | i f e. He al ways
He cared about the Police department, its men and women, about him as an individual police officer. We
can go on and on. One of the most honorable moments. He is in his 19t year of volunteer coaching the
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Middletown Dragons. Tom, as sick as he was, in his last few months last Fall, Phil would call Tom after
each quarter of every football game. Tom waited for that call; he waited to get the score. Since they had

a pretty successful season, Tom would ask about the other team, if they had scored. He jokes that Phil
should tell Coach Morello that was one too many, one too many goals. That is how he loved that team.
When Councilman Pessina was elected to the Common Council, Tom told him that it was Tiger Pride. It

Tom Serra
was a great man. And Councilman Pessina looked forward to seeing him on the Council. He recounts that
Tom woul d JigeyRr indPeh.i | Keep doing what youdre dotimg.

would never let him down. When Phil visited and brought vanilla ice cream, Tom smiled and stood up.

He showed, as he counted the steps, that he could walk in his living room so he could get enough
exercise. Who would do that? It was amazing. He was inspired, adding that, someday, when his own
time comes, he might be as strong as Tom Serra. He loved Tom.

The Chair calls on Councilman Grady Faulkner, Jr.

Councilman Faulkner notes that he di dnot grow up in Middletown so he has been out of sorts, but never
with Tom. Tom was a great man and everything said here is true. He him Tom up close as Mayor and
swore him in to sit on the Youth Services Committee. Councilman Faulkner recounts that he was
passionate about young people, so it was a good position for him. At that time on that Committee, the City
got a Youth center for these kids. Reluctantly, he recalls that he was asked to come on the Common
Council. The most important conversation he ever had was with Tom Serra, who insisted that, when on
this Council, | vote my conscience and the way that he came up with ow he was voting, not to let anyone
else tell him how to vote. It was refreshing and reassuring; it gave him confidence. He never had fear as
to how to vote. The last memory he has: he was walking out of this building in early February and he got
a call . He | ooked at hSiesr r pphaodwestdd and omicalled soamiakk suieTtmim
Councilman Faulkner got his check and his ad to go into the Martin Luther King Scholarship Committee
Fund and that his ad would be in the souvenir book. Tom said to let him know when they got it because
h e d haveithyet. Tom asked him to make sure to call back to let him know that he got it. Of course,
he did as the man said, he was a great man and a great mentor. He thanks the family for sharing Tom
with them.

The Chair calls on Councilman Sebastian Giuliano.

Councilman Giuliano states that there is not much any one of us can say that can add to what Maryann,
Jason, and Chris Serra have already said. There is one story he would like to share. Tom said his
original plan was to go into the legal profession -- to be a lawyer i which is what he started out doing. At
Eastern, he had to do student teaching as part of the requirements and it changed the course of his life.
Councilman Giuliano states that, had Tom gone to law school, he would have been a terrific lawyer, but
what a loss it would have been to the rest of us. By choosing the course he chose Tom had such an
impact on the lives of so many young people in Middleton that you cannot count it. Everywhere you go,
youseeTom Serrads influence. This City, nogengraticn$nott he

Larry McHugh (87 Oleander Drive): He is a resident and President of the Middlesex Chamber of
Commerce. Before addressing Item 13G, he thanks everyone for recognizing Tom Serra tonight. He
explains that Is euloglyerotiny that #hate isTno i better. The remarks tonight were
outstanding. He is proud of the Counciland o f T o niHé statels tham he isyalso very proud of the
DECA students, who come to the Chamber breakfast every month. He speaks to Iltem 13G. NRG is
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looking to replace 19506 s eguipnent with a new, modern, quick start, clean electrical generation unit.
The Chamber Board has voted unanimously to support it. This new unit will produce more electricity than
the two (2) older units combined. For the environmental community it will decrease air emissions and the
amount of cooling water going into the Connecticut River. The NRG investment $280M will add over
$195Mtot h e Cirand/Ldss Th&construction period will last to 2023 and, during this time, NRG will
employ about 250 construction workers, which is good for the region. NRG has done a project labor
agreement with the Hartford/ New Britain Building & Construction Trades Council and most of those jobs
will be that. This project is good for Middletown, its long-term tax base, and stabilizes and improves the
tax base in Middletown for the next 25 years. This is good for Connecticut because it replaces older
electrical units with new, energy efficient, and environmentally cleaner units. It is great for local business
and labor, adding a three (3) year construction project. He urges this Council to approve this, noting that
it is a very important project.

Deborah Shapiro (55 Clover Street): She is a resident and is speaking this evening in her capacity as the
municipal historian and Chair of the Middle Passage Ceremony and Port Marker Committee. As the
Council knows, 2019 marks the 400% anniversary of when the first Africans came to these shores as

slaves, having survived the harrowing Middle Passage. She knows that most Councilmembers have

been to the Historical Society to see the exhibit, A Vanished Port: Middletown in the Caribbean: 1750 to

1824, and know t h at Mi ddIl et o wwas snadé inthe Wesf Indies sugae and slave trade.
UNESCO, the United Nations Educational, Scientific, and Cultural Organization, is making the 400t
anniversary with the Site of Memory Project. In this country, it is being called The Middle Passage
Ceremony and Port Marker Project. Last Fall, she filled out he paperwork to have Middleton named as a

Site of Memory. While most of the enslaved people, who came to Middletown, came from the Caribbean,
sever al ships ar e documented as havi nfromcAfricae Thd o N
Committee is putting together a ceremony, which will be held on Saturday, September 28t at 10 AM. She

urges the Councilmembers to mark their calendars. Part of the ceremony will be unveiling a plaque,
which wil |l have information about the Site of me mec
African slave trade. The marker will acknowledge and honor the enclosed people, who helped build our
community. She is speaking in favor of the appropriation to pay for this marker.

Richard Carella, Esq. (Updike, Kelly, Spellacy): He is appearing tonight representing NRG and he is
speaking to support Item 13G, the tax agreement. As Larry McHugh mentioned, NRG operates the
generation facilities on River Road, south of Kleen Energy. It is seek
equipment with a new, 375 MWh start-clean electrical unit. This single unit will replace units 2 and 3 and
produce more electricity than the two older units combined while decreasing air emissions and reducing

the amount of cooling water going into the Connecticut River. Their investment will exceed $280M and

will add $195M to t h e Cirdng bit. Th8 viability of this project depends on NRG clearing in a
competitive auction, which occurs every February, the ISO New England Forward Capacity Auction. If
successful in that auction, it will still have to go to the DEEP and the Connecticut Siting Council. The
construction period would run for three (3) years thru 2023. The new unit would come on line as the two

older units are retired. During that time, NRG would employ over 250 construction-related jobs. As part of

this tax agreement, the City and NRG have agreed to project labor agreement with the Greater
Hartford/New Britain Construction Trades Council. This agreement will allow the City and NRG to
anticipate the fixed level of taxes to be paid over 25 years, taking not account different evaluation of
existing electrical facility combined with the new electrical equipment and other aspects like tax exempt

status of pollution control equipment and end of life. This is not a tax abatement; rather, it is a stabilization
agreement over a long period of time, taking into account the actual projected tax liability over time as
determined by the City. He thanks the City Tax Assessord6 s Of f i c €tyd@dmnd ot heyds Of
working closely with him over the last few months and for coming up with the actual numbers. He urges

the Council to support this item.

Brian McCabe (NRG): He is a Director in the NRG Development Group, responsible for the Middletown
Repowering Project. He highlights the project, explaining that it is time to retire units 2 and 3, circa 1958
and 1964 technology, and replace them with new units. They have a 375 MWh proposed project with a
single unity. Dual fuel, quick-start, much quicker than the existing units, which take about 12 hours to
start, noting that these are unis 2 and 3. The new unit will start in about 10 minutes. There are
environmental upgrades to the new project. The first s from an air emissions standpoint. Technology
from 1958 and 1964 compared to state of the art technology yields air emissions benefits with this project.
In addition, the new project will not require the once thru cooling used for units 2 and 3 so it will be a
much lower impact on the Connecticut River as they will use well after for the new project. The project
has a proposed operation date of June 2023. They were hoping that the project would be ready for June
2022, but they did not clear the last competitive auction last February. They are planning to take this
project with the tax stabilization agreement to the next auction. There is comfort and security internally
among their senior management knowing that they have this 25 year tax base, making one of their most
expensive line items a known entity. They are working with their lenders, who will ultimately finance the
project much simpler. They have submitted their permit application to DEEP. They will move forward with
an application to the Connecticut Siting Council, which will most likely occur right after they clear at
auction. They do not expect to be before the Connecticut Siting Council with a new project until they clear
that competitive auction. He tanks the City for its continued support.

Carl Rodenhizer (Columbus House staff): He asks for support of Item 13D, which is Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) funding. Part of that package is funding for the warming center that
Columbus House operates during the winter months. This past winter they served over 250 people, and
as many as 45 people on the coldest nights. They average 30 people per night. The dollars that they
