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PROJECT NARRATIVE

Overview

On June 8, 2001, a state-licensed inspector from EnviroMed Services, Inc. (EnviroMed) performed
an inspection at 12 Miller Street, Middletown, Connecticut. The purpose of this inspection was to
identify the presence of suspect building materials, so that any asbestos-containing material could

be removed prior to renovation /demolition.

Samples were collected according to 40 CFR Part 763.86 and 29 CFR Part 1926.1101, and analyzed
using Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM).

A total of fifty five (55) bulk samples were collected, The materials sampled include: wallboard
and joint compound, ceiling board and joint compound, two types of exterior window glazing,
felt paper behind exterior wall siding, brown asphalt roof shingle, gray flashing cement, popcorn
ceiling spray, textured ceiling coat, interior door window glazing, parquet self-adhesive floor tile,

ceramic tile glue, and chimney coating.

No Bulk Sample Location Diagrams are provided in this report. Refer to Section 11 for sample

locations and identification.

Summary of Results

EnviroMed Services, Inc. accredited asbestos laboratory (NVLAP #1514) analyzed the bulk
samples. Section II presents the complete list of analytical results for samples collected. The
following presents the locations and estimated quantities of materials found to contain asbestos

greater than 1.0 percent.

Roof
There is approximately 17 square feet of gray flashing cement located around the base of the
chimney and the roof vent, along the interfaces between porch roof and main roof, and around

hatches on the roof. This material was found to contain 5 percent asbestos.

Non-Asbestos Containing Materials Found During the Inspection

The following materials were found to contain legally insignificant amounts (0-1 percent) of
asbestos: wallboard and joint compound, ceiling board and joint compound, two types of exterior

window glazing, felt paper behind exterior wall siding, brown asphalt roof shingle,' popcorn

ceiling spray, textured ceiling coat, interior door window glazing, parquet self-adhesive floor tile,

ceramic tile glue, and chimney coating.

Additional Notes:

1. The possibility exists that suspect asbestos containing materials may be located behind walls,

under fixed flooring or above fixed ceilings. During renovation/demolition activities, upon the
penetration or demolition of a fixed wall or ceiling, should any suspect materials be seen or
become accessible, all activities shall cease and the materials shall be sampled by a licensed

inspector to determine the presence of asbestos.

2. This inspection report shall not be used as a scope of work for asbestos abatement. The asbestos
design specifications prepared by a licensed asbestos project designer shall only be utilized for

the asbestos abatement.
