Tn accordance with our agreement, Payne Environmental, LLC (PAYNE) has conducted a limited phase 11
environmental investigation at 54-56 Ferry Street and a limited hazardous materials assessment {HMA) at
46 Green Street, Middletown, Connecticut. The scope of work and finding are listed below.

54-56 FERRY STREET

Work Performed

The GPR survey was undertaken on October 13, 2003, ulilizing a Geophysical Survey System, Inc.
SIR-37™ instrument equipped with a 500 MHz antenna. This antenna has an ideal depth capability of 0
to 10 feet and is the antenna we typically use for the identification of buried tanks.

A grid consisting of 5-foot transects was set-up along the area of recognized environmental concern
(REC). The antenna was rotled in each direction along the transect grid system. Data was logged,
printed, and interpreted on-site by a geophysical analyst employed by Fuss & O’Neill, Inc. of
Manchester, Connecticut.

This Limited Phase II investigation activity facilitated in the identification, orientation and size of
underground storage tanks (UST) systems at the subject property referenced above.

Findings

This lisnited Phase 1 environmental investigation focused on determining the absence or presence of
UST systems as a result of the RECs identified in PAYNE’s previous completed Phase I ESA. The

following was observed:

¢ Two (2) USTs were located adjacent to the south of the bakery building, and were observed as
small (100 to 275-gallon UST) anomalies.

¢ One (1) UST was located adjacent to the east of the bakery building and appears to be a 550 to
1600-gallon UST.

Work Pe)ﬁmned

A limited inspection was conducted of suspect asbestos-containing building materials at the above referenced
Site on August 19, 2003. PAYNE collected a limited number of samples of suspect asbestos-containing
materials (SACM) associated with the building. Samples were analyzed at EMSL Analytical, Inc, (Westmont,
NJ) by Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM) bulk analysis. The US EPA defines any material that contains greater
than one percent (>1%) asbestos, utilizing polarized light microscopy (P1.M), as being an asbestos containing
material (ACM). According to the laboratory analysis conducted by EMSL, the following was observed:

At the request of The Nehemiah Housing Corporation (Middletown, CT), PAYNE has completed a Phase [
Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) of the present sites that will be addressed for the North End Housing
Initiative in City of Middletown, Connecticut. (See site location map, Figure 1 in Attachment A}. The purpose of
this assessment was to determine whether there is visible or recorded evidence of a release, or threat of a refease, of
hazardous or regulated substances, or petroleum products on the site or on any nearby properties where such a
release, or threat of a release, could pose a risk of environmental impairment to the site; and to evaluate the potential
presence of recognized environmental conditions and/or hazardous building materials on the site.

The proposed properties for the North End Housing Initiative rehabilitation are aill either multiple family homes or
refail/commercial structires and appear to be similar in design. This redevelopment currently consists of twenty-
four (24) different properties. The majority of the structures were supplied with either heating oil tanks within the
basements andfor naturat gas. The extent of the visual inspection was limited due to the inaccessibility to the

sfructures.

The structures in question do not appear to meet the definition of a Hazardous Waste Establishment as defined by
the Connecticut Transfer Act. PAYNE recommends that legal counsel knowledgeable in environmental law review

the Transfer Act and its applicability to the subject site.

Based on the information evaluated during this investigation, a current recognized environmental condition
has been identified at the site:

o 54-56 Ferry Street: According to local records there appears to be three underground storage tanks
{USTs) on the property. Orientation and size are undetermined.

1945: the property located at 650 Main Street appears to be listed as “Grinold Auto Parts Inc.”

1955: the property located at 63 (rear) Ferry Street appears to be listed as “National Woodworking

Company”.

* 1940: the property located at 51 Ferry Street appears to be listed as “American-Italian Bulletin
Newspaper & La Patria Printing Shop”.

Based on the information evaluated during this investigation, no historical recognized environmental
conditions have been identified at the site.

Based on the information evaluated during this investigation, business environmenial risks may exist at the site:
* Based on the construction date of the subject buildings and the exterior building materials, the presence of

ACMs is likely,
*  Due to the construction date of the building structures, the presence of LBP cannot be precluded.

INTRODUCTION

Purpose and Scope

At the request of The Nehemiah Housing Corporation (Middletown, CT), PAYNE has
completed a Phase T Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) of the present properties that
will be addressed for the North End Housing Initiative site in City of Middletown,
Connecticut. (refer to site location map, Figure 1 in Attachment A). The purpose of this
assessment was fo determine whether there is visible or recorded evidence of a release, or
threat of a release, of hazardous or regulated substances, or petroleum products on the
Site or on any nearby properties where such a release, or threat of a release, could pose a
risk of environmental impairment to the site; and to evaluate the potential presence of
recognized environmental conditions and/or hazardous building materials on the site.

The scope of work for PAYNE’s Phase I ESA is based on standard and routinely
accepted practices of the environmental profession and is consistent with ASTM
Designation E-1527-00, “Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I
Environmental Site Assessment Process” and the contract between PAYNE and
Nehemiah Housing Corporation. The following tasks were performed:

e The site history was reviewed to determine past use of the subject site dating back
to at least 1940 or first documented development, whichever is earlier.

e Current and past uses were evaluated to ascertain the likelihood for deposition of
hazardous or regulated substances or petroleum products on the site. Aerial
photographs, Sanborn™ Fire Insurance Maps, and City Directories, where
reasonably ascertainable, were reviewed to verify prior uses of the subject site.

¢ A search was performed of State and Federal government records and databases
relative to regulated facilities or other known environmental violations on the site or
within the approximate minimum search distance as defined in ASTM E-1527-00.
Reasonably ascertainable county and municipal records and any previous
environmental reports supplied by the client or obtained by PAYNE also were

reviewed.

¢ Reasonably ascertainable published soil, geologic, hydrogeologic, and
topographic data of the subject site and surrounding area was reviewed.

o The site was visited and a visual inspection of the land and of buildings was
conducted to identify recognized environmental conditions (RECs), historic
recognized environmental conditions (HRECs), and business environmental risks
(BERs). The site was inspected for surface indications of environmental
liabilities associated with on-site storage/disposal systems, petroleum product

tanks, septic systems, improperly managed refuse and debris, stained surface
areas, stressed vegetation, buildings, chemical storage areas, odors, drums, drains,
sumps etc. In addition, the site was inspected for transformers, substations, or
other electrical equipment and for the current and past presence of underground
storage tanks (USTs) and aboveground storage tanks (ASTs), including sizes,
ages, contents, and condition. General features of the site and surrounding land
use, including the number, size and age of structures, locations of roads, and
sources of potable water and sewage disposal were noted. In addition, the type of
Heating Ventilation and Air Conditioning (HVAC) system and fuel source of on-
site structures was identified, if possible. Sampling and analysis of any medium

The properties are either multiple family homes or retail/commercial structures and
appear to be similar in design. The majority of the structures were supplied with either
heating oil tanks within the basements and/or natural gas, Window air conditioning units
were observed on a majority of the houses. The extent of the visual inspections were
limited due to the inaccessibility to the structures.

A perimeter survey of the properties was made at the time of the site visi{. The grounds
surrounding the properties are primarily occupied by the existing structures; however,
grass areas with some minor vegetation were also noted around the structures. The
propertics appear to have primarily utilized on-street parking, with the exception of a
community parking lot at the bottom of Ferry Street (adjacent to Dekoven Sireet) and at
56 Ferry Street (formerly a restaurant). Bituminous sidewalks are associated with the
structures and roadways. Utilities are located along the bituminous sidewalk and within
the streets, and consist of overhead poles with electric, telephone and pole-mounted

transformers,

PAYNE conducted a windshield survey of the surrounding area within an approximately
0.5 mile radius of the site. The site is located primarily within B-1 zone according the
City of Middletown Zoning Deparfment. The B-1 zone provide for the central retail,
cultural and governmental activities of the community. Accordingly, these zones are
designed fo permit retail development in the core of the community where there is a
concentration of pedestrian activity. The properties and surrounding areas are described

GEOLOGIC,-HYDROGEOLOGIC, AND TOPOGRAPHIC SETTING

31 Physiography and Geology

The properties are located at elevations between 30 and 60 feet above sea level (National
Geodetic Vertical Datum of 1929). The topography of the entire site has a gradual
easterly pitch towards Dekoven Drive.

According to the Surficial Materials Map of Connecticut (Stone ef al., 1992), the surficial
geology at the subject site is an artificial fill mixture, which consists of an earth-made and man-
made material that has been emplaced. Artificial fill materials are common along waterways and

coastlines.

The subsurface geology at the subject site is reported to be a mixture of Clastic sedimentary
rocks (redbeds), according to the Bedrock Geological Map of Connecticut (Rodgers, 1985).
Redbeds consists of conglomerate, sandstone (including brownstone), and shale. Bedrock
geology was not observed during the site inspection visit.

3.2 Surface Water and Ground-Water

The nearest natural surface water body is the Connecticut River located approximately 1,320 feet
east of the subject site. According to the Inland/Wetland Map of the City of Middletown, the site
is not a designated wetland, The site is located in Flood Zone AE, which are areas of minimal
flooding (100-500 years), according to the Flood Tnsurance Rate Map of Connecticut.

Ground-water in the general vicinity of the subject site is classified by CTDEP as GB ground-
water, The GB classification indicates: ground-water is presumed not to be suitable for direct
human consumption without prior treatment. Based on topography and drainage mapping,
ground water is expected to flow in a southerly direction. There is no public water well reported

with a 0.5-mile radius of the subject site.

There is no reported, observed, or mapped inland/wetlands on the subject site.

Regulatory databases were accessed to help identify recognized environmental conditions
at the site or on properties located within search radii as set forth in ASTM Designation
E-1527-00. Federal and State databases accessed for this assessment, and corresponding

minimum search distances, included the:

» USEPA National Priority List (NPL) of confirmed Federal Superfund Sits (1.0-
mile radius).

s USEPA CERCLIS list of potential and archived Federal Superfund sites (0.5-mile
radius, site and adjoining properties).

¢ USEPA list of Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) hazardous
waste generators and TSDFs (adjacent properties, 0.5-mile and 1.0-mile radius).

¢ USEPA ERNS list of emergency response actions (site and adjacent properties).
¢ State inventory of known or suspected SHWS (1.0-mile radius).

e State UST registration list (site and adjacent properties).

o State LUST list (0.5-mile radius).

e State Spills list (0.25-mile radius).

In addition, public files at the City of Middletown Building Department, Assessor’s
Office, Engineering and Zoning Department, Fire Departments, and Public Works
Depariment, as well as the public files of the CTDEP and State of Connecticut Library,
were reviewed for information regarding environmental conditions at the site. A copy of
the Federal and State database search report is included in Attachment E.

Subject Site Review Results

The subject site was not identified as active or proposed Federal Superfund site,
CERCILIS site, SWHS, RCRA hazardous waste TSDF or generators, or SWL. In
addition, there have not been any releases of hazardous materials at the site reported to
the ERNS database or the LUST database; and there are no registered USTs listed at the
site, However, four (4) properties were located in the State Spills database and are listed

below:
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e 5] Green Street. According to the database information, approximately 5-gallons
of waste-oil was discharged at the site. The material was contained and the case

has a “closed” status.

o 22 Green Street: According to the database information, approximately 10-
gallons of an oil/water mixture was discovered in the basement of the subject

property. The case has a “closed” status.

o 63 Ferry Street: According to the database information, approximately 2-gallons
of #2 fuel-oil was discharged at the subject property. The material was contained
and removed; and the case has a “closed” status.

o 44-46 Ferry Street. According to the database information, an undetermined
amount of #2 fuel-oil was discharged from a fractured fuel oil tank during
building demolition activities. The material was contained and removed; and the

case has a “closed” status.

The structures in question do not appear to meet the definition of a Hazardous Waste
Establishment as defined by the Connecticut Transfer Act. PAYNE recommends that
legal counsel knowledgeable in environmental law review the Transfer Act and its

applicability to the subject site.

Area Review Results

The database report identified eighty-five (85) facilities located within the ASTM
Designation E-1527-00 search radii. Of these sites, twenty-four (24) are listed as STATE
sites, one (1) is listed as a RCRA generator, two (2) are listed under RCRA NLR, six (6)
are listed under FINDS, twenty (20) are listed under LUST, four (4} are listed as having
registered UST/AST, twenty-seven (27) are listed under SPILLS, and one (1) is listed as
being under HMIRS. Off-site facilitics which are either located hydraulically
downgradient of the site, based on the inferred direction of ground water flow, have a
“closed” status, are geologically separated from the subject site by a water body, or are
located in a different drainage basin are not believed to have the potential to adversely
impact the site and are not discussed further.

Nearby off-site properties (less than 1/8-mile) located hydraulically crossgradient or
downgradient of the properties, based on the inferred direction of ground water, may
have the potential to impact the site. Properties located more than 1/8-mile upgradient or
crossgradient of the site is not considered significant given the location of the site and the
availability of municipal water. It should be noted that no documentation or evidence
was discovered indicating the ground water or soil systems at the site has been impacted
by off-site facilities. Furthermore, impacts to the site originating from upgradient sources
are not the responsibility of the properties owners, Based on the regulatory database
information, it appears that current off-site properties do not have the potential to impact

the subject site.

- SITE RECONNAISSANCE

The site was visited on October 22, 2003 for the purpose of performing surficial
reconnaissance. During reconnaissance, all of the site and portions of adjacent properties
and surrounding roadways were traversed on foot or in a vehicle and inspected for signs
of potential environmental impairment, recognized environmental conditions, and suspect

hazardous building materials.

The buildings in question could not be access for an interior inspection, and therefore, the
interior of each subject building should be further investigated prior to any renovation or
demolition acfivities that would disturb any of the following:

Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs)

PCB-containing dielectric fluid has historically been used in transformers and fluorescent light
ballasts manufactured prior to 1982. In addition, PCB-containing fluid has historically been used
in hydraulic equipment such as light ballast, elevators and lifis.

If suspect PCB containing materials are present during any future renovation/demolition
activities or any activity that would require disposal, it should be properly handled and disposed
of in accordance with federal, state and local regulations.

Chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs)

CFCs consist of chemical compounds of chlorine, fluorine, and carbon atoms. Additionally,
some CFCs also include hydrogen atoms. CFCs have been widely used over the past 60 years as
refrigerants in household appliances and air conditioners, as industrial solvents, as blowing
agents in manufacturing foam products, and as propellants in aerosol sprays (Moeller, 1992).

The 1977 amendments to the Clean Air Act have banned the use of CFCs as propellants in the
Unites States since 1978. In addition, an international agreement known as the Monireal
Protocol was signed by 40 nations in 1987 and designed to phase out all CFC production by the

year 2000 (Godish, 1991).

If suspect units are present during any future renovation/demolition activities or any activity that
would require disposal, they should either be hauled off-site or drained of refrigerant in
accordance with federal, state and local regulations. Equipment with the potential to contain
CFCs was limited to household appliances and window A/C units.
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Aboveground and Underground Storage Tanks

Based on the site visit and local Fire Marshal office records review, there were three (3)
undetermined sized underground storage tanks (USTs) within the parking lot of 56 Ferry Street.
The majority of buildings-had fill and vent pipes associated with fuel-oil aboveground storage
tanks {ASTs) located within the basements of the building structures; however access into the
buildings was not permitted and the size and condition of the ASTs could not be determined.

Asbestos-Containing Material (ACM)

Building construction materials that contain asbestos are found in a variety of types and uses.
Common types of ACMs used in building construction include, but are not limited to, vinyl floor
tile, linoleum flooring, mastic, ceiling tile, spray-applied acoustical/decorative ceiling materials
and fireproofing, plaster, wallboard joint compound, pipe and boiler insulation, roofing and
‘flashing, and many other materials in common use prior to 1978. Certain asbestos-containing
building construction materials such as roofing, roofing tar, and adhesives were still commonly
used after 1978. Materials that contain over one percent asbestos are considered ACMs and must
be handled according to the OSHA, USEPA and CT DPH regulations.

Based on the construction date of the subject buildings and the exterior building materials, the
presence of ACMs is likely.

Lead-Based Paint (LLBP)

Many houses, apartments, and other buildings constructed prior to 1978 were painted with LBP.
Due to the construction date of the building structures, the presence of LBP cannot be precluded.

Regulated and Hazardous Materials Use and Storage

During the site visit, no regulated/hazardous materials use or storage was observed on the
exterior of the building structures.

Regulated and Hazardous Waste Storage and Disposal

There were no surficial indications that the any of the subject properties are or have been used
for the disposal of hazardous waste. In addition, the properties were not identified by the Federal
and State database search as a RCRA generator of hazardous waste. There was no visnal
evidence of chemical or petroleum containers being held on the properties in question, based on

inspection at the time of the site visit.

Water and Wastewater

The City of Middletown provides sanitary sewer services and municipal water services fo
the subject propertics. Only domestic wastewater was discharged at the properties.

There was no evidence of on-site water supply wells or on-site septic systems.
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Wetlands and Environmentally Sensitive Areas

Wetlands are diverse ecosystems characterized by hydria soils, hydrophilic vegetation, and
hydrology. Vegetation or other conditions indicative of jurisdictional wetlands are regulated
under Section 404 of the Clean Water Act. No surrounding area was designated as a wetland
according to the City of Middletown Inland/Wetland Division.

The nearest natural surface water body is the Connecticut River which is located approximately
1,320-feet east of the subject site (Figure 1). The site is located in Flood Zone AE, which are
areas of minimal flooding (100-500 years), according to the Flood Insurance Rate Map of

Connecticut. -

There is no reported, observed, or mapped inland/wetland on the subject site.

This Phase I ESA has been performed in conformance with the scope and limitations of
ASTM Designation E-1527-00. Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this report is
described in Part IX.

- LIMITATIONS

This Phase I Environmental Site Assessment of the property located at the sites that will be addressed for
the Nehemiah Housing Project in City of Middletown, Connecticut conforms to the scope and limifations

of ASTM Designation: E-1527-00.

However, this Phase I Environmental Site Assessment does meet the requirements of ASTM Designation:
E-1527-00.

The assessment of the current condition of the site is based on visually discernible conditions found at the
site on the dates and at the locations specified. The conclusions and recommendations stated herein based

The detection of asbestos-containing materials and lead-based paint were not addressed as part of this
study. Although the detection of wetland at the site is beyond the scope of this study, a visual determination
of the possible presence of wetlands has been provided.
