I've already...we have planned in the past befpre this parking was mentioned to
comg to the City or to the State whichever might be the most appropriate to aholish
that litile run-way between Beriin Street and Route 72 which makes Spring
Grand Street, Liberty Street, and particularly Prospect Street, as I say/l g@ Ft.

- depending upon . your family size and income limits the Federal Uovernment allows

only 25% of your income to go to rent and they will pick up any additiongl rent
beyond that point. It is basically similar to the Carabetta Apartments income
limit« B.#4. It's not going to loek like that as you can see but as Carabetta built
on Newfield Street with that type of Federal subsidy and inpome limits. It's who

JOHN GUILANO: o
Thank you kindly. You cleared this up when you mentioned low incomes.

It is not the, gu income they are talking about, say low income. .It's a thing that
makes peuple/& I¥ttle bit afraid. It's not the kind of a low ipcome they talk about
in public housing. I would say moderate income up to a level/aﬂgugpthe kind of

Many people right now, because of inflation are living on low income themselves

even though they make a fantastic wage.

- CHM. PARISI: ‘ :

One of the statistics if this will help...one of the statistics was thrown out to the
Common Council. A family of eight (8) would be a 20,000 income limit could qualify
for housing under any of these proposals. It scales down from that $12,000 to
$14,000 a year family incomes could qualify under these Federal programs.

JOHN GUILAND:

My basic opposition to this is having lived on Prospect Gtreet all my live, having
gown up in the Columbus Avenue area, I have noticed and known all of the people
that live in the area. 99% excluding 1% are peopie that have lived in that ‘area
over 25 years. People who have enjoyed a dead-end situation. They've put up with
power company using their vebicivs to go up and down the street and we've put up

~with racing on the street, we've put up with many other problems such as increasing -
of amount of vandalism in the area, burglary, whatever. My own parents were
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burglarized twice in one week. This is oceurring...we find that we sre seeing the
police in our neighborhood more and more these days than ever before throughout

ﬂ the past 25 years that we lived there. Essentially I don't believe this is going

to benefit the area. I can understand Mr. Fortuna and Mr. Cartelli's position
trying to create ¢ situation where housing is needed. But one thing you must
remember is that we have closed two (2) schools down in the City of Middletouwn.
Once we built these additional 207 apartments that have been proposed, that was in
the Middletown Press last night, I don't know where the other hundred some odd
apartments are going to be. Does that give an indication that eventually another

ten million dollars school is to be built to accommodate’ these additional influx

of residents in the area? I'm just trying to preserve the basic position of all the
residents in the Columbus Avenue, Prospect Street, Berlin Street, Liberty Street.
