lona as the zoning is what it is they're probably are
1imited to how much of that they could utilize.The only
area 1s right here. Now the current zone is R-1 which

is strictly residential. 1 would say without qualifications
that the current zone is one that is going to keep that
land idle as long as the zone remains. For any number

of reasons no one is goina to want to live riaht there or
build a house. First of all it's economically unfeasable
to build a house right here. Those who are familar with
sites know there is a large qully that runs throuagh there,
Actually I call it a depression. A gully smacks of like
some sort of water and there is no water., So if a large
depression in the land so that anyone who wants to utilize
that land is got to bring in some fi111 and lot of {t

to bring that up to a level to make it useable, So the
cost in residential purposes of the land alone be quite
astronomical and I doubt very much if anyone would want

to undertake that kind of situation, Furthermore there

secrets to say that reason why she petition to-night is

o that she can sell the land. The land has commercial
value. People who are interested in for commercial
purposes have sought her out on many occasions. They have
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had different options with her but because of the zone
there. They ultimately don't buy it. How that to me

is a pretty important reason why a zone perhaps should

she really has no use for it. HNo one wants to build a
house.

The City picked the
pipe up and ran it over to Zoar Pond. However, the
pnly water runs here is what leaches out of the banks,
Also the State has right here at the corner of Randolph
Road and S. Main Street a leak off where they drafn---
. rface drainage from South Main St. it runs down in

. wiere, There isn't very much water, it never runs
there. It's all contained by the 24" pipe. By filling
this we are not going to create any additional problems
as far as drainage is concerned. Certainly we could

ut in an adequate pipe to continue the drainage with
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he proper catch basins strateqically -placed and
having grading done in such a manner to direct
the water through these catch basins would not
create any problems for the City or for the State
or anyone else concerned.

I believe that just about covers everything here,
I have nothing more to say unless somebody has
some questions concerning what I had-to say.

If the entrance way is put at the
knoll then you'll have a siaht distance to 'the east of
400 ft. and to the west of 350 ft. How these are well
above the minimums safe stopning sight distances which
is called for in the manual of the Anierican Association
of State Highways Official of their Design Standards.
As to the traffic South Main Street is presently carrying
800 vehicles. Highland Avenue 21 hundred and Randolph
Road 53 hundred. How any piece of property any commercial
development, the ease with which the vehicle enter or
leave depends upon the availability of gans in traffic
stream. They're sufficiently large enough for the driver
to wait to select a gap in the traffic stream that he can
safely enter or exit.,
Now during the peak period and this is a 156 minute feat
period in the after noon the South- Main St. traffic has
an average gap 4.4 seconds, Hiahland Avenue 16.4, Randolph
Road 8.6 seconds. HNow what does this mean? In order
to make a safe entrance or exit from any drive-way they
call for a gap of anywhere from 4 to 6 seconk, Anﬁhing
in that range drivers should be able to enter and exit

~~afely. Now we are talking average aaps, If you watch

raffic at a signal light you'1ll see that vehicles platoon
because you'll get numerous gqans in the traffic stream
which will be in access of the average, So vehides should
be able to enter and leave commercial development at this
location without any trouble. Signal liahts will also
help as so the land so young use itself the amount of land
available is not sufficient to put any large size commercial
development.

I think what might---type of things might be {n here would
be convenient store or possibly offices. Mone of these
things generate a sufficient large amount of traffic to
cause any problems.
How I think an important thing here too, there's the noise
at the site, at this location.

You'd find this in
iny locations wher vehicles are helped getting in and
out. Of course it denends---someways it's easier if
they're going out and going north., The light will
halp hut going south there's a tendency for people too
if it's backed up people will 1t somebody in. But
you are not generating that much traffic, I think
you shouldn't think of this in terms of what you would
get as say Bradlee's, Stop and Shop. The volumes are
not going to be that high even durina the peak period
but the amount of land which is available for development.

~significance in testimony on the noise level by the traffic

xpert that appeared here., [If he says as I understood him

to say that the noise level was unsuitable for a home it

certainly would be unsuitable for a hospital and keep 1in
mind there are two hospitals in the area, How one 1is
somewhat removed and that hospital would at one time owned
by Mrs. Fiala. I didn't note that the traffic expert

took into account anything he said that this is obvious
visual growing area of houses and the Stonegate Apartments
amd that he doesn't take into any account. Ho one
questioned him as to what significance he gave to the
lesleyan Hills qrowth and to Stoneqgate Apartments and other
growth residentailly in that whole area that will be passing
up and down. HNow, we are not here prepared with traffic
experts but som@ﬁhings are obvious. Traffic will be in-

CHM. SHAW:
Is there anyone else who wishes to speak?

7 TLL WAMESTER:

Cm Bi11 Wamester, and I'm located directly across
really from the Christensen property., There is just a
couple of points Mr, Risley spoke of many of the points
about the traffic, The Christensen people said that
there was 8 point something seconds on Randoiph Road.
Well, we live right on a knoll on Randolph Road and

you do not have 8.6 seconds at "neak Time". You have .
to enter traffic and I think anyone livinag on MapleShade
Road which is located on the knoll realizes that you
just can't get out into traffic that eagy. The street
liqght does not afford any real help to us, It is not
any areater problem but with as reported in tonights
paper the possible establishment of a gas station on

the corner there., It does not lend to any decrease

in the use of Randolph Road. South Main St. we've

seen haphazards development of a State road I route 66,
South Main Street is gradudly becoming another Route 66,
It is becoming very difficult to travel on it from

the center of town out to let's say Bradleas, Stop &
Shop. People are not using that district as much as
they could because there is no reason to. It fis
becoming to congested. " If you continue to develope

this arearunning right out all the way,we are not hoing
to have...we are going to be able to encourage to come

. "~ the center of Hiddletown and also what we are creating

¢ an eye sore, a potential achetto section. It is,

yes, shown on the map and when you take statistics a
certain way it can be demonstrated to be the way you want
it to be. It appears to be a highly business district,

however, as Mr, Risly said it is not, it is a very quite
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area. MWe do have the two hospitals. e do not want
n increase in noise with an increase in traffic.
We're a young coupld, we don't have children yet and
we plan on residing in this area but with the increase
traffic the potential raising or a child in this area
is just impossible with an increase in commercially,
the traffic in that area. That's all I wanted to say.

CAROL BUTTERFIELD:
I'm Carol Butterfield and 1 live at 1193 Randolph Rd.
One or two points I would like to add one is, nothing
has been said about the arade coming down the hill.
YOu don't...you may have 4% seconds but you don't get
it. You don't get the sight because of the hill and
I've been told by Lt. Genovese, the traffic man in the
Police Dept. that this place here is one of the highest
accident rate spots in Middletown. Another thinag, would
like to emphagize is the compatability. I think of all
of the houses on Highland Avenue, the peonle with modest
houses, beautifully kept who...Change of zone is not for
the present, It is potentionally for the future. Yho
knows what some of these establishments now there for
some reason or another might move out, It would make
the whole place a potential for the kind of commercial
thing where you have signs and pumps and all kinds of
things. The esthetics of the thing 1 think are terri-

“rs., Christensen I would like to say that the other
pieces of land there have been able to find some means
of economically , making a sound investment without a
change of zone., I was present when the hearing on...

that although we were very much opposed to a changqe

to a commercial or business we would be very happy to
have a compatiable establishment. So I'm sure none of
us opposed in anyway the establishment of Sanibel now the
Queens Hospital.

My name is dJane Teneyck and I 1ive on Highland Avenue.
The upper part there, I do want to say that this is a
residential section, very much so. There lies I fiqure
between Randolph Avenue and Highland Avenue about 15
homes. I don't think we get the picture from you that
here were such number of homes. These homes are lo-
cated on considerable...each home has quite a bit of
property and lot of lawn and trees across from us, where
Kruses's live, there is woods, In back of us there is
a pond. MYe love it there because of this and we would
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hate}%hink of being surrounded by commercially...I
iess that's it.

TOHY MARING:

Mp. Chairman and members of the Board, I'm Tony

Marino, of 72 Acer Drive, which is very close to the
area being considered to-night. As a Councilman, of
the City of Middletown, although not here personally

as a Councilman or Commissioner of PUblic YWorks, or
Police Commission, I feel comneled to speak having

some knowledge of the area based on my service on these
various Commissions. Contrary to what was said by the
Traffic Commissioners traffic expert who came down here
to speak on this about vision etc. you will notice on
the map there is tremendous dog lea almost adjacent to
the property in question., I see in my few years I have
1ived out in this area one car qo over the bank into
the gully. There 1s an areca of hiagh accident experience.
e have notice from the Police Commission this has been
referred to by a previous speaker that the Traffic Lt,
had pointed this out as a very serious area for traffic
conaestion. YOu have to live in the area to appreciate
this area if you try to come out of Haple Shade Road at
8 o'clock in the morninae or 4:30 in the afternoon you
have one heck of a traffic congestion, As a main artery

servicing three hiah schools in the area, I'm sorry, i

"gh schools in the area, Valley Regional, Mercy, Xavier

"and Woodrow Wilson, The school bus traffic in this area

is tremendous. As a side to the traffic expert you say
Middletown is waiting for the DOT to aive us a survey
on Route 66 which is a lona time coming in which is an
area now creating or has caused many problems in Middletown
and if were allowed...this area, this piece of land to
become commercial they will have the same problem and the
same thing on Route 17 in no time. That's the traffic
problem. Public Yorks wise, this area is not lighted.
There are no street lights, The last street light from...
on this pink area is at the entrance driveway to the
Telephone Co. they're no street lights from there to
the intersection of Route 17 and Randolph Road. It is
currently understudy that we put street lights on...in
this...on this street, but we don't have the money. We
are not gqoing to have the money this year and we may not
have it next year to do so. So6 it will be a financial
impact if this were to be developed, so that a
commercial enmerprize will run out to establish this
intersection. As a nefahbor of ‘the area and this was
mentioned before but I will mention this briefly this fis
still a beautiful ecologically this is a beautiful area,
It is green. It is not overburden with commercial enter-
nrises that we are léd to believe. There are two businesses
v this part of land which are very obscure, They don't
aive us the impression of commercialism. . It is a
residential area without question, From the intersection
of Highland Avenue and Highland Avenue Extensi:@on south on
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17 we do not have a serious congestion of commercialism.
“a should not be allowed to be encrouched by any further
_owmercialism., If there is to be a chanae of...on this
property it should qo from residential. One which it

is now not to be used for any reason what so ever, It
still takes time and this intersection mad sager and

the traffic be controlled., Thank you.

CHM. SHAW:
Anyone else wish to speak.

WILLIAM COLEY:

My name is Yilliam Coley and I live on 191 Maple Shade
Rd. My nrospective on this differs a little bit from
those peovle who 1ive on PRandolph Rd. I come out from
Maple Shade to Rabdolph at least twice and very often

4 to 6 times a day. If I come out between 8 and 9 in
the morninag rouahly there are times when I have to go
east and down Highland Avenue in order to aet into town
because traffic is literally backed up over the hill and
down into the Zoar Pond area. The same thino is true
from a period at least my exnerience around 4-4:30 in
the afternoon which I have occasionally come home.
Literally that traffic backs over the hill and to talk
of the & second interval which I admit Mr. Risley 1
nrobably couldn't take advantage of is simply not the
~ase. If you have two way traffic coming, coming east
.n Randolph, traffic qoing west on Randolph, you have
any kind of an exist from a aas statton. Then heaven
forbid or any other kind of work you don't have 4 seconds
at all. You might have it on one side of the road you
would not have it on both. It is extremely dangerous,
You have no visibility from Maple Shade Rd, over the
little hump that comes down to Randolph and I don't

see that Mr. Marino sees any money coming forth for the
leveling of that. You have no sight comina off Randolph
on to Maple Shade and believe me people would do that if
you puat a gas station there., They vould nrobably go
the lenath of Maple Shade and Coleman and down to 17

and maybe back to Long Hi11 School in order to avoid the
light. Traffic wise it is absolutely suicidal. I've
sat there morninas and watch the cars run that red light
and if I were a policeman I would made LT. in a week by
pinchina people who run that light from the south., You
nut a gas station in there and it is aoing -to bhe
1iterally sufcidal., If I lived nearer I think I would
move. HNow the auestion of variance is very interesting
to me because I as a ~contiguous property owner I
suffered through the affair of south of Route 17 and the
Stonegate Apartments, where a variance was aiven for one
useage and ended up being used for something else, I am

~very much opposed to variances because 1 do not think in

fact that there's any quarnatee that they'll be used for
what they said they would be used for. One ]ast point,
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his Commission's predecessors and that agoes way back
. suspect have created what I must only describe as a
nightmare on Route 66 qoing of f Washinaton St. I call
it the Dunkin Doughnut's nightmare. I see sfgns 1it's
qoina to happen on Route 17. 1 don't know how long
one can withhold the pressures to develop the property
along the open field behind the school there, Long
Hi1l School. I think a gas station on the corner of
pandolph and South Main is the opening wedae and I
wouldn't want to be this committee having responsibility
for doing that without a lot more study of where we
are going., The traffic on Randolph Rd. with all the
high schools,with the Rt. 9 connector,is extremely
fierce for many periods of the day. Thank you,.

Hembers of the Commission I'm Carroll Rogers, Pres. 0F FELDSPAR MINING CO.
of the Feldspar Corvoration, who operates the mine :
and mi1l at River Road. You have seven copies of

our anplications for a 10 year authorization to

continue our mining operation, The Commission does

not provide a formal application blank as you know,

we woere instructed to answer the questions that are
covered in the requlations regardina Hatural Resources
Extractions. We believe we have furnished the neces-
sary mans programmed to reclaim the land when we have
finished extractina the peamatite from these veins,

YF have answered the aquestions as we seen them on the...
in the requlations. In this reqard, without further
quidence to go into the matter in areater depth we
believe that the information would.be of value. It
answers the reaulations as we interpreted them and if
anything more specific is required would appreciate
instructins from the Commission in this regard,

CHM. SHAY:
feorge, do you have any suggestions?

GFORGE A. REIF:
It might be appropriate if a briefing of what you are
doing. YOu know it so well, you can't believe
anthing else then how you are going to reclaim the
land after you are thru or during the time you are
working at it.

CARROLL ROGERS:
I would 1like to begin by explainina that the mineral
feldspar which we extract on this peomatite ore on our
property on River Road is used in almost everything it
touches in your ordinary life. Every piece of alass
that you use in any capacity is 10% feldspar, every
niece of ceramic tile or pottery or plumbinag fixtures,
dinner ware, electrical porcelain is from 33 to 50%
feldspar. A1l the porcelain enamel on your appliances
in your home, your bath tubs, washino machines is 1/3rd
feldspar. The home latex in your furniture and in the
padding in the uphostry in your automobile is filled
with latex and feldspar. The feldspar in parts
hecause of its flat tubular crystals resiliency in light
to the foam latex. Our plant is the last nlant in MNew
England and is the only plant in the northeast to
“eupply the glass and ceramic and latex markets and any
{ Jstomers which they're scores in the northeast who
could not buy from us would have to import feldspar
from Canada or they would have to get it from South
Dekota or MNorth Carolina. The process that we use is
a...The blastina of the peamatit which is a granite
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“pe rock from the veins we leoad with power shovel

" ato trucks and haul the ore to a crusher subsequently

we arind the crushed ore into a sand size material
which allows us to use the frothfultation process for
separating feldspar from the other associated minerals
from the pegmatite which are selicansand, mica, and a
little clay. The pits that we make are irreqular in
shape because the stikes are veins of feldspar, are
irreqular in shape themselves, We remove the feldspar
from one wall to the other. These walls aenerally have
a 700 dip toward the west or southwest and we continue
towork them down as deep as the feldspar aoes or until
the hanaoinag wall which leans over the vein becomes

such a volume that it is not economical to remove this
material in order to get the feldspar which lies under
it.

We have 200 tons a day of the waste materials associated
with the feldspar which we have hauled back up on the
property and have piled alonqg side the areas we are -
workina, As the material to refill these cuts or dikes
and this will be put in by a bulldozer or with our drag
lines and be shaped of the surface wither contoured to.
slopes of slones of less than 2 to 1 or even level out
and replanted and grasses, bushes or trees which are

indignant to this area.
*» have been in the business of reclaimine the mine land

sr 2 years and some other states which have been a 1ittle
earlier in requirina this., In Connecticut and in fact last
year won an award in the State of Georaia for the best job
of reclamation of any minino conern in that State. At

the present time we have 2% acres ready to reclaim on River
Rpoad., Me are waiting for decision from the town to decide wheth-
er they wish to use it for a land fill which we have been
told. the City was lookina fov a place to make a land

£111 and the Wesleyan University has made a study of around
water to see whether this area would be suitable for this
purpose. If we are told that the City will not use this
we will go ahead and begin reclamation immediately. [If
they wish to use it for this we have no objections an feel
that it would not help or hurt our oneration in that arca
and would save us some expense in filling the cut ourselves.
We intend as a reaular proposition beainning after Feb,
here to fill an acre for every acre we mine or more if we
have areas which we are ready to be reclaimed,.

I must explain that because of the larage volume of ore we
require each month a matter of 15,000 tons that we have to
operate in a number of phases at anyone time, Some of then

we are filling, some we are loading the ore that has been shot
down and others we're shooting down ore or still others we

“have ore shot down waiting to be Yoaded when the equipment

s moved. I realize that the layman wonders why we can't

‘qet all the ore from one place until we have completely ex-

tracted it. This is simply isn’'t feasiable because it
would be intervals between the time you got the last of the
ore that was shot down or broken up. Ready after you cleaned
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Ayt all that ore it would take you time to drill this

" iw face and load and blast it and break the rock ready
for the loading again. It is for this reason that we
operate a number of phases in order to keep this
guanity there. We have realized as all along that
reclamation was going to be reauired in time because we
has it happened to us in other states and we're familar:
with environmental protection agency requlations in this
area. It is for this reason that we have piled the
residue or tails as we call them up their along side
the cuts to make them easily avajlable for reclamation
as possible. We have done some work in the agga of
analizing soils for the proper kinds of grass/and plants
to be put in and their quite familar with what will arow
on this sort of material. When it comes time to vegetate
it again. [If there are any further questions that would
more clearly explain this matter I'11 be glad to answer
them for you.
