about here, What I'd like to point out or rather confirm
because I brought it up before Mr, Shaw 1s this, The number
of meetings usually in the evening after the traffic rush,
Sunday would be the other time whenever there is a monthly
soclal affair, we don't feel that there's going to be any
traffic during any peak hours, during school hours or business
hours. That is a feature I think that is in favor of this
particular concept in this area.

COMM, LOFFREDO:

You mentioned reguarding the rental usage....do you rent it
out, or that it would not be rented out...... .

MR. HELFGOTT:

That's right Mr. Commissioner, it is required by the Liquor
Control Commission that i1t may not be rented to the publie,
It may be used for a lodge member, but not for any public
function. It is not like the Elks for example, where they
do have a Bar on one level and another Bar down below which

on the homes as we do expect to have and being right
in a residential area with no institutional buildings
in the immediate vacinity., We feel that this fits

in like & hand in a glove and we feel this Subdivision
of 16 lots will be a definite asset to the Community.
Agaln I respectfully request this Commission to look
favorably upon this subdivision request., I will be
happy to attempt to answer any questions. We have
Mr,Jackowin * yho 18 a registered land surveyor

to help me answer any questions you may have,

COMM, TYAACK:
Does the City have a storm drainage system there.
ATTORNEY MAZZOTTA:

It is my understanding that there is one on Butternut
Street. '

COMM. TYAACK:

Pipe or open?

ATTORNEY MAZZOTTA:

I'1) ask Mr. Jackowilak to answer that question.

But I believe it's an inclose pipe of 24 inches,
What facilities does the City have for drainage

on Butternut Street Mr. 55 crcowiak?
MR. JACKOWIAK:
There is a 36 inch pipe crossing Butternut Street.

CHATRMAN PARISI:

Are there any other questions from the Commission
members? ‘

COMM. SHAW: | |
I would like to ask Counsel & little bit about this
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developers track record and past and what we might
expect, You told us what property, what values we

are talking about, what experiences has this developer
had in the past?

ATTORNEY MAZZOTTA:

First of all Mr. Shaw I'11 have Mr. Aresco stand and

be recognize, Mr. Aresco would you rise, Now Mr.
Aresco as I understand 1t has not developed subdivision
veeses8uUbdivisions, but he has built homes in the
Middletown area and outside the Mlddletown area and I

believe he did quit a bit of the masonry work at Pelton's

is that not right Mr. Aresco? Does that answer your
guestion Mr. Shaw? ’

COMM. SHAW:
Thank you.
CHAIRMAN PARISI:

Any other questions from the Commission members?
Since you've raised the point and you have made

me curious, what's the drainage problem that you

meritioned? (Laughter)
ATTORNEY MAZZOTTA:

Something that's best left unsaid, and by the same
token I did not want to have the Commisslon feel

that I was trying to sweep something under the rug.
Presently on Butternut Street there is a drainage
situation in that the water which flows from the

entire drainage basin of which this land is a part

but I won't emphasize ......what they call a stream
belt, but higher up beyond us there is a flowage of
surface water from that land which is higher up across
our land and on to Butternut Street. It is my under-
standing and I have not seen this, that at times during
the year, at peak storm periods there are times when
the 36 inch pipe on Butternut Street does not, or is
not adequate enough to accept the dralnage of water,
Now we have had this researched and I'm happy to point
out to the Commission that the additional input of
drainage water from this particular 16 lot Subdivision
if it's completely improved would be in almost 1n the
negligible area of about 1,5 cublc feet per second, but
I'm going to have Mr,Jackowlak correct me on that

if I need to be corrected, It is my understanding

that in a 50 year storm(which might be yesterday storm)

a 50 year storm yhich has a, maybe has a 2 percent
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chance of happening each year that the drainage

from the entire basin would be about 179,13 cubic

feet per second and this does not include the

drainage from our particular land here. If our
Subdivision is approved and the homes are built

then the combination of the land where are subdivision
is located andithe new homeg ........and additional
water, so 1t isn't our water, It 18 my understanding
that the solution to this would be the enlargement of
that pipe on Butternut Street.

CHAIRMAN PARISI:

George, is there anything from Public Works
in relative to this particular item that you
can report on at this time?

MR, REIF:

Not really, they do recognize the problem they
have and there working with it. It's unfortunate
that Phil could not be with us tonight,

ATTORNEY MAZZOTTA:

As I indicated to Mr. Reif, Mr. Aresco would be very
happy to cooperatein any reasonable method with the
Public VWorks Department to address itself to thils
question, And whatever can be done within the

sesee0f reason and sound engineering we will be happy
to cooperate with the City and that means some sort of
8 .....basin or retention area on our property, we
would consider that, but by the same token we would
want to discuss this with Public Works further and see
what the best solution, I did not want to have the.
Commission feel we were intentionally, you know not
revealing this to you.

COMM SHAW:

I wondeyr if Mr. Aresco plans to share with the Commission
those covenants which you spoke of earlier.

ATTORNEY MAZZOTTA:

I have Beceeesessknow but 1t's only in draft form. I
would be very happy to share them with the Commlssion,
but they wouldn't confine themselves to type of bullding
one family residential area 1lots,; ecsesee
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COMM, SHAW:

Well you obviously felt that it was important
for us to know that you were doing it. Therefore
it seems important for us to know what they are.

ATTORNEY MAZZOTTA:

I'd be very happy to have Mr. Reif obtain a copy
of those at some future time 1f he wishes or the
Commission. Would you want me to address myself
this evening?

COMM, SHAW:

If you are prepared to, otherwise in printed form
before we 88Kes 4 »

ATTORNEY MAZZOTTA:

If the Commission will bare with me I'll try to find

the proposal, Ior example, this is pretty much a

standard declaration that we are proposing. No trucks

or commercial type vehidcles to be stored in a lot except

in a closed garage. Elevation of lot shall not be changed
+esse00f service elevation,...and surrounding lots. No
sases{inaudible) and etec., No horses, cattle, swine, goats,
poultry ete, No weeds, underbrush or unsightly growth andg
then the standard regulations . Square footage, set back lines,
8ide yards, interior lots . The point of the intent of that
particular comment by me was to have the Commission realize
that we want this to be a first class subdivision, One of
which the City can be proud. Thank you,

CHAIRMAN PARISI:

Any other comments or questions from the Commission?

Is there anyone from the public who wishes to speak ~
in favor of this proposal? Is there anyone who wlshes
to speak in opposition of this proposal? Anyone have
any questions? If not we will close this portion of

the public hearing. Thank you Councll,

CHAIRMAN PARISI:

This item was put on the Public Hearing on request of
Planning and Zoning Commission . Director Reif would you
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update everybody.
MR. REIF:

On the easel shows in the area shaded in red the two lots

that are involved in the proposal, Currently 1t 1s zoned

I-1, The obvious reason for having this Public Hearing

1s that the Commission feels they should be rezoned R=1l,

State regulations require a Public Hearing before any area

can be rezoned and therefore it's before the Commission now.

The map shows where it's located in relationship to the surrounding

properties and roads and what have jyou.

CHAIRMAN PARISI:

Does anyone on the Commission have any questions to ask
George gt this time? Does any member of the public wish

to speak on this proposal?

RICK ELLIS:

iek Ellise and I live on 42 Schuyler Ave. I'm here
%gnggﬁg éﬁ Eehalf of about 12 of my neighbors from Schuyler Ave.,
and Woodside Circle. We are are here to speak in support of
the Commissions actions for the rezoning of I-1, I think it
makes eminent sense to rezone to R=1l. There are twelve of
us here tonight to support you on this rezoning. Thank you,.

ATTORNEY CARTELLI:

For the record I'm Attorney Cartelli representing Mr., Roger

Crouch who is the owner of this parcel of land (pointing to map)
formally owned by ...{(Katowski ?) and I find myself in a different
position tonight because I'm here tonight seeking..... .{(inaudible)
I'm here as a proponent seeking to get an affirmative action from the
Commission. Tonight I find myself here acting for the proposal

as brought forth by the Commission rather than by the public.

Now, before I get into that I'd like to make it known that when we
talk about .......that this parcel in red and this parcel in red

are bounded and surrounded by Residential properties. As a matter
of fact this particular property 1s the one that I'm basically
concerned with this evening, 1s bounded on the north and on the east
by the 8. Marino Crane Service which 1s in fact Industrial.

it appears to me that the same thing is true of this partlcular
parcel, Assuming that this is goilng to be changed to Residential
you would now have Residential or budding Industrial land as you
presently have it. 8o, in-go-far as Mr, Crouch is corncerned, he
came to my office approximately 2 months ago with a contract to

buy a parcel of land and he was concerned that the land be

properly =zoned for his purposes, in other words , he needed a

plece of land that was Industrial. It has on it I think a barn
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which 1s used for storage. In the coarse of conducting

the title examination we checked with the various sources

in City Hall and found in fact that this property was

zoned Industrially which he wanted., We did find however,

that it came out of the larger parcels along with several

other parcels so that you had three or more. So prior to

his purchasing the land I suggested to him that it would

be beneficial to him at this point that if he ever sold

the land in the future to get subdivision approval. We had

a survey made of the parcel of land and Attorney Borkowski

who was 1in my office came down and the subdivision was
approved. However at that Cime the Commission apparently

didn't realize this property was ......residential land.

It also is..,.....Industrial land. Now what is happening

here is that Mr, Crouch has entered into a contract, in

fact purchased land based on investigations we made and

found 1t was Industrial. Mr. Crouch on his own sought
information concerning the ...{Inaudible) and went to the

office of Mr, Reif and spoke with Ms., Raczka and went over

the maps to confirm the fact that 1t was Industrial. From

What I have been able to determine it may be possible that

this would change from Residential to Industrial 2 or 3 years
ago. The old maps show this as Residential and if the old maps
are correct then it would seem that it recently been changed

to Industrial, Looking at.....we had nothing to do with that .
From looking at the old map and new map it shows o0ld Residential
and new Industrial, Now 1f we change 1t back to Industrial

Wwe are agaln reverting back to what it formally was. We are

not taking one pliece of land which is surrounded by Residentlal
and making it conform to the Residential character. I think the
Commission ought to be aware of the effort Mr. Crouch went |
to to acquire this land, Imagine buyving a parcel of land in a Residential
area and you went to build a house and it went Industrial the

following week, 5S¢ you can't build a house. So this is what is

happening here. This man bought the ' land,....{inaudible),

He bought the land basically becauvse it was Industrial, And

although he might enjoy a non-conforming use status, if it

were changed to Residential, a non-conforming use status has

it's many draw backs as you well know, I respectfully request

that 1t be left as it is. I understand the concern of the people :
that are here tonight who want to . maintain it as a Residential |
area. We Just want you %o leave 1t as 1t was ag it was intended. f

COMM. LOWRY:

Jack, in the legal notice the property is still listed it's
ownership byHenry Petrofski. What date did your client buy

this property? §
ATTORNEY CARTELILI:

The property was transfered about 3 weeks ago, the 26th of
January.
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COMM LOFFREDO:

Was this before Attorney Borkowski represent into
your office,.....meeting before we met or after we
met. )

ATTORNEY CARTELLI:

Now the contract in existence would date back to
November the end of November, a contract of a
purchase of property. The subdivision approval

was heard at the last meeting which would of

been earlier than the 26 of January......{(Inaudible)
However, a contract......{Inaudible).

However if your question is were we aware of the
possibilities that there would be a change of zone,
the answer is yes we wouldy however, keep in mind that
this was under contract with...(inaudible) to buy
property and at that time there was no hint of.....

COMM, LOFFREDO:
Was he so advised?
ATTORNEY CARTELLI:

Yes, the approval of the subdivision was granted
and he was advised that there was some mention made
eeeece{Inaudible) had to be changed, but ,..-(Inaudible)

COMM. LOFFREDO:

This map doesn't show this at all. What is the topographical
relationship between that particular area we are talking
about and the I-=1 area.

ATTORNEY CARTELLI:

I didn't notice 1t until tonight, but we were talking to

some of the people and trylng to determine what in the

World .......(Inaudible) and I have been told that the

Marino property which is Industrial is lower in elevation

than the,.,...(Inaudible) front. I have also been told

that depression...difference in elevation is not  natural

and that bank was treated by excavation by Marino .,....{Inaudible)
So yes, there is a depression in that this land is higher

than this land below. But they are contiguous parcels still

and there is no other owner in between the two.

COMM, LOFFREDO:

Is it your knowledge that the parcels are contiguous that it
would be possible for roadways to be put between the
Marino property and the present property?
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ATTORNEY CARTELLI:

I can't say that, I don't know. I suppose it's
possible to change the elevatlon ....(Inaudible)

COMM, SHAW:

Mr., Chairman I think that the chronologlcal of this
thing ought to be accurate., It was the January llth-
meeting which was a full two weeks prior to this

closing that this took place and very clearly in the
minutes it say's after talking about the subdivision
that however the décision was made to consider these
lots at the next Public Hearing for rezoning from I-l1

to R-l., This gave you over two weeks to make sure that
you really wanted to purchase it with that then being
the threat. I don't see why we are being blamed for
gomething that was...the warning was already out.

The second thing is, I'd like to see a topographlcal map
of thils property because my recollectlon is a very .
deep drop-off in the back of those properties and it
would be very difficultto do anything 1ln any contiguous
manner,

ATTORNEY CARTELLI:

It'm merely saying that they are contiguous, I'm not aware
of the elevation but I have been told this evening that
there is one,to what extent I don't know, I've also
indicated as” Comm. Shaw has verified the chronology

of thesec......have stated. The property was purchased
after notice that was going to be some consideration

of changing of zone, I might add however;that prilor to
any notice what-so-ever from the part of anyone, that

Mr. Crouch was under contract and was under an obligatlon
to buy of forfeit what ever deposlt money placed in the
hands of Mr. Petrofskil at the time and he purchased this
property. When we take the entire map of the Clty of

Middletown and ......{(Inaudible) and ' change two parcels
of land at ......(Inaudible) .,....with the Planning

office, I think some consideration should be glven to
the present owneryMr. Crouch.

CHAIRMAN PARISI:

I take it that Mr. Crouch is plamning an Industrlal use.
ATTORNEY CARTELLI:

The fact of the matter 1s that at the present time he

does not plan on altering the use which is basically
storage. However he may do something in the future.
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- CHAIRMAN PARISI:
Does anyone else wish to comment?

RICK ELLIS:

I probably should of gone into a more detalled.,..{Inaudible)
the pit 1t's about a 200 foot drop. This 1s where.......

the Middletown Bridge came from, There's a -drop of 150

200 feet stralght down which by the way doesn't have a
fence on 1t, Someday members of our neighborhood will get
together and come here and ask to have a fence put up on that
property. At any rate there 18 no other access to this
Industrial Zone, except Woodslide Circle on Schuyler Ave,

All traffic would have to come from elther one of these
streets which are all Resldentlal. It would be impossible
unless you were to put in an elevator. So obviously 1t's
ludicrous to say what the contiguous use 1if there is no
contiguous use what's so ever 1n this JIndustrlal Zone,
Speaking with the Planning and Zoning Office it's obvious
what 1is attempted here hopefully to take care of....{(Inaudible).
I think that this was an over=sight when this whole parcel
was 2zoned Industrial. I think it was an over-sight on part

of the Commission when a chunk 1.l acres Or what ever was
designated Industrial. Thank you.

CHAIRMAN PARISI:

Yes, would you come up and identify yourself for the
record,

MR. CUBETA:

I owned that pit. I sold it to Marino and Mr,Hodge owned

a little plece of that. It was Just nothing. You couldn't
build anything on it. There's water running through and all.
Marino is excavating it and making 1t a flat land., I got

rid of it simply because it was waste land and you can't

get down, there's quit a drop, there's no way in God's will
unless you want to kill yourself, Now the only entrance to
that pit is down below where Marino is. We sold the whole

pit to him because he has the only entrance. So 1t was no

good to us. So how can that effect where we live on Schuyler
Ave., thats a different plece of land down there. Ve're
residential up here, That has nothing to do below us. That's
behind. So "I can't see how the two come out together. I thought
I'd make that clear. There's no way from Schuyler Ave. that
you can get down unless you fly down.

CHATRMAN PARISI:

Thank you Mr. Cubeta, Is there anyone else who wishes to comment?
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FRED HODGE:

My name 1is Fred Hodge and I live at 21 Schuyler Ave.
I've lived in the neighborhood for 40 years. How

many years ago did George Birdsey sell out?

Quift this business first, sald he was forced out by the
City of Middletown. What department I don't know.
Henry Petrofski bought the property and .......

CHAIRMAN PARISI:
What was his business? (Laughter)
FRED HODGE:

We fought with him,...{Inaudible) and tried to get it
changed from Residentlsal to Industrial., He lost and

it stayed Residentlal. After that 1t became a nuisance
again for the neighbors. He was taken to court and the
court order was issued TO CCASE OF,.....(Inaudible)

on the property with his trucks and his nuisance and
everything else, And Jack O'Brien has a copy of that
vhen we complained about it, Then the subdivision came
and in the subdivision Mike Marino bought the back land.
Subsequently we sold a little bit. But he bought the
back land and all down what we call Mill Hollow,

where Madis Plumbing was and the old riflie club down there
which was an Industirial area., So then we are still under
the impression up until a few days ago that that area

was Residential, We discovered 1t wasn't accidental.

I feel...lfiike Marino boupght to the top of {hils huge drop.. .
It also raps around this corner at Schuyler Ave, sccee
Woodside Circle down Mill Hollow and I think how it
happened but when they colored the map the ink flew &
little bit into that corner there (Laughter)

because we have no way of ever knowing that it was back
into Industrial which 1t had been Residential for a good
many years . We'fve won in court and other places and

how 1t got there I don't know. It's been that way for
years and Henry has lost every battle to change it .

CHAIRMAN PARISI:
Does any one else wish to comment?

MR. SAPIA

Mr, Sapla's complete statement was Inaudible and
unable to decipher,

CHAIRMAN PARISI:

Thank you Mr. Sapia. We'll take a short break whille
the secretary changes the tape.
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CHAIRMAN PARISI:

Did you change the tape? It's O0 K . Does anyone else
wish to speak?

JOE CARTA:

My name 1is Joe Carta and I live at 35 Schuyler Ave. I think
everything has been said but I would Just like 1t to go

.on record .as being in opposlition of anything but other
than an R-l zoning for that lot because the other Commercilal
land has nothing to do with it. It doesn't come in contact
¥1th it other than a border line, - The drop really is 150
feet,

CHAIRMAN PARISI:
Does anyone else wish to comment?
ATTORNEY CARTELLIL:

T just would like to say that from what I have heard
tonight that Mr. Petrofski was not a good neighbor,

And a good number of things that were sald here tonight

I was unaware of and I'm sure Mr. Crouch was unavare of
too. And they may very well be true. However that 1s
irrelevant to what we are discussing tonight, I think

to take two parcels of land.....{(Inavdible) in Middletown
on it's own motion because of the physical characteristics
and change them. I think a consideration should be glven
Mr. Crouch the new owner who has not had any problems and
does not plan to give anyonc problems.

CHAIRMAN PARISI:
Does anyone else wlsh to gpeak?

ANGELO DEMAURA:

My name is Angelo DeMaura and I 1live at 22 Woodside Circle.
" You know 1t seems that this plece of land has been kicked
around for the past 20 to 25 years from Residential to
Industrial, Like Mr, Hodge's sald before that George
Birdsey had 1t before., He had a lumber yard there and
he wanted to get it changed from Residential to Industrial
and he couldn't do it so he was forced to glve up the
business. He sold it to Henry Petrofski. Henry Pebtrofski
used it as a storage area for his trucks, bulldozers and
he tried to get it changed and he didn't succeed either,
So he finally turned it over to his son-in~law who has been
using it for the past 8 or 9 years., We finally ~ got him
to clean 1t up a little bit because we are proud of our area
and what this .....(Inaudible) area is down a NMill Hollow
which is all of 100 feet. Dbelow where we live up on Schuyler
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Ave, and Hunting Hill Ave. I want £t to go on
record that it stays or it should be restricted
Residential and if 1t 1is going to go to restricted

Residential we would like to have whoever is using the
barn for a storage arcea clean that area too.

CHAIRMAN PARISIY ¢

Thank you. Does anyone else wish to speak or make a
comment? If not we will close this portion of
the Public Hearing and go to item 4.

Item 4 is an application for expansion of a non=-conforming ITEM U

use at 15 Portland Street. Owner Albert Dadarlo, Sr, EXPANSION OF
A NONCONFORM-
ING USE ON

15 PORTLAND 5
ATTORNEY ROBERT POLINER:

Mr, Chairman and members of the Commission my name

is Attorney Robert Poliner and I'm here tonight

to represent Mr. Albert W, Dadario Sr.who 1s the

owner-of the property located on Portland Strect,

Middletown Connecticut. The property is currently

zoned R-!# which 1s the lowest category of Residentlal
property. Provided here this evening is a street

lay-out and I think it's a good starting point for

our conversation this evening. The request for

expansion of a noneconforming use.....comes down to is
weather the expansion or what effect the expansion will
have. Let me put it that way. Does it assist the eeso{Inaudible)
and the neighborhood that 1t is located in . There are a
number of things that I want to say.....(Inaudible)

I take 1t that this 1s the property that is outlined

in red., As one can see Portland Street comes off St.John's
Street and it proceeds in a basically east west direction
and when you get to the end of Portland Street,there-

{8 a little plece of Bridge Street that has been chopped

off by virtue of the rallroad track that runs through here.
This 4s part of New York, New Haven railroad line and 1%
comes by right here(pointing to map). I think as many of
you know over north.of this area, not to far north of this
area just the other side of the track lies HMiller Street and
there are a number of properties on Miller Street that arc
boarded up by virtue of fire of several fires, Also down this
area there is a State garage building, I'm pointing to the
area again on the other side of the track, and there's also
a sand plle there where the State comes and they keep a pile
there right by there garage. Now getting back to the subject
property, the subject property as ve discussed at the last
meeting has on it two uses, one use 1is multi-family housing
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and another use happens to be an automobile garage

for repairs of automobiles and automobile radiators

done within the garage and the garage is shown here

in blue on the map. The proposed expansion of a
non-conforming use is the proposal to expand the

garage to the size shown here in red. At the last

meeting I provided a set of drawings which are

variously displayed here and I belleve you have

in your records others sets of the drawings as well

as the site plan, Now, a little something of the area.

The area itself is sort of &n area.....(Insudible)

from the main flow of traffic that baslcally surrounds

1t in the vast of the north end. - There are many propertiss

in there and most of which are multi famlly dwellings.

They exist closely to each other and there properties

which have some degree of difficulty I would assume in
appreclating value. And I think this 1s a pood point that

we are talking about tonight, because the extention of

the expansion of the non-conforming use tends to lift

the value of the subject property, but it creates ....{(Inaudible)
for surrounding properties and probably in keeping with

the discussion that we just finished in terms of what the
Zoning Commission could conceivably do .....{(Inaudible)

in digcussion the ¢rend of the area, It might very well

be saild that for most of the properties here which are
extremely old residentlial propertices, there's not much future.
The relative value of property and the relative ability of
people to buy and sell property here especially to sell

to respective existing property owners ....{(Inaudible)

To sell a homeslte when one is across a rallroad track

and one 1is across a State garage,underneath the Portland
Bridge, backing up to major highways, cut off basically

from the clrculatlon of traffic, I think that it can be
eaallydoneciuded that a trend probably should develop in this
area and not in a damaging way at all to the surrounding

AYCE seeeessd commerclal ......t0 1t)Inaudible).

I think there are many people here who owned property

who will find that when it comes time to sell this property
they will have difficulty selling this property. I don't
believe there will be adverse effects as we dilscussed before.
Property wlll be grately improved, not only by virtue of

the addition of the garage;it will be lmproved by the paving
of the pavrking area. 1t will be improved because it will allow
for a cleaner operation than what has been there. This property
v e oo {Inavdible) drawing in this orange line it's concealing
the fencing and itfs concealing the proposed curbing that has
been proposed for the area. The fencing 1is already there, it's
a chain link fence and the curbing as you can see underneath
the outline is there tobound off if you will the parking area.
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The question was asked the last time 1f there
would be any additional employees and the answer
Was yes,and now the answer can be given more
substantially yes, probably one and certdainly not
any more than two, With respect to trafflic movement;
it really isn't _going to create any rate lncrease in
traffic. One could expect additional, several additional
cars, but that lisn't a guarantee either, As far as
parking and loadlng it is provided for the loading itself
18 provided in the interior and if I'm not mistaken 1t
i1s noted in the notes. The dralnage, there 1is adequate
drainage in the City street ......(Inaudible) drawing in
the corner there showing .......(Inaudible). And as far
as signs are concerned, there will be no additional signs,
Ags far as buffering 1is concerned I've mentioned the area
is already bounded by various fences and bounds., The property
here I think I left it incorrect, 1 think everybody new what
I was saying, but none-the-less just to correct it, the last
time I mentioned the property which abuts to the rear and
made reference to it as St. John's church. The church ofcourse
is not located abutting the Directory which abuts the property
not the church, Also as part of the whole neighborhood there
is the church and cemetary which do exlists as well, So in
summation I think the important point .......(Inaudible)
proposed neighborhood. I think the effect certainly is not nega-
tive.- I don't believe that any one 1s going to be injured by
the expansion of the property. Ifm sure if the trend of things
were allowed to develop. by virtue of what your Zoning Commission
might consider in terms of creating perhaps a few more special
e xceptions Iin all four zones or somethlng of that nature. Even
rezoning 1t into some other type of 2zone; ultimately the
property value could be restored in this particular area., But
I think as long as it is going to remain an R-U4 zone. Now as long as
it is golng to be restricted in many ways for most of the people
who own property there, they are going to find 1t difficult to
sell the property and I thing ......(Inavdible) a non-conformlng
use ls a step in the right direction. Now 1f you people
have any questions of me or Mr., Dadarlo or Mr. Jackowlak who
drew the site plan and also Mr, Chalrman there 1s a gentle-
man here who owns property in the area who wishes to be heard
and speak in favor of this proposcd application.
