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CHM, SHAW:

I wish to call to order the Public Hearing of the
Commission on the City Plan and Zone in the City
of Middletown. There are a few remarks that I'd
like to make before I ask our Secretary to make
the call, This is a departure from our normal
routine, but I realize there are a number of you
here tonight, who may or may not have been at
other Public Hearings with regard to zoning action.
Before I do that I would like to remind you that
the Fire Chief has asked that there be no smoking
in this bullding at -any place, you may smoke out-
side the front doors. There will be no standees
allowed in the isles, it doesn't look at the moment
if we'lre going to need to make that announcement
again,but, there will be no standees allowed.,
There are two (2) fire fighters here and they will
be asked to make sure that no one is standing and
obstructing any of the isles or doorways. The
Planning and Zoning Commi ssion is here tonight
because a Public Hearing is a requirement of the
State Enabling Acts prior to either a change of
Zoning regulations or the granting of a Special

- Exception. For many of you, this is probable

the first Planning Commission Hearing you've
attended. The Race Track issue is not the first
or the last which influenced the destiny of

Middletown through Planning decisions. If youtve
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helped us at past Public Hearings by providing
information for that we thank you. We hope you

- wlll help us tonight and succeeding nights as we

go through these hearings. Concerning the specific
reasons for requiring a hearing, a court decision
from a Zoning case in another éonnecticut town
makes it very clear, and I like to quote it.

"The purpose of the requirement of a Bublic

Hearing is obvious. The alteration of Zoning
regulations may seriously effect the property

rights of those owning land within or near the

area involved. Hearings play an essential roll

in the scheme of Zoning and Development. They
furnish a method of showing to the Commission

the real effect of the proposed change upon the
soclal and economic life of the community.

Hearings likewise provide the necessary form

for those vhose properties will be effected by

a change to register their approval or disapproval
and to state the reasons therefore.* This state~
ment sums up the Commissions objectives tonight.

- The Commission 1s going to learn by listening

and when appropriate asking questions. For the
purpose of achieving this objective in an orderly
manner an. Agenda will be followed which yill give

all interested persons an opportunity to. provide
information and to express their opinions. This
Agenda will be followed so that all will be heard,

at the expense we hope, of no one. The Agenda -
wdll follow is as follows. The Commissions

Secretary will read the call of the Public Hearing.
Then the Race Track proponent with the assistance

of his attorneys and others will presemnt his project

- uninterrupted. I underscore that uninterrupted.

We have asked that his presentation be concise factual
and complete. Next we will hear reports by City
departments who've been requested to comment Health,
Puplic Works, Water & Sewer, Fire, Police. Next ‘
they'1ll be reports from the Regional Planning Agencies,
Central Regional Agency and the Mid-State Regional

~ Agency. We then will have brief comment from any

- State lacal officials who have exvected an invitation
to speak on this issue. Next we will hear from
spokesmen for various groups in the sequence in which
they have placed their names on a list, which was

- compiled at the City Planning office and is also
avallable here tonight. The requested time limit

for group spokesmen is twenty(20) minutes. Then we
will hear individuals, again in the sequence on a
list. The requested time for individuals speakers

is ten(10) minutes. Persons who wish to be heard
more than once need only place their names on the
list again. And if you do want to place your name

on the list Mrs. Rinaldi has the list, the signature
list here at the table where the tape recorders are
put. All comments must be addressed to the Bommi ssion
Chairman, any questioningor response must be through
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the Chairman, The Hearing will proceed until 11P.M.

If by that time it is obvious, and I'm sure it will
be that we cannot be complete this evening, the
Hearing will be recessed until 7P.M. on March 20th
in this same auditorium. I don't believe there are

- any further comments which I have to make, I will

remind you that the proceedings are being taped in
total for our record that when we do come to the
point of asking other people to speak we will ask
that you use michrophones that are available so that
the tape can pickup all the pertient information.

We will ask that you give identification of your
name and address so that we can have this for our
record. And we ask that you refrain from any kind
of demonstrative indication of your approval or
disapproval of the various points that are made,

so that we can save a good deal of time. With '
that I'1l ask our Secretary Commissioner Mylchreest

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different this time. I'd like to start off Mr.
Chairman if I might by eeseessAttorney John J.
Carta Jr. one of the attorneys for Mr. Ronald -

~» Mooney the proposed developer for the Sawmill Brook

Racecourse. Mr. Chairman if I might, I'd like to
begin by referring to some statutory history with
regard to paramutual wagering in the State of
Comnecticut. In 1971 the General Assembly inacted

a Public Act 865. And incorporated that Public

Act into Chapter 226, Sections 12-557312-577 of the
Connecticut General étatutes.. Now, just very gener-
ally those Sections created the Connecticut Commi ssion
on Special Revenue, which is a nine (9) member -
Commission or body created to regulate legalized
gambling in the State of Connecticut. What the
Statutes did was basically legalize the lottery
which we are all familar with, legalize all track
betting, and legalize paramutual wagering at Horse

.Racing events. Nowinl972 the next year, the General
Ac

Assembly by Publlc Act 187 -added to the aforementioned
uses Jai-Alai and Dog Racing. Now the most recent -
amendents inacted last year in 1973, in Public Act
73=260 and that i1s the most recent amendment of _
Section 12-574 of the.Statutes. That section provides
that before any person, firm, partnership association,
or corporation shall be allowed to operate a Racing
facllity. He, in the case of a persgon, or she, or it,
in the case of an association, corporafion, partner-
ship, shall first obtain 4 license to be issued by -~
éommission on the Connecticut Commission on
Special Revenue. Now, Sub-Section B, of that section
requires that when_a'iicenSe is applied for, such
person, firm, partnership, or association or corporation
shall specify the days on which racing is to be conducted.
Location of such ra¢ing and in addition there to the
applicant shall give information as to the financial
standing, credit, moral character, criminal record, =

previous employment, corporate partnership or associatiocn

~ other affiliations, ownership of personal assets and

any other infqrmatfbned deemed by the Commission to be
pertinant to the issuance of such license. And in addition
there to shall require the finger printing of all

~ individuals having an ownership interest in the

applicant. Now, Sub-Section E of that section of
Public Act 73—2&0 now 12-574 enables the Connecticut
Commission on Special Revenue to enact certain reg-
ulations in order that any applicant or any Race Track,

- dal-Alai, Dog Racing facility operator shall abide

by those regulations, it's an enabling plece of legige

. lation in order to regulate that particular operation.
- Now, Mr. Chairman, if I might at this time, I have a set

of regulations, enacted by the Connecticut Commission
on Special Revenue entitle State of Connecticut rules

‘and regulations of the Commission on Special Revenue
- concerning the operation of thorough-bred racing, second

one is State of Connecticut rules and regulations of
Commission on Special Revenue concerning the operation
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such location., If no petition is filed within thirty (30)
days after the publication of such notice, the Town

_Clerk shall notify the Executive Secretary of said
1 Commission and the State of Connecticut through the
 Connecticut Commission on Special Revenue will then be

in a position to begin acting on the application.
Again, this presented only to outline procedure that
must be followed before an application is even presented
legally before the Commission. Now, obviously the first
step in the sequence of events culminating with the
issuance of a license .is approval by the Planning §
Commission of the lacal community that the land in -
question is zoned properly to support the proposed.use.
Now, just very generally, you have some drawings on

the stage in a very brief time span I will just like to
say that the site in question if you refer to the large

~drawing at the extreme left. The proposed site which

will support the Racing facility coritains approximately
three hundred and sixty acres (360). The. land is Zoned
I-2 Restricted or light industry, the surrounding land
is zoned in a similiar manner. Now, Section 61 of the
Zoning Code, which is entitled Business and Industrial

. Zones provide that no land shall be used or occupied,

and no structure shall be errected, constructed, re=
constructed, altered or used, except for any permitted
use. Special Exception Use, Accessory Use, Permitted
Home Occupation Use, or Uses by Temporary Permits. - From
Section 61.01.01 thru 61.04,02 the various permitted

uses in business and Industrial zones in each particular
category are identified. It's important to emphasize

at this point that only those uses which are identified
are permitted. Since the Racing facility falls, the .
proposed site fall in an I-2 Zone since a Racing facility
persay is not permitted in those sections, it is by im-
plication a prohibited use. Therefore, the Code must be
changed to include our proposed use as a permitted use.
As Mr. Mylchreest, the Secretary has said we have sub-
mitted an application, and basically our application is
to faceted or pronged. Number 1 we are asking for certain
Zoning Code Text Amendments. ( Mr. Chairman with. your

-permission I won't go through the application because

I think it's been read once, I think that's enough.)
Basically, we are asking that the use schedule in our
Zoning Code be amended to include Section 61.02.18" as

a Permitted Special Exception Use in an I-2 Zone. And
that Use being a major thorough-bred and Harness Racing
facility. Secondly we are asking that the Text be amended
to include in the Special Exception Section of the Code
which is Section 44 a new section, Sectio- 44.08.24 which -
is again our Special Exception Section of the Code, and our
Special Exception Use under that section. And again,

Mr. Mylchreest has read that., Thirdly, we are asking that
the Text be amended to include a néw section or to amend

- the existing Section 40 entitled Off-Street Parking and
‘Loading. We are amending that section by adding Section 40.

04.22, ‘Forthly, we are asking that Text be amended by the
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This may be interpreted as a compliment to the Industry. Many
believe that the Industry through its own investigative and
securlty systems was 'doing an adquate job. There can be little

- doubt that Horse Racing is the most self policed Industry in the

world of professional sports. It is long recognized its problems
and with the creation TRPB over twenty five (25) years ago, is
continually strived to improve its image and insure integrity with-
in the sport. Unfortunately the Industry is subject to the same
human failures common to all human endeavors. N>t withstanding
efforts to regulate and police itself, there have been failures
along the road, some serious, other minor. Even the latter how-
ever, have often been exerated in the public news media. 1In
reality, compared to the total complex of racing a six billion
dollar Industry, the failures have been relatively minimal.

"Even so the Industry has demonstrated a high degree of sensitivity

to its problems, and has reacted guickly to overcome them. For
the most part corruption in this sport has been uncovered by the
sport itself. Again, Mr. Chairman, on page 81 of that report,
I'm quoting the basic mandate of the research group was to de-
termine the impact of organized crime in its related criminal
activities to paramutual wagering. Over 150 personal contacts
were made in thirteen (13) states with officials concerned with
racing supervision and track management as well as with enforce-
ment, prosecuted security agencies and other knowledgable
experts on the subject. The overwvhelming majority expressed
confidence that hardcore organized crime exerted no influence,
no significant influence over racing and that while there were
attempts to fix races and engage in other illegal activities
peculiar to racing. These were sporadic and in relationship

to the overall picture of racing were infinitesimal. The fear
in the first place that the Illorse Racing Industry was indeed
permeated and influenced by organized crime, was attributable
to the House Elect Committee on Crime. During the course of
open hearings on this subject conducted from May through July
large and the Racing Industry the impression that Horse Racing
was dominated by organized crime. However, when the committee
issued its final report in June, 1973 it declared that racing
was operated with integrity and that the Industry deserved the
confidence of the people. And Mr. Chairman, if I might, I
don't know if you have this legislative report on llorse Racing
for Connecticut a study of the proposal enacted or drafted in
1965, if you have that in your possession I would ask...... ce

CHM. SHAW:

ATTY. JOHN CARTA:

It may not be marked. And again, in that majority report, and

I might point out that the majority in 1965 the majority of the
committee at twelve (12) is a Joint Committee of the llouse and
the Senate in the General Assembly. The Joint Committee in

1965 voted 8-4 against allowing paramutual wagering in the State,
as you reca-1 I pointed out that it was in 1971 that paramutual
wagering was legalized.
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Number one I'm basically here because I am what I consider a
professional person in Racing. My family has been involved in
Racing and in practically every phase of Racing for four (4)
generations, My great-grandfather, my grandfather, my father,
my brothers, my cousins, uncles, in one phase or the other in
this business. So we do feel that we know something about

it, and when your Legislators in 1971, after many years of study

determined that they would inact Legislation permitting paramutual

wagering, I was fortunate enough to be in a position to take a
close look at Legislation past and decide for myself that I
would like to come up here and see if I couldn't be one of the
persons involved in constructing a major Racing facility for
this State. The proposal that I am proposing is, what we con-
sider in Racing as & major facility. It's to be compared to
such well known Racing facilities as Saratoga Race Track, the
oldest Race Track in the United States. It's been in existance
for over one hundred and ten (110) years, Mammoth Park in

New Jersey, Belmont Park, in New York, Hileah, Santa Anita in
California, these are the tracks that we consider today in the
United States as the major Racing facilities. Now, these
tracks that I have just mentioned, range in cost of up to
thirty million dollars in building. The plan as you know that
I'm proposing today, our estimation in actual construction is
approximately forty two million five hundred thousand dollars,
with the additional amount of money for land, making -the project
a fifty million dollar project. Of course I don't have to
tell you what esculation today with it, and the time lag we
have, this cost could go up, not substantially but progressively..
This Race Track as I've indicated, will be the most expensive
Race Track built in the world today. If we are successful in
meeting your approval, the towns people approval, and the State
Gamings Commission approval, It will not be, although it is
the most expensive, it will not be the largest Racing plant,
Such tracks, such as Belmont Park and Acqueduct, has seating
capacities of thirty, thirty five thousand permenant seats,
These tracks were constructed, Belmont rebuilt within the last
three (3) years, Acqueduct the last ten (10) years. They were
constructed prior to the enactment of off track betting in the
State of New Your, therefore, you had a requirement for large
stadiums with®large seating capacities, With off track betting
taken into consideration, although the Race Tracks do benefit
in Connecticut very nicely from the off track betting we

are financially, we recognize that we won't have the necessity
of having these large seating capacities stadiums. Therefore,
our seating capacity for the track would be twelve thousand
permenant seats, With the various dining rooms, lounges, that
are required today to meet the needs of the public, with the,
what we refer to as standing ramps down in frant of the grand
stand and club house. This facility could accommodate on

major holidays which would be days such as the Fourth of July
or Memorial Day, up to thirty thousand people. Although we
would only expect a daily average attendance of approximately
twelve thousand-people. The more details on this, our engineers
and etc. experts will go into.
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Basically, I think at this point T would like to sort of jump
back if I may and say the reason that I did come here, alZhough
I did touch on it, is because after this Legislation was passed,

-and I must say there are twenty seven (27) other States in the

United States that have paramutual wagering Legislation. After
this Legislation was passed, and the reason for it is because
frankly, States find that the general citizenship of their
States are being taxed and continuely taxed and in some, this:
is one method of slowing down that tax race on the general
population, by permitting paramutual wagering which the State
is, Attorney Carta has said benefits very greatly from. Now
before coming to Connecticut I must say its been well known for

“many many years that Connecticut certainly isn't as far as the

residents are concerned there not nieve to gambling., We have
many many Connecticut residents every day, as a matter of fact
it's estimated that approximately a million and half dollars
every day are bet out of the State of Connecticut by Connecticut
residents. I really believe that was one of the reasons also
germane to your Legislators passing this paramutual wagering
bill for Connecticut because many many of the people hear, as

I indicated were betting out of the State, but the State wasn't
benefitdng from it. So therefore, and also you have had in

the past many many Race Tracks here in Connecticut, although

not paramutual wagering. Such as Charter 0Oak Park, in ilartford,
which was & very famous trotting Race Trhck, which is on the
grand circuit, and back in those ‘days in the early 1900'. gave
some of the figgest persons to attract the best horses, that
race throughout the world. Aand you had the Glastonbury Trotting
& Pacing Association and many others throughout the State. So,
as I say it's not a novelty to the general public of Connecticut
so after the Legislation the reason I came to your fair town of
Middletown some two years ago, was because after doing a very
extensive indepth study on the feasibility of coming to your
State,in other words well), a Race Track to build, construct
where we'll make a profit from it. We've determined that yes,
we could make a very nice profit if we were located in the proper
location of the State of Connecticut. Now, there are various
criterias in the selection as far as I'm concerned in selecting
a site. In the basic criterias, are to have a piece of acreage
at least three hundred and fifty in size, preferably a little
larger. And that this piece of acreage be located next to or
very close proximity to a major highway network. The third
would be to be located in a population area for marketing

area that the track would be self sustaining. I must say at
this point it's my hopes if we do build this Race Track it's
going to be built for Connecticut residents. Many people that

I have seen in the past to projecting that there going to draw
people from New York or Rhode Island or somewhere else. Well
that's all fine and good, but I think the people of the State

of Connecticut deserve a fine racing facility I think it can

be the finest facility in the United States. And if we get out
of Staters coming in, well that's fine, but we only expect
possibly ten (10) percent. -
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And the fourth of the criteria is a location such as I have
described, that's located in an area that will have the
least amount of impact on the surrounding neighborhood, or
town. Now, before ever coming to Connecticut I picked this
site exactly where it is on the map and I did come up here
to see if I could make some arrangements on the land and
at that time I was not successful because the land had
just changed hands, parts of it I should say and it wasn't
available to me. Briefly, I moved on to another beautiful
site not although this is my first, and I believe the best
selection in the State, but when it wasn't available I

did move on to Rocky Hill and looked at Mr. Gardner's
Nurseries, which was very beautiful but not available and
the last site that I looked at was in Wethersfield in the
Great Meadows and I decided that i1f I couldn't come to
Middletown then I would try to settle in lVethersfield and
after abiyt a tear ir a year and a half of making my pro-
posal we were rejected for many many reasons basically
because it was in flood plain we would have had to build

a dike and it just.....to the town people it wasn't
feasible in that area. So, to my delight I found soon
after that I could put the land together in Middletown and
again as I say to my wife I did come back here basically,
that's why I am here, that's why I'm making this proposal,
I think tKe proposition properly analyzed, I'm not saying
ti's all rosy but I feel that the benefits far weigh any
of the disadvantages although I don't really feel that there
are to many., Attorney Carta again has touched on certain
arcas that I think rightfull- the town should view as
benefits to the town as well as I do. Unemployment isn't
a novelty just in Middletown it's all over the nation,
Although Middletown does have its high percentage., We

do create with our facility a substantial number of jobs

- as Attorney Carta has already pointed out. These are jobs

that are not just for men or not just for women, we use
approximately fifty (50) percent of each, In some areas

we find that the ladies are much more effecient then the
men and visa versa, The majority of our jobs not to include
special forces, such as our own police force or the Fire
Department or other areas that we will get into, but the
general employment of these two thousand (2000} jobs for
local people are basically unskilled jobs people can

learn almost immediately how to handle the majority of

them. After we get into operation the entire operation

- becomes unionized, therefore, you are or the employees of

the town are definately guaranteed of their wages, the lowest
wage for instance for zn unskilled in the paramutual
department is $30.00 at the present time, and with all

fringe benefits. Vacation, insurance programs, what have
you. These are good jobs. And you really don't have to

know to much about them to fulfill this job. Now, I am
digressing, I know, so I better move along. But there are
many.....we have over one hundred twenty five (125) different
occupations within the Race Track itself.
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We're a small City, within your City. We're basically

self substaining, we don't impose cost upon a local town
and any benefits that or any infringement that we do have
on a town we certainly expect to pay for directly to the
town, in whatever service that might be provided by the
town. There are one or two areas as I mentioned we do have
our own police force, made up of local people that have -
been in the investigation departments, Police Departments, -
retired policemen, what have you, but these people can only
police and conduct their affairs within the actual grounds
of the Racing facility itself. So, therefore, if we had
traffic policemen from the town or other some service from
the town we would in this case, as I said expect to pay

for these services directly to the town. I think really, 1
should jump ahead to some of the other benéfits besides the

employment., And I want to make it very very clear if wec

are successful that when I say these jobs will be available

to the local population of MiddIetown, I sincerely mean

that, that the Middletown population will have first; prsfencs,
if we're to come ‘into Middletown. I think that's just normal
fair play. If all of the jobs cannot be filled by Middletown
residents then other local communities would be permitted at
that time, or excepted at that time. As Attorney Carta has
also said, there are one or two other things that I think

- I would 1ike to touch on, he's pretty well covered our

formula ub estimate of what our taxes on the construction

and land cost will be, I personally think it's a low estimate
of a million and a half dollars per year, because I do feel
that we will have additional cost on the construction of the
Race Track, as we go along that is taxable, But I think its's
a fair estimate. le's also mentioned that I intend to build

a incinerator and some people might say well gee, he sounds
like Santa Claus . But it's not all done to be a good fellow.
We have found in the Racing Industry that, and as you

probably know we do generate with the number of horses that

we have and I will touch on that. There are approximately

. eighteen hundred (1,800) horses that we would have stabled

on the Racing facilities, And this does along with our normal
operations during the day, generate quite a bit of waste
material., Approximately seventy tons (70) a day. In past
years the manure from the stable area is generally shipped
on a daily basis to the surrounding farms for fertilizer,
tobacco farms, what have you. But in more recent -.years the
farmers had progressed in a......presently most of them are
using chemicals and what have you, that generally seem to

be a much better product or at least much more readily
available. Being as the investment in horses and in the

-community itself, is so great, certainly you can't have

large amounts of manure just stock piled around any facility.
Realizing that we the Industry has been working for many
years to develop a process of eliminating this and we have

found the most exceptable workable way is through incineration._'

Qur engineers will get into this in the detail, but basically

- the incineration is not on a daily basis, it's non-polluting
Yy D ) P g

there isn't any smoke the recycling type of incineration,
and it's very efficient. Now, we will use or propose to use
only approximately twenty five (25) percent of the capacity

- of our incinerator.
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Therefore, the other seventy five (75) percent is available,.
As John has also said, even if the town uses it, we're not,
still not, getting to the capacity, which should be about

a three hundred (300} ton unit. And we're only proposing
that we'll be using approximately with the town about one
hundred seventy (170) tons a day. Now, I have offered this
to the town as 1 said, not because I'm Santa Claus or a

good fellow but because, in order to burn all waste, it's
necessary to use fuel or some dry substance to mix with ours
in order to get a good burn, Thereforé, it's benefiting me
and can benefit the town itself., John has touched on some
figures, what it would cost the town to build their own
incinerator which is a.....something that looms I believe in
the future of most towns in the State of Connecticut and
throughout the United States. Generally it's very expensive,
initially probadly twelve million dollars with your interest
rates, with your service charges, and with your operating
costs, charges, it's very expensive to the general public in
taxation, because it's that tax is applied back to the people,
yourselves., So I do think this is a benefit. There are
many many things that I think or other benefits I'll just
very briefly say. This track when it's constructed will be
constructed as far as I'm concerned, if we receive all the
approvals, by local people, local engineers, local construction
people, and it's a two year project, approximately eighteen
months to two years to build this track, This creates a ,ood
many jobs for service companies, construction people,
plumbers, engineers, electricians, what have you. I think
that't a great benefit to the surrounding community. Then
when we're built, and in operation we employ the local
people. I have no intentions of bringing any out of State
people in only on a rare occassion of possibly someone is

an expertee that might be just the only one or something.
But everyone will be local. I think this is a great benefit,
for the service companies then after and for the people

that will be employed there. Just briefly, about site, -
which will be gone into detail by our engineers and other
people, expertees. Today Racing is not just a sport, it is.
the largest spectator sport in the world today, but it is
big business and it does rate for such businesses as General
Motors, I don't know if I should say I T § T or not, but it
is very big business. Racing contributes more to the State
and local treasurers. GCenerally the general fund without
investment by the State more than any other business to-
day. It is beneficial. Most of these revenues go directly
to the general fund of the State and then to the local
communities, roads, highways, schools, and what have you.

I think Racing frankly, is a professional, is a big benefit
to most States and an asset to them. Properly run, properly
oonducted, I know of no sport or no business that is reg-
ulated in controll more carefully then the sport of Racing,
A little bit about the plan itself, and bécause it is big
business. Years ago Race Tracks use to run thirty, forty,

~or fifty, sixty days per year, and that would be the end of

their scason. Today because Racing is big business we can't
afford to close these plants down for long periods of time.
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It's absolutely essential that we race practically yecar
around or inamortization or others will just eat us up
really, So, it's a recessity, The State of New York for
instance our neighboring State, don't quote me on this
number, but they have approximately thirteen (13) to
fifteen (15) Race Tracks in the State of New York. HMost
of them operating at the same as other Race Tracks arve
operating in the State., They have in New York State if
you figured it all out, probably fifteen hundred to two
thousand Racing days, within that State in a given year.

I propose in the State of Connecticut, because I believe
the State of Connecticut can only support one major Racing
facility. That I propose that we would race approximately
three hundred days out of the year, I propose that we
would have Thorough-bred Racing for approximately on hundred

eithty to two hundred days in the year, and Trotting Racing

in the winter months when it's not really feasible for
Thorough-bred Racing to be conducted, to race for approximately

‘one hundred to one hundred twenty nights, I propose it

really would be for a little longer racing on the Thorough-
breds but we have certain regulations in the Gaming Commission
that we muct abide by so, therefore, we could run one hundred
twenty nights of Trotting in one hundred eighty nights of
Thorough-bred. I would actually propose, that our racing

be conducted for Thorough-breds probably from the first

~ week in March to the first week in December, close down Jor

the holidays and then come back in the latter part of
December, to the last part of February with Trotting at
night time. So, therefore, it is a year round operation and
does provide year round employment to the local people, and
the community. I said I wasn't going to talk to long but

I think I am doing that. I believe that our engineers

will cover every other aspect of this proposition, but I
just like to say in closing, I think that the citizens of
Middletown could certainly enjoy having a recrcation facility
such as I propose here in the town, and I think they can
benefit it by greatly not only in what it will do for the
town, but in their own enjoyment. So, Mr, Chairman, and
members of the Commission, I thank you very much, and if I
may I'll turn this back over to our council, and let some .
of our expertees make their presentation. Thank you,

ATTY. HAROLD XEITH: »’

eir, Chairman, based on some to the remarks made by Mr,
Mooney, I would like to offer at this time as petitioners
exhibit J, a document entitled Declaration of Restrictions
and Covenants. I will now read the document in its entirety
Mr. Chairman, the purpose of this document is to provide

to the people of the City of Middletown assurances over and’
above the request they take the word of Mr., Mooney that in
the event of favorable action on the petition before this
Commission in the event of a favorable result of the ref-
erendum that would follow that action, and in the event of
favorable action on the part of the Commission on Special
Revenue thereafter, that the citizens of the town of ’
Middletown can be assured that certain of the benefits to
the town that have been described by Mr. Mooney will in

fact will be available to the town.
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We therefore, propose that the Declaration of Restrictions
and Covenants which has been handed to the Commission as
exhibit J, would be eéxecuted by Mr. Mooney at such time as
all of these necessary approvals have been obtained, would
become .a......would be filed on the land records and would
be a covenant running with the land to be binding upon the
property and all persons claiming their under. As Attorney

~for Mr. Mooney, we represent and suggest that if it so desires

the Commission can make this a condition of its approval
that the draft agreement which has been presented to the
Commission will be executed by Mr., Mooney and placed upon
the land records as I say a condition of the approval. As
the Commission will note and I'm going to call primarily to
the provisions paragraphs 4 thru 8 the rest of it is
primarily a boiler plate, but basically what this agreement
does is to impose upon the ground upon the land the
conditions. Number (1) that all of the property should be
used soley for the purpose of developing a major Horse Racing
facility together with all of the appertenses in accordance
with the site plan that is presently before the Commission,
as it say, maybe amended., I'm not reading word for word.
Number (2) that the Horse Racing facility will not be
operated until, unless until the ramp ways providing direct
access to the property from I-91 or build an operative,
again in accordance with the plan. Number (3) there should
be no ingress or egress for patrons of the facility to ow
from Middle Street. Number (4} that the incinerator
directed on the property shall be available for the dlsposal
of residential solid waste of the City of Middletown without
cost to the City and finanlly that the fire fighting apparatus
located on the property whall be available for use by the
City of Middletown as a supplement to its fire fighting
equipment at all times when said equipment is not in actual
use by the facility. And I believe Mr. MMooney will assure
the Commission that I speak for him but when I indicate that
he does agree as a part of his proposal that, that maybe made
a condition of the exceptance as an assurance that those
things which he says will be done, will infact be done that
it will be a right and forcible by the appropriate body of
the City of Middletown., This time I'd like to ask John to
continue with the presentation of our witnesses. Thank you,

ATT. JOHN CARTA:

Mr., Chairman, before I introduce our first w1tness, our first
expert wztness, Mr. Mooney and I both failed to mention, and
refer to one of the benefits which will be made available to
the town and that is that HMr. Mooney is proposed to construct
at his own cost a three day fire house on the premises, of
course is a requlrement the salaries of the people who will
man the fire house will of course be paid by the management.
And the fire fighting facilities contained in that house will
be made availabtle to the town. I did want to brlng that to
your attention because it will be referred to in some of the

slldes
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At this time I'd like to call, call upon Mr. Shelly R, Taylor
who will describe the site and his architectural renderings,
Mr. Taylor has more than twenty years of architectural ex-
perience, Opened his own private practice, and with other
prominent architectural offices. His past experience
encompasses all phases of architecture, and a wide variety
of project types from housing to public buildings. For
our organization he has been in charge of the design of
many Industr1a1 Commercial and Residential projects. He
attended Oklahoma A & M School of Architecture, Columbia
University, and New York Structural Institute. He is a
registered architect in New York, California, Arizona, New
Jersey, Connecticut, Massachusetts, Rhode Island, Florida,
and New Hampshire. He's also a member of the National
Council of Architectural Registration Boards. He belongs

to the American Institute of Architects and the Connecticut
Society of Architects. So, Shelby. Mr. Shelby R. Taylor.
Mr., Chairman, Thank you. ' :

SHELBY R. TAYLOR: .

Mr, Chairman, members of the Commission, my name is Shelby
Taylor, I reside at 231 North !Main Street, West Hartford,
Connecticut. Before I start this presentation, were going
to show some slides, if you care to arrange yourselves, so
you don't break your neck. I would first like to descrihe
the location, and some of the properties of the proposed’
site, and then explain the design of the proposed Sawmill
Brook Race Course. The first exhibit shows the proposed
three hundred and sixty (360) acrc site,~10cated in the
northwest corner of Middletown. The site is bounded on the
east by Interstate Noute 91, on the west by Middle Street,

~on the south by an Industrial area, and on the north by

the Mattabesett Rlver, and D1v1510n Street. Sawnill Brook
runs through the site from south to north, and emptys into
the Mattabesett River. The site slopes downward from .
elevation one hundred fifty (150) along Middle Strecet to
approximately elevation forty (40) at qawrl 1 Brook and back
up to elevation fifty (50) to seventy five (75) at I-91.
Presently the western half of the parcel consists of open
farm land. Most of the site, east of Sawmill Brook is
heavily wooded. The area to the south is an Industrial
Development and the area to the west is zoned Industrial,

but not developed Next slide please, This exhibit is an
illustrative stie plan. The development concept includes
two (2) operatlng subsystem, a public spectator complex,

and a private stable and training complex. The grand

stand and public areas are oriented toward 1-91, and are
situated at the bottom of the hill, in order to minimize
disturbance to the surrounding comnrunity. As can be seen

by cross scction through the site, Middle Street is a
elevation one hundred fifty (150), which is approximately
thirty (30) feet higher than the highest point of the grand
stand route. That's pretty difficult to see. Let's start
back at the cross section, Pete. As can be seen by the cross
section. to the 51te, Middle Street is at elevation one hundred
fifty (150), which is approximately thirty (30) feet h1gher
then the highest point of the grand stand route,
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Grade at the grand stand is at elevation forty (40), sloping
to elevation twenty five (25) and the track infield and back
up to approximately sixty five (65) at I-91. The following

" are the main site features within the area available to

the public. A one mile oval Thorough-bred Track with one
and a half and seven eithths miles shutes., A seven eighths
mile turf course and a five eighths mile all weather Trotting
Track. Sawmill Brook runs through the track infield, and

is widened into ponds, which are not only esthic features
but served as water storage basins for landscape watering
and fire fighting. the tote board and attractively land-
scaped infield., The track maintenance building which houses
water trucks, harrows and track conditioning equipment,

The grandstand and club house complex, it includes the
paddock, the horse walking ring and gardens, and the sandy
ramp, Parking arecas for valet parking, preferred parking,
bus terminal or bus parking, general parking areas, and
landscaped picnic areas along Sawmill Brook. The site
features located within the private area include the stable
area, consisting of twenty (20) stable buildings, plus a
receiving barn with stables for trancing horses, a stable
control building for maintaining strict control persons
entering and leaving the area, dormitories for single male
employees, and a dormitory for women and married employees.
The training track with landscape infield and pond, the
administration and employee recreation building, the
corporation yard for vehicles servicing and repair and
maintenance of starting gates and other equipment, the
blacksmith shop, the fire house, and the incinerator which
is located in a wooded and relatively isolated area. Next
slide please. This exhibit is an aerial view of the site
looking toward the southwest. It is an illustration of the
proposed project in its final form and shows the track, the
grandstand and standee ramp, stable areas, landscaped
parking areas, and Middle Street in the background. Next
slide please. The next exhibit is a plan of the main tear
which 1s one of four levels of the grandstand and club
house. The glass encloscd, heated and air conditioned
grandstand will be-designed te accommodate a permenant
seating capacity of approximately twelve thousand (12,000)
persons., Additional capacity will be available on the
standee ramp in the vacinity of the walking ring and in the
club house area which would consist of luxurious restaurants
and lounges with closed circuit television coverage of the
races., An enclosed paddock area within the building with
balconies for viewing the horses before the race and a
landscaped garden with a walking ring for viewing the horses
in good weather. The building would also contain snack
areas, lounges and toilets, concession areas, mutual areas,
lineup areas. for purchasing tickets, kitchens, club house
and grandstand lobbys, jockeys quarters, press and judges
quarters, and the area beneath the grandstand would contain -
a considerable amount of concession office and clerical
space, necessary to support the operation. Next slide.
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This exhibit is a view of the grandstand and club house

from the horse walking ring. This is the entrance side of
the building. In the center is the paddock and tunnel
through which the horses enter the track, On the right

is the club house entrance and on the left is the entrance
to the grandstand. As is the case with all of the pro-
posed structures the exterior will consist of a colonial
style brick with white trim. Every design effort will be
made to make the structure relate to and be compatable

with the colonial atmosphere of the surrounding communities.
Next slide please. The next exhibit is plan of a typical
stable building. Each of the twenty (20) stable buildings
consist of nenety (90) horse stalls plus tack rooms and
feed rooms. These structures will be completely enclosed
and winterized. The stalls are arranged to accommodate horse
walking rings within the building durlno the winter, with
an open enterior court for horse exercising in good weather.
They would be constructed of concrete, rock and brick with
fire walls and sprinkler systems. Next slide please.

This exhibit shows the exterior of a typical stable building,
the exterior treatment will consist of brick with white :
wood trim and mansard roofs which would blend with other
structures within the complex. Next slide please. Next
exhibit is an illustration showing exterior of the admin-
istration and recreation building. This structure would
contain office space for racing officials in addition

to employee recreational and dlnlng facilities. It would

“include convenient shopping facilities, lounges, patios,

gardens and a swimming pool., Next slide please, This
exhibit is an architectural rendering showing exterior
treatment of a typical dormitory. The women's and

married couples dormitory will be of two (2) story structure
with twenty eipght (28) rooms per floor. Each room having
its own bath, a laundry and service room will also be
provided on each floor. The single man's dormitory will

be a two (2) story structure with twenty six (26) rooms

per floor, and a central shower and toilet facility on

each level. Next slide please. Shown in this exhibit is
the treatment of the stable control building. The corporation
yard building, the blacksmith shop, fire houses, receiving
barn and park and toll buildings will all be one (1) story
brick structures with mansard roofs and white trim,
Traditional materials and colors will be used throughout

to create a colonial atmosphere. Next slide. In summation,

- facilities have been located with the intent of preserving

as much as possible the existing trees and wooded area,

and other natural site features., Ihere natural preservation
was not possible, landscaping will be provided to produce

a .park like atmosphere. That concludes my presentation.

CHM, SHAVW:
We'Tve been sitting on hard chairs up here for a couple of
hours, we've decided we'd like about five minutes off.

Were going to take a break.
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Changed Tape. We needed five minutes, but we extended it to
ten, I apologize for that, but I think we all feel somewhat
better, a little more refreshed, Gene Pehota who is the
principal of this public school, and who is our very gracious
host for these three (3) nights that we expect it will be
here, I think deserves our appreciation, and I hope that all
of you are enjoying the comfortable setting as much as we
are. Sorry the heat can't be a little lower but the chairman
of the building committee who's on my left here tells me

that they haven't quite gotten down (inaudible) it's coming
along. Gene also tells me that when you leave, instead of
going out through the....appears ti yse tge front door to

the left instead of going that way you go to the right

‘and one flight of stairs you'll come out right next to the

parking area. Your somewhat closer to your car. {(inaudible)
One other question was asked of me during the intermission
here, the question of the twenty minute limit we do not

normally impose a twenty minute limit obviously on proponent,

least we've got a little over alrecady John. Obviously we want
to have 'a full explanation of what it is that a proponent is
asking and we are giving him as much time as he needs to

do this. We trust he will be through this evening., We'd

like to think he will be through in time to have some other
speaker tonight, That I can't guarantee., John it's all yours.

ATTY. JOHN CARTA: - - |
Thank you, 7Ir, Chairman. Our next speaker is David W, Gates,

-who -is a professional engineer and land surveyor, he is Vice-

President of Percell Associates in Glastonbury, hie received
his Bachlor of Science in Civil Engineering at the University
of Main, he holds professional engineering licenses in
Connecticut, Massachusetts, Maine, MNew Hampshire, New Jersey,
New York, Rhode Island, Florida. He is a land surveyor in
Connecticut and New Jersey and Mr. Chairman if I named the
societies, it would take us more than twenty minutes there,
so, without naming any of the other.....identifying any of

-the other credentials, I will introduce lr. David W. Gates

who will discuss the eng-neering aspect of the project. Dave.

DAVID W, GATES:

May we have the lights dimmed? The only item Mr. Carta didn't
refer to, pertaining to my resume, and credentials is that
the fact that 1 am a resident of the town of Wethersfield,
This first slide is entitled fGrading and Drainage Plan which
is representative of sheet C 1, of the plans that were sub-
mitted. North is to the right, towards the Mattabasette
River, and the Berlin, Cromwell town lines. In the lower
portion of the slide is interstate route 91, and to the

left the south, is the general location of the existing
Industrial Park. The yellow color indicates location of the
internal roadway system within the facility. In red are the
labels of the various components of the facility and the

- "blue arrows show the general direction of the surplus run-
- off., Shown are the existing contours within the site which

are the irregular tribunalian lines in the background.  In
the proposed contours which are the heavier parallel lines

‘which have been supcrimposed.
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In order to fit the facility to the topography it was
obvious that terracing of the dormitory stable area was a
necessity. CLach row-of the stables decreases in elevation
from Middle Street toward the grandstand. The grading of
the higher parking lot is close to the original contours.
The grade of the parking lot near iddle Street is generally
4%. The grade of the parking lot adjacent. to Division
Street increases to 4% to 6%. BRoth of these gradients are
below the maximum of 7% allowed by the Zoning regulations

of the City of Middletown. The parking lots in the southern
portion of the facility are quite flat, with grades generally
below 4%, as can be seen from the blue arrows the surface

“drainage is directed toward sedimentation basins, or eventual

routing to storage ponds for treatment prior to discharge
downstream of the site. It is anticipated durinz the pre-
paration of more definitive design plan that additional
sedimentation basisns will be placed to further diminish
adversc effects on water courses within the site. All
major culverts within the area that is those used on existing
and relocated water courses will be designed for a storm
with a return frequency of fifty (58) years., This is the
standard storm design criteria used by the State of Conn-
ecticut Department of Transportation. All of the internal
drainage systems will be designed to accept a storm with

a return frequency for ten (10) years. Next slide please.
The second slide is entitled Typical Sections, which is
representative of sheet C 3, of the plans that were sub-
mitted. Shown are some of the details associated with

“the construction of the roadway facilities, ditches,

stream chanelalization and sedimentation basements. All

of the internal roadway with in the site will be constructed
of two and one half inch, two cross butuminous concrete over
three inches of penatration butuminous macadam base, over

a minimum of six inches of gravel subase. The parking lots
will have the same cross section, except three (3) inches

of broken stone will replace three (3) inches of penatrated
butuminous macadam base. All curbing within the site will
be six (6) inch by eighteen (18) inch precast concrete
curbing. Guard railinng will be used on slopes steeper

than four (4) horizontal to one vertical. All roadway
slopes will be topsoiled, seeded, fertilized, and mulched

to establish turf growth as soon as possible. The several
typical sections apply to different areas in the site,
Section AA is located on the main entrance roadway where
there will be an eighty (80) foot wide tight of way containing
six, twelve (12) foot lanes. Beyond the first parking lot
entrarce Section BB applies and it contains four (4) twelve
(12) foot lanes. To the rear of the grandstand Section BB
includes a median island varying from two (2) to sixteen (16)
feet in width. Section CC is a cross-section of the main
exit road from northwest parking lot and includes four (4)
twelve (12) foot lanes. Section DD is a section of the
perimeter road adjacent to I-91 and has two (2} twelve (12)
foot lands. The major use of this perimiter road is for
exiting vehicles to I1-91 south bound.
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Next slide. The third slide is entitled Sidewalk Curbing
And Utility Location which is representative of sheet C 2,
of the plans that were submitted. The larse white bands
are the purposed sidewalk location, the orange dash lines
are the proposed curbing location, the blue lines are
proposed water supply lines both potable-and fire, and the
red lines are the proposed sanitary sewage within the site,
both for the separated sewage from the stable area and the
general stewards for the remainder of the facility. Water
for the potable water supply will be provided from a twenty
(20) inch water main in Middle Street which terminates
currently in the location of the proposed recreation and
adiministration building. This twen*y (20) inch main will
be extended into the site from that location and serve all
the potable water needs. A secondary back-up notable water
system will be provided by extending the twelve (12) inch
water main from the Industrial Park Road, to the Southern
Perimiter Road. Considering the maximum daily requirements
of the facility including a fifty (50) percent surcharge
factor, A maximum hourly rate of flow of 102,000 gallons
or 1,700 gallons per minute is perjected. The twenty (20)
inch main on Middle Street has a capacity several times
more than this requirement. A completely independent water
supply system will be provided for the fire-fighting
capabilities of the facility pumping sta'tions will be in-
cluded adjacent to the storage pond located in the inter.or
of the training track and the main race track. The sprinkler
systems within the facility will be designed in accordance
with the requirements of the National Fire Protection
Association Code. The preliminary sprinkler system design
estimates are for a two hour protection storage volume of
10 million gallons. The pond within the race course oval

~will provide a water storage capacity beyond that required

for the complete sprinkler system. Also an additional
storage volume of approximately two million gallons is
anticipated within the training track. A separate back up
fire fighting system will be available from fire hydrants
on the potable water system. These hydrants will be '
spaced as required by codes throughout the site. A three
bay fire house will be constructed just east of Middle
Street at the southwestern corner of the site. This fire
house will be equipped with a pump and providing a one

thousand gallon a minute capacity, a snorkel platform
“truck capable of elevating its platform eiahty-five (835)

feet and two ambulances, in addition a three quarter ton
truck with a2 two hundred Fifty (250) gallon per minute pump
will be located in the vicinity of the stables and the
training track to provide cmergency fir fighting capabilities
to that area and to any minor fires in the parking areas,
There is a major electric transmission line of the Hartford
Electric Light Co., west of the site in the vicinity of

the MMeriden town line, discussion with HELCO have incicated
that the electrical requirenents of the proposed facility
can be easily met, also and on site independent auxiliary
back up system will bhe installed to insure continuance of
critical operations during times of commercial power outages,
all arca lighting luminaries within the facility will be
directed down towards the areas to be lighted to reduce

visual impacto:.on the surrounling areas.
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. There is an existing twenty four (24) inch sanitary line

which connects to the Mattabassett truck sewer as shown.
This twenty four inch sanitary sewer line has been designed
to handle the anticipated effluent from the site if it were
developed industrially. As mentioned before there will
be two (2) separate sanitary sewage collection systems,

~ each stable stall will have a four (4) drain type connection

to a sewer and that sewage will be directed to a ration
tank located as shown. The size of the aeration tank is
such that it can aerate liquid waste from the stable
sanitary sewer for a twelve (12) hour retention period
which will decrease the level of the bio-chemical oxygen
demand of the affluent, from stable area to approximately
two hundred (200) parts per million consistant with normal
liquid waste. Once the sewage has reached this level it
will be introduced into the twenty four inch sanitary sewer
for transportation to the Mattabassett Sewage Treatment
Plant. The remainder of the sanitary sewage from all other
facilities within the site will be directly discharged into
the twenty four inch sanitary sewer. And estimate of the
anticipated sanitary sewage quantities from the race course
indicate that approximately two hundred sixty three thousand
(263,000) gallons may be cxpected daily, Obviously the major-
ity of the sewage will be generated during the seven (7)
hour racing period. Sewage flows from the employee dorm-
itories and dining facilities are expected to similate
normal domestic flows, to evaluate the capacity of the
twenty point sewer line, a pecak rate of flow of two (2)
times the average flow has been assumed which suggests

one half million gallons per day. Entering this twenty
four inch sewer from the site this proposed sanitary sewage
discharge will be substantially less then the anticipated

- from a complete Industrial Development within the site.

Light Industrial volumes for an area of 360 acres would be
1.5 to two million gallons per day, normal flow is in 3.5

to four million gallons per day peak close, As shown on
this slide, it is intent to establish a complete incinerator
system for all solid wastes generated by the site. The
fourth slide, is a close-up view of a preliminary diagram

of a typical facility that could be adapted to this site.

As can be seen the topography is quite steep. But for the
incinerator use the ground relief mav be a helpful aid

in the layout of the component parts within the incinerator.
Most incinerators are located on a flat site which requires
lifting of the material to be incinerated into a harper for
introduction to the furnace. It is anticipated that the,
relief of this site will allow for the pushing and dropping
of materials to be incinerated into a charging harper, rather
then 1ifting. This will eliminate additional equipment such
as overhead cranes to pick up the material for deposition
into the incinerator. Investigations have indicated that an
incinerator can be designed to prodive the capability of
mixing wet material and normal domestic solid wastes for
thorough incineration.
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Incinerators preforming this function successfully are in
operation at this time at different locations throughout

the nation. Approximately sixty three (63) tons of the

solid wastes generated by the facility will be from within

the stable area, and seven tons from the remainder of the site.
The City of Middletown, presently is generating approximately
one hundred tons of solid wastes per day, and disposing of
those wastes in a land fill of limited capacity. Con-
servative projections for the year 2000 indicate. a two

hundred ton per day generation from lMiddletown. It is the

-intent of the developer to construct a modern incinerator

plant capable of handling all track generated solid wastes

as well as all residential wastes from the City of Middletown
both present and future., This incinerator facility will
approximately one hundred fifty thousand gallons of water.
per day in its cooling process and incinerator exhaust
cleaning process, This one hundred fifty thousand gallons

a day of water would be additional requirement fron the
portable water system, and also would be an additional
affluent discharged to the twenty four inch sanitary sewer
system., It appears that the most logical type of incinerator
to use would be a refactory lined incinerator, providing
continuous speed capabilities with a rectangular furnace
configureation or a rotary kilm preceeded by a suitable
drying hearth chamber, The State of Comhecticut Department
of Environmental Protection has rigid air pollution cont ol
standards and any scrubber or cleansing operation to clean’
the gases from the incinerator will have to meet thosc standards

by that department. Thank you,. :

ATTY, JOHN CARTA:

Cur next speaker will be discussing what I consider to be
one of the more provocative issues of the entire proposal
and that's traffic. llow the traffic will come to the track
and get into the track the internal traffic flow and how

the traffic will leave the track. His name is Walter E.
Ivers, Jr. he is associated with Purcell Associates, he's

a Project Manager, in charge of traffic for the Traffic
Engineering Division. Ir. Ivers' background consists of
transportation oriented experience, centering around route
and transportation planning. Il¢ has been responsible for
parking and traffic operations studies. Airport activities,
forcasting, which includes aircraft operations and .service
vehicles demands.

sir. Chairman, members of the Commission. ily name is Walter
E. Ivers, Jr,, and I :reside at 85 Glenwood Drive, in the
town of VWethersfield. The task of the Traffic Engineering
analysis and design efforts on this project has been to
analize the potential vehicular traffic, the proposed
Sawmill Brook Race Course would attract. At the design
roadway system capable of handling these traffic demands,
There are two (2) basic. goals in the design of a roadway
system to serve a major traffic generating complex such as
the proposed Race Course. The first is to serve the new
traffic volumes generated by the facility safely and efficiently,.
The second is to minimize the disruption of this newely
attracted traffic, on the existing roadway system and those
who use it. Due to the strategic location of this site,
adjacent to interstate Route 91, and State Route 72, we

were able to realize these goals to a very great degree,
with the proposed development now being presented. The
first step in any traffic study is to determine the existing
patterns and magnatude of traffic flow. 'In our analysis,
available counts of existing traffic volumes on the roadways
in the area, were obtained from the Connecticut Department
of Transportation, and supnlemented by additional traffic
counts made specifically for the study. Projections of

1990 traffic volumes on interstate Route' 91, and State Route
72, were also obtained from the Department of Transporta.ion
to analize future traffic demands. The first figure
indicates the present hourly distribution of traffic
traveling on I-91 and Route 72, The vertfical scale indicates

- the percent of the total dailly traffic volume, presently

experienced in any given hour of the day. Traffic on I-91
north bound is shown by the solid line. Traffic on I-91
south bound is designated by the long dash line, and

traffic on Route 72 is shown in short dashes. As can be
seen from this figure, there is presently a significant
peaking of traffic on all three roadways, during the morning
peak hour from 7 to 8 a.m., and also during the evening

peak hour from 4-5 p.m. In developing profiles an estimates
of potential Race Course traffic characteristics personal
intervicws with racing officials at several race tracks

were utilized. In addition to the personal expertise of

the developer on this subject and other data available from
previous race course studies. The next figure indicates

the typical arrival and departure profile which is anticipated
for trips to a race course event, The proposed starting
time, the first race of the day is 2 p.m. The post time for
this first race is flexible, and could be modified at a
future date if a variation frem this time were found to be
beneficial to the overall flow of traffic in the area.

With the commencement of the racing day at 2:00 p.m. the
peak load of inbound track traffic will be experienced from
12:30 to 1:30 p.m. when 50% of the track patrons will arrive
at the race course. The peak volumes of outbound traffic
will occur immediately following the conclusion of the
racing day. TFrom 6:30 to 7:30 p.m. when 65% of the total
patrons at an event will leave the area. The fact that

these peak periods of traffic flow to and from the race
course occur during off peak periods on the existing road-

way system is significant.
