George, why don't you just give
a brief synopsis of what we're doing here.

DIR REIF

Alright. Those of you who may have your Zoning Code in hand, if you
look in the first few pages you'll see that there's a table called
Amendments Adopted to The Zoning Code after Its ILffective Date of
January 1lst, 1981.
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DIR REIF (continued from Page 1)
The last time the Commission readopted the Code totally, they set

an effective date of January 1lsi, 1981, Since that time, there
have been at least 58 amendments, The technique of readopting or,
among the key reasons for readopting the Code is so that we can
eliminate these sheets. All these amendments have been integrated
into the Code and there is absolutely no proposal at this time to
change anything.in the text or on the map that's already in the
Code and has been adopted from time to time since January 1, 1981,
¥hat we have done, and you have at your place, is number the pages
and attempted not to waste the space in the book even though there
are still pages that have a certain amount of wasted space on

them. We've reduced the number of pages to what looks like a hundred
and twenty-seven,(127) That includes the next table for amendments.
The Code now has many more pages than that, one hundred thirty-
seven, (137) So we've eliminated a number of pages but that has
nothing to do with what the Code says, so there's nothing involved
here other than to readopt so we'll have a new effective date
which you'll set during the course of your activities tonight,

we hope, so that we can proceed to the necessary steps and have
the newly adopted Code available.

CHM GIONFRIDDO
Before we ask if there's any questions, Commissioner Giuffrida

is here, so now Commissioner Gadomski will be sitting for
Commissioner Passanesi and Commissioner Hutton will be sitting

for Commissioner Sbalcio. Are there any questions of George?

CHM GICONFRIDDO
If there are no further questions, is there a,.. Would you please
come up to the microphone and identify yourself please?

PETER PHELP
My name is Peter Phelp and I live on Newfield Street, Being not

very familiar with the situation, you are planning to change the
zoning from Residential to Commercial?

CHM GIONFRIDDO

No., The proposal we're speaking about here is to readopt our present
zoning regulations with the amendments that we've already made over
the past two vears. So what we're talking about here is not making
any additional changes, but simply to incorporate the changes we've
already made into the current Code.

ATTY CARTELLI
Mr, Chairman, members of The Commission, for the record Attorney

Cartelli of the firm of TFortuna & Cartelli representing the
applicant, Consolidated Energy Systems, Inc., with regard to

the application for a Solid Waste Facility on Newfield Street.

I have with me again, as I had at the time of the preliminary
hearing, Mr, DuSeau, who is the gentleman who's most intricately
involved with the project and who will discuss it in detail, on

a more detailed basis than he did at the time of the preliminary
presentation. The facility being proposed on Newfield Street is a
Solid Waste Disposal Facility. Under the current Code it's a per-
mitted use with a special exception. The section of the Code that
we're dealing with is 61.02.23, where it is a designated permitted
use so long as there is compliance with Section 44 of the Code,
dealing with special exceptions, It is an I-2 zone that we are
dealing with, Moving then to Section 44, specifically 44.08.32 of
the Code, there are several criteria thut the Commission should
take into consideration in reaching a determination as to whether
or not this facility should be permitted on Newfield Street in the

City of Middletown,
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ATTY CARTELLI {(continued from Page 3)

Consolidated Energy Systems has made application to the NDepartment
of Environmental Protection for the necessary approvals. Those
approvals, to the extent that they can be granted, have been granted.
However, the Department of Environmental Protection cannot grant its
final approval until the facility is permitted and in existence.

And at that time the necessary testing, ete., in order for final
approval, must be granted, So to the extent that the approvals of
the Department of Environmental Protection can be granted, they have
been, The application has been submitted., So with regard to Section
44,08,32, subsection 1, there has been total compliance to the ex-
tent that there can be compliance at this point in time. Secondly,
there are certain documents, information that must be submitted to
the Commission as part of the proposal. The waste types and quantity
to be handled at the facility and/or placed at the facility, are to
be presented to the Commission, Mr. DuSeau, as part of his presenta-
tion, will inform the Commission as to what is io be placed at the
facility and where it is to be placed and how it is to be handled.
There is a provision that we inform the Commission with regard to
ground and surface water conditions, Ground and surface water condi-
tions at this particular site off of Newfield Street are not really
germane . to this particular project because there is no aquifier,
there is no water course, there is nothing there that is going to

be affecting ground water conditions. The facility,as it will be
explained, is a completely indoor type facility., There is nothing
that goes into the ground, There is nothing that will affect the
ground or the grcund water conditions, Additionally, there is a
requirement that +the Commission be presented with topographic fea-
tures, geology and soil conditions., Again, and let me interrupt the
general course of this procession here to indicate that most of the
items that are within this area I think basically deal with the
landfill type of facility where you're concerned about what pgoes -
into the ground, what is being dumped there, what kind of detrimen-
tal effect could it have upon the environment or the ground, We

are not dealing with that type of an operation, as will be explained
in greater detail by Mr, DuSeau., So, again, subsection C, which
talks about geology, soils and topographic features, The topographic
featurés are delineated on the map, elevations, that kind of thing,
We are not involved with a Wetlands situation. No part of this faci-
lity, or anything having to do with the facility, is within the
wetlands area. The next section discusses procedures for leachate,
gas, runoff control, operation and monitoring the facility, Again,
this is typically designed to address the problems that y ou deal
with when you're talking about a landfill, When you're talking

about a landfill, you put your garbage, your material, on the ground.
There are certain consequences that you try to prevent from occur-~
ring. That will not be the case with regard to this facility. Once
again, we could go to that particular subsection. Nothing goes into
the ground. There is not one bit of material that is left on earth
outside or inside of the building *hat is anticinated to be cons-
tructed. We deal with the general nature of the facility in terms of
what detrimental effect could it have on the nei zhborhood both
socially and in terms of nuisance. And once agaia, I thiak this
deals with basically a landfill type operation.
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ATTY CARTELLI (continued from Page 4)

Any landfill that's in existence is a cause for concern because
there is leaching. There has to be a plan or procedure for.con-
trolling leaching, for controlling the things that normally

emanate and result from a landfill, And that goes back to the
previous section dealing with leachate, gas and runoff. In terms

of nuisance, this is what we're talking about. When the landfill
has served its purpose, when its useful life is over, when its
completed, we generally are saying now what do we do with it.

There may be a closing plan that may, that has to be approved and
you close it., But will it create a continuing nuisance? Perhaps

it will., Most of the subsections under 44.08,32 literally do not
apply to this type of facility. I'm addressing them because that

is the area that we have to cover and that area that we have to
come within in order to be permitted. But, as I indicated at the
preliminary meeting, if this facility is permitted and the huild-
ing is constructed and for some reason some time after, as an
operation it should cease to exist, you have left a building that
can e used for any industrial purpose,within a properly zoned
area, with concrete floors, with no smokestacks, with nothing that
has been put into the air or into the ground. So much of the discus-
sion within the section that we must comply with is complied with
by the very nature of our operation, Any question concerning any

of these things would be welcomed so that we make it perfectly clear
that there is no doubt that we are in compliance with all of the
elements of both Section 61,02,23, which is the permitted uses,

and Sectioa 44.08,32, the special exception requirements. The
Commission may, at its choice, require any information be presented
before it by experts. I would like to submit at this time a series
of pages which basically describes Consolidated Energy Systems, Inc.
and its operation, and I would ask that it be made an exhibit and
part of the application. I believe there are enough to go around
for the whole Commission. The title CES is Consolidated Energy
Systems Inc. Contents, for the record, Description of the total CES
resource recovery process, Environmental impact, Estimated traffic,
Maintenance procedures, Lab analysis of fuel and Schematic of fuel
manufacturing system. May this he marked as an exhibit and part of
the record. (See Exhibit P-1, SE84-1)

CHM GIONFRIDDO
The record will indicate, will be marked.

ATTV CARTELLI
Continuing with Section 44.08.32, the Code provides that Solid

Waste Facility should not be allowed over an aquifier or at any
location where there might be an adverse effect on an aquifier.
Again, we are not in an Inland Wetland area., There are no rivers,
streams or aquifiers in this area, And if there were, they certainly
would not be affected because again, this is a totally indoor opera-
tion where none of the matcer is brought to the facility to be
placed on the grounds. So certainly there is compliance with
subsection 3 of 44.08,32,
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ATTY CARTELLI (Continued from Page 5)

And lastly, the Commission again has viewed the facility, we've
appeared on a preliminary basis, I believe that with regard to

this application, there has been, and will continue to be an

attempt to totally inform the Commission and answer any questions
that may be put to us, particularly by Mr, DuSeau who is truly an
expert I believe in the trash business, the garbage business. He's
been in it for many years. His qualifications are,I believe, are
qualifications which by far are superseding any qualifications of
other people who may have appeared before this Commission with re-
gard to this type of facility or any other garbage facility that
we're talking about, I think that the benefits to the proponent,
Consolidated Energy Systems, in terms of profit, that's what we're
talking about, are potentially great, I think that the benefits to
the City of Middletown can also be potentially great. The City of
Middletown, as I read in the newspaper in regard to the Council
meetings that have taken place in the recent past, the City of
Middletown is at a crossroads as to what to do with regards to

this total garbage question that is a perplexing question for many
cities in the state. I believe that CES in its proposals provide

an answer which may be extremely beneficial to the City of Middletown.
We ask that you give it consideration, Ask any questions that you
wish of Mr. DuSeau and we would be happy to cooperate in any way, as
we have been or in the future. Let me just make one other point,

One of the considerations concerning the facility is the impact that
it has on the area. Every proposal that appears before this Commission,
literally every proposal that appeared before this Commission, has
some sort of opponent, some type of an objection to it. And that's
understandable, Sometimes the opponents don't even appear. But when-
ever something goes. on in your neighborhood, there is opposition

to it and the impact on that neighborhood has to be taken into
account., I spent some time today at the Planning office in order to
determine exactly what we have in this area. This is kind of diffi-
cult, Mr. Reif, to put this up on the board but I'd like to if I
may. When you come before the Commission and you ask for something
that you're not entitled to by any stretch of the imagination and
you try to put something in a zone that doesn't belong there in that
zone, when you try to do something that will totally disrupt the
existing neighborhood, there is greater cause for concern than there
would be when you're trying to do something which you are, or may

be entitled to by law, which the Code permits and which will, as a
matter of fact, not as a matter of preference, but as a matter of
fact have no detrimental effects on the existing circumstances.
These are factors for the Commission to consider, Taking into account
that any addition to an area will have some impact, all of the circum-
stances have to be taken into account including .the wishes of the
people who live in that neighborhood., We are in an I-2 zone. An I-2
zone permits this use and that area is defined., If we go up Newfield
Street, both north znd south, starting at one area, Carabetta Apart-
ments, which is generally residential but, heavily residential in
terms of many, many units per square acre. And then as you come
forward there is a residential area. Now as you get into the general
that we're discussing, George would you just indicate what those

uses are.
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MR REIF
Well there's Caffery's Dance Studio and there's a retail outlet

right here. .

ATTY CARTELLI
So we have a shopping center consisting of a number of uses. As I
understand it there's a ,.. (member of audience interrupts)

CHM GIONFRIDDO
Excuse me,

ATTY CARTELLI

There is a, as I understand it, a restaurant, a dance studio, a
beauty shop. It's a, if not a shopping center, it's a group of
various commercial enterprises houses in a small area. That is the
first ... (member of audience)

CHM GIONFRIDDO :

Members of the public will have their opportunity to speak and will
let Attorney Cartelli make his presentation. If you have any correc-
tions to make, when you have your opportunity to speak, that's when

you can make them,

ATTY CARTELLI
Moving up the street, next we have...

DIR REIF
This is the beginning of the I-2 zone.

ATTY CARTELLI
v.. Within the I-2 =zone and...

DIR REIF
This is where the bulky waste site is located,

ATTY CARTELLI
That is the bulky waste site that presently exists on Newfield Street.

The Kane Brick operation is to the rear of it, also just, is that
northerly of the bulky waste site? Northerly and easterly of the
bulky waste site,

DIR REIF
This is a gift shop.

ATTY CARTELLI

A commercial enterprise gift shop. Next is an auto dealership which

is a very substantial, perhaps one of the largest if not the largest
Lincoln Mercury,Mazda, etc dealership in New England and with a very
substantial facility going in as an addition right next to it by

Mr, Augeri whs owns that operation, In the back of that is Concord

Steel, I believe. Is that Concord Steel?

DIR REIF
Yes,
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ATTY CARTELLI
Concord Steel. Obviously a fairly heavy industrial type operation.
Then continuing on we sort of get out of the area but ...

DIR REIF
... Masco ... (Inaudible. Away from microphone)

ATTY CARTELLI
Maaco, consisting obviously of body and paint and auto body repair

type operation,
(Inaudible. Multiple speakers)

ATTY CARTELLI
So again, as I've indicated, concern for the neighborhood is right-

fully a consideration of this Commission. However, also a concern
for this Commission is and should be the fact that we are applying
for a facility which is in a zone which permits that facility, so
long as we comply with the requirements of the Zoning Code, And I
believe we comply with each and every requirement set out by the
Code. If there are any questions of me at this time I would be happy
to try to answer them., If not, I would ask Mr, DuSeau to take his
presentation from this point and try to give a detailed explanation
of the facility, what it is, and answer any questions that might be
put to him by this Commission.

CHM GIONFR.DDO
Commissioner Loffredo

COMM LOFTFREDO
In the description that you and the planner went through, you didn't

talk about the west side of Newfield Street,

ATTY CARTELLI

Newfield Street, as you know, has been a source of comment before
this Commission for many years. My personal opinion is Newfield
Street should be rezoned so that you can make it a more homogeneous
type area because right now on the other side of the street you
have an R-1 zone, And you have R-1 all up and down one side with
several exceptions, For instance, I recall specifically there is a
dental operation but because it was a historical use which was
compatible with the area it was permitted, There are other people
at this very moment I know who are applying, or intend to apply for
uses which are not residential on the westerly side. This 1s not
unexpected because you have an area where the street basically
separates R-1 from commercial, business, industrial, You have many,
many things going out there. Obviously this was created before the
serious consideration that is now given to zoning was being taken
into cecnsideration back in the days of just build whatever you want
wherever you want to do it. But to answer you question Mr, Loffredo,
the west side of Newfield Street is residential, is residential in
turmoil. I think this Commission knows that. And I think there's
going to be more turmoil on that street because of what I've just

described.

On the easterly side, you have everything from basically cluster

type housing, which is Carabetta housing for the elderly, to
residential, to business, to industrial, to heavy industrial,It's

an area where vou cannot say that any type ol activity which so
severely impact that area that it would destroy the area unfortunately.
I go back to the point that we are talking about not an R-1 area., It's
unfortunate that R-1 is so close to I-2, but it does exist. And within
those rules, those regulations, those zones, the Code requirements,

we have an I-2 zone that permits a Solid Waste Facility under sub-
section 44 and its various requirements. I think that we comply per-
haps more than many other applications comply with the requirements

of the Code. But yes, there is R-1 across the street, but it's

across the street from the steel operation, it's across the street
from the small, if not shopping center, series of commercial enter-
prises, it's across the street from a large car dealership which is
about to double its size. It's across the street from a hodgepodge

of activity, and ours will certainly be less offensive to the R-l

zone across the street there than some of the things that currently
exist there. We're talking about a huilding, totally enclosed, which
will completely house our operation. That certainly is less offensive
to an R-~1 zone than many of the other things which are directly across
the street from an R-1 zone,

CHM GIONFRIDDO
Commissioner Loffredo?

COMM  LOFFREDO _
I just want to get this on the record and some clarification in terms

of how I interpret the Code when it states in this section under
44,08.32, section 2F in which it talks ahout contiguous neighbor-
hoods. Would you agree that the westerly side is a contiguous neigh-
horhood to the area we're talking about?

ATTY CARTELLI
I would not agree.

COMM LOFFREDO
You would not agree,

ATTY CARTELLI
I would not agree. I don't believe that the R-1 zone across the

street is a contiguous neighborhood. It's separated both by zone,

it can still be contipuous and have a zone separation, but it's

also separated by a highway, a thoroughfare, a major one, a state
highway, and it's certainly not contiguous. A contiguous area is

on the easterly side of Newfield Street located northerly of, south-
erly of and easterly of our area. And in terms of effect or impact
~n those areas, I believe it has absolutely none. To the east and
northeast are lands which are either unoccupied or railrocad or wet-
lands, but not wetiands within our area, a heavy industry type faci-
lity, a landfill, certainly areas that are substantially more
offensive than ours will be after ...
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COMM LOFFREDO .
No, I'm not discussing the merits, I'm reading the Code. Tor the

record, I want to know what your opinion was regarding the language
of the Code in terms of defining the terms contiguous neighborhoods.

ATTY CARTELLI

I would believe that the R-1 zone across the street is not a
contiguous neighborhood and I would further add that if it were,
the uses that already exist in the area that we intend to put
the operation would be far less offensive than those operations
which are currently there,

CHM GIONFRIDDO
Commissioner Loffredo.

COMM LOFFREDO 7
I didn't hear you address the g factor within the Code Section here

44,08,32, talking about potential nuisance conditions.

ATTY CARTELLI
Yes. lLet me address that, I thought I did, In terms of the nuisance

factor, what is a nuisance? A nuisance is what you perceilve it to
be depending on who you are or where you are or where your thoughts
are. 1 address it in terms of the Solid Waste Facility operation
that we generally talk about. I think it's most often perceived as
being the landfill type facility. What nuisance will we have here?
We are on a state highway., The highways of the State of Connecticut
are available to be used by members of the public, both locally and
statewide and on an interstate basis, In terms of nuisance with
regard to the operation, there should be, there will be nothing put
into the ground. I think that was obvious by the trip that was taken
to Westboro, Mass. There will be nothing put into the ground. There
will be nothing put into the air., When this facility is closed down,
if it ever is closed down, there will not be the need to have a
closure plan to determine what has to be done so that the years of
dumping onto a landfill, which normally creates the odor that's
complained of, the leachate that's complained of, which is one of
the other sections under 44, just don't exist, will not exist. I
think perhaps in the detailed explanation by Mr, DuSeau it will be-
come obvious that we've either complied with,or by the very nature
of the facility have complied with, the various requirements under
44,08,32. And my belief is that there is absolutely no nuisance
factor that this operation imposes upon the neighborhood,

CHM GIONFRIDDO e
Commissioner Leinwand,

COMM LEINWAND
Jack, would you remind me how far off of Newfield Street this

proposed building would be?

ATTY CARTELLI
Approximately a thousand (1,000) feet. That is set out on several

of the exhibits that will be displayed by Y4r., DuSeau and gone into
in detail on the site plan,
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ATTY CARTELLI (Continued from Page 10)

It's approximately a thousand feet, that is the building Bud?
That's the actual building. And within that thousand feet, nothing
is going to happen in terms of any dumping. It's just travel that
thousand foot stretch to the building where the material to be
deposited can be deposited within the building. But in answer to
your question, approximately a thousand feet,

CHM GIONFRIDDO _
Are there any further questions of Jack? If not, then go ahead

with your presentation.

BUD DUSEAU

My name is Bud DuSeau and I'm representing Consolidated Energy
Systems and I've been in the waste disposal business since 1947.
What we're proposing here is basically a manufacturing process.
It's a radical departure from the way in which waste has been
handled in the past. And it is a manufacfuring process in which
we're going to take waste, reduce its volume by about 75% and
produce a fuel..., (Inaudible) .., and provide energy on demand,
It's an extremely efficient way to take the Btu's out of waste,.
The average efficiency of a waste to energy plant runs anywhere
from 334% on up to the plant in Massachusetts that's getting about
a 19% efficiency level there of the Btu's. The efficiency rate

of the ... (Inaudible) is about 85%, This i3 a rendering of the
building. The building's a hundred and twenty feet (120') wide
and two hundred feet (200') long with a two hundred foot (200')
access., The access ... (Inaudible) ... and abuts the area that
will be facing the street. It sits back a thousand feet, which is
a quarter of a mile from the street, And the sound level, for those
of you who were out there outside the building, I think you were
around fifty feet from the building and I had difficulty detecting
any sound other than the sound of the trucks that were coming in
and out., I have a ... The entrance off Newfield Street will be
landscaped and the ... (Inaudible. Away from microphone.)

We have provisions for water and sewer lines to service the
men's rooms in the building and the showers. Here's an aerial
photograph which shows the ... This is Newfield Street out here.
This is the auto dealership, this is Concord Steel, and this
puilding is further up the street than Concord Steel. And it is
about a hundred feet further back than the chemical company that
abuts it. But basically, what we're applying here for is a manu-
facturing process... (Inaudible) ... That roughly is the project
and I'm prepared to answer any questions that you may have regard-
ing it.

CHM GIONFRIDDO
Do any of the Commissioners have any questions? Commissioner

Leinwand.
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COMM LEINWAND

ne of the memos we received from the Water & Sewer Department
talks about the present water and sewer, the sewage treatment
plant, producing de-watered sludge, that is 25% solid. The question
that they've raised is whether or not that could be delivered to
your plant.

MR DUSEAU

No. I would say no and I'll tell you why. If you're talking about
something that's 75% liquid, we're going to mix that with the fuel.
For several reasons it wouldn't be a good thing to do. One, there's
4 lot of grit in de-watered sludge., The grit makes ash, ash reduces
the quality of the fuel, in both that you have a higher ash content
and ... (Inaudible) ... the fuel unburnable in terms of meeting the
air emissions standards. I have no way of knowing what's in that
sludge, if there's industrial waste in there, whether there's any
silver, nickel, lead, anything that can be highly potent,and we're
very careful about something like that. Presently, we could not
handle sludge. It would not be a wise thing to do.

COMM LEINWAND
What is the maximum liguid percent that you could accept?

MR DUSEAU
You want a product that is, as far as density content, it would be
basically under 20% moistur= ... (Inaudible} ... so inside that range

is the range you have to wcrk with in terms of humidity you want in
your fuel.

COMM LEINWAND
Could you talk about the average moisture content of general residen-

tial garbage?

MR DUSEAU
Can I discuss it?

COMM LEINWAND

Well, I guess there are a number of ways of asking the same question.
What we saw in Westboro was lots of paper, and it was very clean.

And the entire Commission walked right across the area that the gar-
bage had just been dumped in. I don't think any of us would do the
same thing at their north end landfill after a truck deposits a

load of residential garbage. So if the sludge is too liquidy, and we
have a sense that residential garbage has a lot more moisture content
with coffee grounds and lemon peels and all the other gork that we
throw out, how do you deal with that?

MR DUSEAU : '

I think we should address the fact of the waste stream. How much of

the waste stream is residential garbage. It's about 15%. The other

85% is commercial and industrial. So we're talking about 15% of a

100%. So if residential garbage has an average moisture content of

39%, as it does on a good day, however you take a day like the day
after today and the refuse is put out in the street in metal containers
and its filled up with water and/or sludge or rain, you get a moisture
content in those trucks where when they go around a corner, the water
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MR DUSEAU (Continued from Page 12)

just sloshes out the tailgate and it's all over the street.. And then
Leon has a problem, in terms of why it smells so bad. You get a mois-
ture content of 60, 70, 80%. However, that particular day, that
particular load, represents at the most 15% of the waste stream.

Now, if you take that and mix it with the Stop & Shops and the rest
of those industrial and commercial wastes that comes in closed boxes
that were stored away from the weather as they are, the very nature
of waste disposal and storage these days is to basically compact it
in 42 yard boxes that is dry and clean basically. In household waste,
if you want to address the percentage of food waste in household
waste, when you go to your own garbage bag, pick that bag and open

it up, and I saw a few on the way out here and I was going to grab

it and bring it in because I thought the guestion might arise. If
you: open that bag all of you know that inside that bag there is
probably a milk jug, it's either a waxed paper carton or it's a
plastic jug, and there is a couple of jelle boxes and a few cake

mix boxes and the wrappings from the vegetables you bought which is
chiefly polyethylene., This is the kind of the stuff you have and
that's the food place in that waste stream. There's very little

food waste. Food waste amounts to one half of one percent of residen-
tial waste. So there's not a lot of food waste in your garbage bag.
It's a very rare occasion when it happens. So we're talking about

one half of one percent of 15% in terms of what food waste could
possibly be. What I'm talking about is great volume that's involved
here. And you ask can we handle it. Anything that's combustible, that
is either fiber or ... can be burned, can be separated and properly
mixed with the right humidity level,

CHM GIONFRIDDO
Commissioner Leinwand.

COMM LEINWAND

That's helpful. How about cleaning of the sarea where the garbage is
dumped? Do you hose that down once a day? I assume that the little
dozer doesn't really clean the floor up.

MR DUSEAU
There are times when it has to be and times when it doesn't have to

be. I don't know how many of you people have looked in the back of

a trash truck or garbage truck. If you go to the landfill and dump
that truck out, once that truck is clean it's shiny. It's shiny be-
cause the material moves back and forth all the time and it keeps

it clean. Now if you park the truck for two days it gets rusty very
quickly and the material laying in the corners start :to smell. That's
why the truck should be washed every day. But there are times when

it's going to have to be washed and cleaned, there are times when it's

not going to be. Depending on the nature of the material we took in,
how bad it was, what it's mixed with, how much you ... (inaudible)..,

82
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COMM LEINWAND
How is the plant designed when you wash it down? Is there a couple
of drains and it goes down into the sewer system or does it just

go off out onto the side?

MR DUSEAU

It does not have to go into the sewer system. If you're going to
wash it down you don't need a great volume of water to keep it
clean. You can use abrasives, you can use anything that will pick
it up. You don't have to use water to clean it up.

COMM LEINWAND
Where does that water go is my only question. Do you build drains
into. Does the floor in Westboro have drains in it?

MR DUSEAU
No it doesn't.

COMM LEINWAND
So if that's washed down it just goes right outside where the trucks

are.

MR DUSEAU
Well we haven't had to wash it down. It doesn't smell bad.

COMM LEINWAND
Our perspective was that there was so much paper

MR DUSEAU
I think Mr. Vinci was going to come out and take a look at the
thing during the week and we'll be happy to show him ... (inaudible)

COMM LEINWAND '
You're saying it doesn't have to be watered down.

MR DUSEAU

No. It would be very unusual, What I'm saying is there may be a time
with a specific load, because of its nature it is particularly offen-
sive for some reason. Say you have one, it's July and the fish market:
had fifty-five gallons of fish heads sitting there for four days

and they're just wonderful. And that has been pressed into the compac-
tor, it's been mixed in the compactor and pushed all the way to the
front, yet when it comes out it has this really terrible odor about
it. In that circumstance, you would use an odor control material which
is basically a dry material., It would not be water because all you

get from water is dilution. And with large volumes of material you're
trying to treat,it's far more effective to use a dry material to take
care of that prcblem. '

CHM GIONFRIDDO
Are there any other questions? Commissioner Carta.
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COMM CARTA
Where are you planning to bring the waste in from? What is . your plan
there? Where all will it come from?

MR DUSEAU

Well, I expect that most of it will come from Middletown. We'd have
independent haulers who are going, that we have talked to and with
whom we are going to say, if we have g project, to bring us in what
we call the high quality material,well over 95 or 98% is basically
fibrous material that lends itself to the manufacture very easily. _
This will be mixed with the other materials that involve more separa-
tion,giving us the mix we need to manufacture a quality fuel.

COMM CARTA
So that fuel can come from any of the surrounding towns or wherever

you can find the quality, wherever the manufacturing process or the
waste process suits your operation.

MR DUSEAU
We're looking for the raw materials for the process,

COMM CARTA
My question is what types of waste will you not handle in there?

In other words, you're saying, the first is you're going to handle
all of Middletown's waste or not?

MR DUSEAU

Bulky type. The waste stream has to be managed. One of the problems
with refuse derived fuel systems is that they try to be all things
to everybody. They try to take care of everything at once. It is so
complex, that's impossible. A system where the waste stream is
managed, that is to say if someone knoecks down a building in the
center of Middletown, we're not going to run that load of material
to the plant. You're talking about bricks, steel, eight~by-eights.
This is non-productive,non-profitable, totally useless exercise to
do that. Ultimately most of that, the silicate in it, the brick,

the steel should be separated and will be be, the wood should be
separated and will be, but not inside the plant as a part of the pro-
cess and not going through the machinery. It can be dumped, spread
out and basically handled in that fashion. The material that's going
to the bulky waste site ... most of that can be processed. Some of
it should still go to a bulky waste site,

COMM CARTA

No. I'm not talking about demolition work, although I understand that
it is part of the waste stream, it's very specialized, for me at least
it's a very specialized part of the waste stream. To you it may be
Just an ordinary part. I'm more concerned with the type of waste that
we pick up in our garbage trucks, that we bring in in coumpactors,

from either manufacturing, restaurants, homes

MR DUSEAU
We're prepared to handle one hundred percent of that waste.
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COMM CARTA
In this piant,.

MR DUSEAU
In this plant,

COMM CARTA

So, I hear what you're saying and my observation of your plan.
Something doesn't fit together for me. I'd be willing to learn

more and I'd be willing to see that that's so, but at the moment

2ll I can go with is what I've seen. So at the moment I don't accept
that. I mean I choose not to accept that based on what I've seen.
I'd be willing to absolutely back up on that if I see something
different and I'll explain why I have that position in a moment,

and it is a position which I'd be willing to modify. When I went
into your plant, I didn't see any facilities for you to separate

the material, If it were coming in there at the rate Middletown's
garbage comes through to our landfill, if it were coming in at

that rate, even with a number of units you're going to get a lot

of glass, a lot of iron, a lot of all kinds of nonsense., Your faci-
lity doesn't even have a process of, it's totally missing it, of
where this stuff gets handled. Now you'd have to have 500 men on
that floor to pick it all up which I didn't see there, And when that
truck dumps it's going to dump its indiscriminate load on the floor.
And you don't have a way to handle that there. Which leads me to
believe that what you handle is in fact that specialized waste, which
is fine. I think that's wonderful. I think what we've been throwing
in landfills all these years is a crime because we've been buying
our fuel from Iran and places like that while we bury very usable
fuel in landfills which with then can't stand the fermentation

from because it begins to choke us. So from that point of view

your plant is wonderful., For me, what's been so far represented

to me looks like a misrepresentation. And as I said, I'll back up
on that when I see it,

MR DUSEAU

Well, what we'll be very happy to do is.détailled drawings of the
separation process and most of the equipment that will be used to
do that. However, most of these plants have floundered on the
expenses of the separation process.

CHM GIONFRIDDO
Bud, could you try speaking up a little bit for people who are out-
side the door there. Maybe you want to try the microphone.

MR DUSEAU
Most of these plants have floundered on the cost of separation.

COMM CARTA
I can well imagine.

MR DUSEAU
And it is a proprietary operation. And we'd be very happy to show it

to you.
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MR DUSEAU (Continued from Page 16)

But I'd like to make one point, and the point is that we're, invest-
ing, and we have invested several million dollars in this process and
we're about to invest several million more. Unless we were totally
convinced we could do this, I'm sure we wouldn't be here tonight.

COMM CARTA

There's a further point I want to make there for me which I would
like you to somehow or at some time address. While you say that the
entire waste stream,with exceptions such as brick and steel and the
things that obviously don't burn. Although rubber tires burn. I don't
know whether they're useful other places rather than in your fuel,

But there are some things that burn. I don't know whether you consider
them obnoxious fuel or not.

MR DUSEAU
They are. We do not. There are no tires in this fuel.

COMM CARTA

Okay. The other point I would like you to at some time to clarify,
and that is if in fact you take the entire waste stream, combustible
waste stream other than those obnoxious items such as rubper tires
that cause pollution, and vou mix it all together. We have quite a
number of restaurants in this City. We have a lot of retail food and
wholesale food and that sort of thing. You get a waste stream from
them that has a high bacteria count. It begins to grow. it begins to
ferment with normal heat aad light and so on. There's nothing in your
process, except an extruder, that would treat it in any way. So if
you feed, again I'm out to prove a point and I'm willing to have
you disprove it, when you feed fish heads and obnoxious garbage and
all that into that extruder, it comes out the other end mixed in the
pellet. It sits in the box and then it ferments,

MR DUSEAU
I'd like to point out again that that's a common concept. One has

the impression that garbage is just that, that it's garbage., But the
fact is that what we commonly refer to as garbage and what used to
be picked up by the fellow who hauled it off to the hogs, amounts to
less than one eighth of one percent of the household waste stream,
which is only fifteen percent of the total waste stream. So there is
no great amount of food waste in this process.

COMM CARTA
I wasn't addressing the household stream. I was addressing something

~other than the household stream.

MR DUSEAU
I understand that. I've run an operation for several years that hauls

waste. I am totally familiar with the waste stream, both from restau-
rants and commercial establishments, and they just don't have a lot of

waste.
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COMM CARTA
I don't know. I owned a couple of restaurants and I'll tell you

that the dumpsters are full of anything but cardboard. When' you
scrape those plates...

MR DUSEAU
You probably had an eight cubic yard dumpster, I would imagine,
dumped perhaps three or four times a week?

COMM CARTA
One was dumped everyday. One was dumped

MR DUSEAU

If you were to take that one and match it up with a McDonald's
for instance, which is 98% paper, we'd have fifty-fifty mix and
then if we threw in a Burger King and couple of Wendy's, right
now we're down to about 15% and it goes very, very quickly.

COMM CARTA
My point here

MR DUSEAU
The fact is that most of the waste stream is fiber.

COMM CARTA
My point that I would like you to somehow give me some feedback on

is that, whatever the amount is, the bacteria is not killed by your
equipment, and yet the resulting fuel is stored in crates and on
demand of course the fuel buyer takes it.And there's nothing there
that will in any way nullify that fermentation process. So whatever
amount there is on an August day, it will have its problems, as I
see 1t. So I would like you to address that.

MR DUSEAU _
The fuel we make, and which will include the materials you're talking

about, is an inert fuel. And the only prove we have of it is that
we've doneiit and it exists. And we've had it for quite some time,
two or three years now. I'd be willing to take you to Westboro, run
some garbage through, real garbage, mix it and see what comes out
the other end. And you can take it and keep it for a while and I
can guarantee you that it will remain inert.

COMM CARTA
Alright.

CHM GIONFRIDDO
Any further questions? Commissioner Leinwand.

COMM LEINWAND

In the preliminary presentation you spoke about some kind of a
guarantee with the tipping fee. Can you talk about that and tell
us what you meant and what the City of Middletown could expect?

MR DUSEAU

I think that's the subject for discussion with the Municipal
officials. And what I said was that I feel that we could come

to an agreement with the municipalities to just what their costs
were, the real cost, and I feel it would be in the neighborhood of
what most tipping fees are in the area now, and that we could
guarantee that fee for five years and then set a very stringent
set of conditions under which after five years :it would bhe dis-
cussed again. It would be very clear what those conditions were
and they would be raised at that point if after five years the
conditions warrant it.

COMM LEINWAND
What to do you assume the average tipping fee in the area to be?

MR DUSEAU
I really can't say that now, I think it's subject for discussion.

Bui I can assure you that it would not exceed what they're paying
in the area now,

COMM LEINWAND :
We're charging Cromwell and Haddam 312 a ton at our landfill. Is

that in the ballpark?

MR DUSEAU
You're in the ballpark. I can't say that's exactly what it's going
to be but I don't want to ... It's a matter for discussion. We have

to discuss what it is and what your real costs are.

COMM LEINWAND

Your process ends up with some 15% extra stuff that has got to be
disposed of somewhere,somehow. The assumption is that that ends up
in our landfill., Correct?

Mk DUSEAU
That's correct,

COMM LEINWAND
Would you expect to pay for that or would you expect, as part of the

agreement, that you would simply bring it there free of charge?

MR DUSEAU
I think it's a subject for negotiation but we don't bring to those

discussions a need or a want. We bring to those discussions the need
for that particular service and we also bring to it eighteen years of
experience in the landfill business, And I think that we can take that
experience and use it to the, for the good of Middletown.

COMM LEINWAND
You also suggested that the plant would only run eight hours a day

maximum, Is that still
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MR DUSEAU

That is the plan, yes. I can envision a nuclear exchange type situ-
ation where everything goes wrong and the world caves in and you
work till 4:30 instead of 4700 o'clock. But I can't see going beyond
that type thing.

COMM LEINWAND _
Maybe Jack can help with this, or Phil. Our notes from the Public
Works Department read,''The plan shows three different operations

on one site." What does that mean? Are there three different opera-
tions?

MR BAUER
There are three operations, There's the Kane Brick manufacturing

process, this operation and the bulky waste site.

COMM LEINWAND
Ckay. BSo

MR BAUER
They haven't been parcelled off yet.

COMM LEINWAND
I understand. I thought you were referring to three separate opera-

tions in one ... Okay, thank you.

CHM GIONFRIDDO
Are there any further guestions? Commissioner Loffredo.

COMM LOFFREDO

At the preliminary presentation I asked you and your advocate whether
or not there was information available from outside scientific sources
that have evaluated what you are doing and if such reports might be
available., That was my understanding, that you may have or have done
something along this line. It's my ... :

MR DUSEAU :

Right. We have chemical analyses of the product done by outside
firms. We had chemical analysis and flu analysis of the gasses’
produced by this fuel when it is in combustion, if that's what

you're referring to,

COMM LOFFREDO
You mean, in the report you submitted this evening, you have a lab

analysils of fuel, Is that the extent of what you have.

MR DUSEAU

No. We also have analysis of the ... For the purposes of this parti-
cular presentation, that's what we included. We don't intend to do
any combusting on site. There's no burning going to go on there. So

I couldn't see how those values applied to this meeting. However, for
your own information, if you'd like to know what those emissions are,
we can make them available to you. :
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COMM LOFFREDO
Let me ask you this question. The pellets that you produce, you claim

that they are inert pellets,

MR DUSEAU
That's correct.

COMM ILOFFREDO
Has that ever been substantiated?

MR DUSEAU
It is in that report, or should be. I'll be glad to provide you with

-that information.

COMM LOFFREDO
In this report it talks about the spectral analysis. Is that what

you are referring to?

MR DUSEAU
Yes,

COMM LOFFREDO _
And these are all inert objects that are

MR DUSEAU
Yes they are., Those are all inert objects. Those are the chemical

contents and chemica! makeup, by analysis.

COMM LOFFREDO

There's been an analysis done whether or not there is any bio-
chemical reaction or anything, fermentation process occurring?
That has been sought to see if that's been done or not, that is or

is not happening?

MR DUSEAU
No, we haven't done that because we've never had anything happen
to the material. It's never fermented, it's never rotted. It just

has never gone bad,

COMM LOFFREDO
My understanding is though, in terms of your production, you
haven't kept it around very long, have you?

MR DUSEAU
We've kept some of it around for guite some time. We've had some of

it for three years. We just pull a box and let it sit there. We can
show you that stuff.

COMM LOFFREDO '
Is that stuff the kind of material that addresses the household,

restaurant type of a thing?
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MR DUSEAU

Yes it is., In fact, at the end of the run the other day, some of
the material I was coming to, I don't know, as we were going back
up the stairs, and it was pretty black. And there was a lot of,
there appeared to be quite a bit of material in there that was of
a fibrous nature. Obviously it was some type of a plant 1life.

CHM GIONFRIDDO
Are there any further questions? If not, thank you.

MR DUSEAU
Thank you very much.

CHM GIONFRIDDO

Are there any members of the public here who wish to speak in favor
of the proposal? Are there any members of the public here who wish
to speak in opposition? You don't have to raise your hand. Just come
up one at a time and identify yourself, give your address.

GEORGE LINDSTROM
My name is George Lindstrom and a couple of things

CHM GIONFRIDDO
Excuse me. Would you give your address please?

GEORGE LINDSTROM

Yes, 423 Newfield Street and I have a business at 500 Newfield Street,
which for some reason was overlooked as you went down the street.
Before the Caffery complex there's a building that's been there
approximately fifty years., It contains five businesses; another restau-
rant, a package store, a book store, a bicycle shop, and I have a

golf driving range out back that borders this property for about four
thousand feet (4,000'). So I consider myself a neighbor. And what

I'd like to do is, as their attorney did, refer to this section of
Special Exceptions, okay? And there's another Section 61,05, Prohibited
Uses. I'm going to leave this up to the Commission, I'm not going to
dwell on it,but it's various industries and things, and then you get
down there to paper, pulp type thing which is a prohibited use as I
read it, but that's up to the Commission to determine. But I would

like to peoint that out.

COMM LEINWAND
Could you tell us what specific

CHM GIONFRIDDO
It's page 122,

GEORGE LINDSTROM

If you'd 1like, I can read a portion of it so you get the idea of it.
It deals with acetylene gas. Thasz are prohibited uses in all =zones,
The manufacture of turpentine, things like that, linoleum, tar roofing
materials, copper, zinc, tin. And also in there, and again, I don't
pretend to be an expert on this, but it does mention paper, pulp and
pulp processing, so I would like you to consider that. :

Then we've got, in the Special Exception area, a couple of things
that the Attorney failed to read for some reason, and that's the
Adverse Effects: "The proposed use will not affect adversely the
health and safety of residents or workers in the area and will not
be detrimental to the use or development of adjacent properties or
the general neighborhood ...'" And then we go over to 44.04.06,
Property Values and Character. This is still under special exemp-
tion area. "The proposed use will not tend to depreciate property
values and the character and extent. of development of adjoining
properties." And it's my contention that once you have a garbage
facility, you do decrease your property values. That's about all

I have on that:. I have a petition here from the area residents

of approximately five hundred (500) some signatures that I would
like to present and have that entered into the record if I may.
And I'd like to read it to you. It's basically, "TO THE MEMBERS

OF THE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION OF MIDDLETOWN, CT: We,the
undersigned residents and/or property owners of Middletown, are
opposed to the construction of any garbage-to-energy plants with-
in the Newfield area. We also oppose the use of any open land —-
either privately or publically held -- in the Newfield area as a
landfill or dumping site for any waste. We instruct you, our
representatives, to vote NO to any petitions for such land uses

as described above. And we instruct you to vote NO to the specific
reguest of Consolidated Energy Systems to construct a garbage-to-
energy plant on Newfield St. We also oppose the subdivision of

any property in the Newfield area for use for waste disposal."”
(See ‘Exhibit 0-1, SE 84-1) And if I may, I'd like to present this
to the Commission and whoever would like to speak next is welcome
to do so. '

CHM GIONFRIDDO
Thank you very much.

WILLIAM CAFFREY

I'm William Caffrey. I own the Caffrey Shopping Plaza, as it was
called. I was the first one contacted when CES came to Middletown,

I think, besides Kane Brick., They called me over and asked me what

I felt about their plant coming into the area. I told them, I said,
I grew up next to the Middletown incinerator on Chestnut Street, and
I don't like dumps in plain English because for years we had to live
with our windows closed in the summertime. But, I said I would look
at this with an open mind. They requested that they have a meeting
with the local neighbors and I said well why don't you use my dancing
school. It's fairly large and we'll have a meeting there. So, on
February 17th, we had a meeting. And,to my astonishment, we had 5
local neighbors, 6 representatives from CES and 2 people from Kane
Brick who happened to be the owners. It didn't seem like there were
enough neighbors there to give any type of report. Country Kitchen
was not there, Chuck's Bookstore wasn't there, the package store
wasn't there, George wasn't there, Town and Country wasn't there,
Dr. Labbadia wasn't there. No one was there, except us.

Well anyway, we listened, and what I have here is a list of statements
that they gave us, which is quite contrary to the statements they

gave you on your February 22nd meeting. What I'd like to do is to

read these. Theré's only twelve of them. And then we'll back over them
again, 1) They told us it would be a hundred ton per day operation.

2) Ten trucks in, ten trucks out. 3) No noise. 4) 25% rubbish would
return to the City owned landfill. 5) No stockpile of garbage.

6) And this is an important one which I'll bring up as I get along
here. Kane pits will not be used as a landfill site. Kane Brick will
burn this fuel if the plant gets operating. Eight hours a day operation
as you know, they already told you that. The plant in Westboro is a
full operation. Okay? And you know yourself it isn't., Of course, they
gave us a sample of fuel. They told us that Kmart company in

New York cannot get enough fuel. The garbage is hand picked by people.
I asked that myself directly to one of them and they told me it was
hand picked by people and I laughed. I said, who the hell you gonna
get to pick garbage. Well evidently they have some. And, one question
I asked, was Mr. Armetta involved in this and they said Mr. Armetta

is not involved in this who owns Dainty Rubbish in any way. Okay?

Now we're getting down to the dirty stuff., A hundred tons of garbage
all of a sudden at your meeting changed to five hundred tons a day
operation, which we consilder would have a great effect on the impact
of Newfield Street. +Five hundred tons a day would increase the truck-
ing to approximately seventy-five (75) ten ton trucks on Newfield
Street. The road bas: is very poor according to the State of Connecticut,
and when Dainty's tr:.cks go by now, my building rattles and there is
other damage done to property on Newfield Street because of these
trucks. We are going to have sewer problems, water main problems,
electrical problems and other problems with buildings on Newfield
Street if this buillding is intact. School children and retired citi-
zens will be endangered by fast moving trucks. Also, school bus zones
and public bus zones will be affected by the narrow roadways with
these large trucks trying to pass them. We have Middletown High School,
we have Keigwin and there's another school there, Lawrence I think it
is. And this type of trucking business does not belong in that type.
of area. The street has no sidewalks and, as you all know 1if you go
down Newfield Street, you'll see a lot of people jogging along
Newfield Street and where there are no sidewalks people are walking

up and down the street. This is from Dr. Labbadia's place up. The

rest home people also walk the street and sometimes they're halfway

in the middle of the road, so they'd be endangered too. No drainage
and no curbing on the side of the road. If you go down Newfield Street,
you're lucky to make it alive on a rainy day because you'll run into
one of those big puddles. The entrance to the new plant will be near

a school. The State of Connecticut would not allow me to widen my
driveway,which I thought dangerous not to, because they have rules

and stipulations on how wide a driveway can be. This means that

these large industrial trucks will have to swing out just like the
traffic has to entering my building onto the opposite lane, which

of course could endanger on-coming traffic. The noise of ten ton
trucks now has plagued everyone in the area including me, my neighbor,
who happens to be a City policeman and tries to sleep at night and
these trucks just rumble by. '

The decrease in the value of property, as far as I'm concerned, any
garbage plant near any piece of property automatically degrades it.

As stated before, CES said that 25% of material would go back to the
City landfill. Now they've told you ten and fifteen percent. They

told us 25%. Twenty-five percent of 500 tons is a hundred-twenty-five
(125) tons per day that will have to go back into City landfill. It

was brought to my attention and I'm going to jump ahead of someone )
here, I hope he don't mind. But it was brought to my attention that

if out of town garbage, or out of state garbage, is brought to this
plant and is recycled through this plant, that now becomes Middletown's
garbage, and it would have to be accepted in the Middletown landfill.
30 you should be aware of that. You may have more garbage there than
what you realize, or what you're lead to believe. The Kane Brick Yard
pits will not be used as landfill. I have statements here from the
State which I will be glad to give you. Everyone says how did you

get them. Like Joe Ranno says, I wheel and deal. It says here:

"State of Connecticut, Charles Kirk, Director, John England, Sr.,
Environmental Analyst. The Kane Brick Yard property appears to have
potential for the use of a solid waste disposal area." This was done

in April, 1982, It goes on further to say on March 10th, 1982, "a
refuse mount peaking from seventy to eighty feet above the base..,.
Seventy to eighty feet above the base. And I figure, just roughly
guessing, there's forty acres of pit out in that back yard. And what
we are afraid of on Newfield Street is that Middletown is going to
become another Naugatuck dump. And it's going to happen. And if
Middletown don't wake up, these people are going to come in here and
they're going to make Middletown a dump. I was riding through Portland
coming to Middletown, and on WCNX one of the guys said, hey, too bad
you live in New Jersey. I said what's the matter with New Jersey?
Well that's the armpit of the east. Well, Middletown is going to be
the garbage pit of the east if Middletown don't watch out. So, you
know, do what you want., I don't believe in this operation. The fuel
they gave us, as you said, was strictly paper. I soaked it for two
days, I broke it all apart, little pieces of cellophane paper in
there and regular paper, and I would have drank the water if it
wasn't for the dye. There was no garbage in there. And I think if
there is garbage in there, it's going to stink because garbage stinks.
I lived near it all my life. Okay. Thank you very much,

BARBARA McCALL
My name is Barbara McCall. I live at 161, Db Cynthia Lane. I speak,

not only for myself but, for the members of the Quail Run Village
Condominium Association of which I am the president. We are a condo-
minium community of 152 townhouses. The current market value of our
property is in excess of ten million dollars. We pay the City of
Middletown, jointly, approximately $165,000 in property taxes. We
feel we are a major portion of the Newfield section and as a major
segment of that neighborhood we feel we have the right to express

our opinion zbout the decision you make in regard to the petition of
Consolidated Energy Systems. We also feel it is your obligation as our
representatives to act in our best wishes, and we want you to know
that we do not believe it is in our best interest to grant Consolidated
Energy Systems permission to build on Newfield Street.

For those who may not be familiar with the location of Cynthia Lane,

we are parallel to Newfield Street and, as the attorney for' Mr. DuSeau
said, we may not be a contiguous area but we do not agree with that.
The State highway, as he describes Route 72, which separates the I-2
zone from the R-1 zone, of which we are apart, is a little more than

a hundred and fifty feet wide. That certainly is notft a buffer. We
definitely feel that our property values will be seriously depreciated
because of the construction of this type of plant. We are presently

at a stage of trying to improve our facilities and thereby improve

the feeling of the neighborhood. To bring in a plant of this type

would certainly be contrary to the efforts that we are going to put
forth as part of this neighborhood. I would like to ask the Commission
to consider a couple of points that were made which I feel are contra-
dictory to other previous statements which were made about Consolidated
Energy's facilities. We were told by the attorney that nothing goes
into the ground. Maybe conciously they do not dig a hole and immediately
put something into the ground, but all that waste, that 15% or more
waste that cannot be processed, must go somewhere and into a landfill.
It's probably where it is going to go. So therefore I ask, how can he
say nothing goes into the ground? I also want to point out that he
feels his facility will not have a negative impact on the neighborhood.
We, an area of 152 units and home owners,feel definitely it will have

a negative impact on the area. If you are considering granting permis-
sion for this request, I ask you also, who is going to supervise from
the municipal level, who is going to supervise this facility to see
that it complies with all the regulations that are necessary to keep

it healthful for our neighborhood. Thank you.

CHM GIONFRIDDO
Thank you.

PETER FELL
My name is Peter Fell. I live on Newfield Street. Just to go on with
what she was saying, I would like to know who would regulate this

business?

CHM GIONFRIDDO
I would assume that between the Health Department and zoning code

enforcement and whatever other City agencies would be particularly
involved, there would be some regulation going on along with DEP,
I'm sure they'd have something to do with it.

PETER FELL

Okay. I think this is a very important thing, to recycle our garbage.
However, being in the business for profit, I can imagine if this
company is going to receive all types of garbage, if they get a can
of PCB's, who's going to stop them from dumping it out back. And as
their attorney pointed out, they're not in wetlands. Well, I'll bet

I can stand at their building and throw a rock and hit water. There's
swamp back there and the Connecticut is on the other side of Route 9,
Who would prevent leaching from dangerous chemicals that they might

stockpile? Thank you.

My name is John Sadlowski, 597 Newfield Street. We live in that
little area he says it don't count too much. That's right across

from Kane Brick. Human rights, which are clean air, water, no noise
and quiet. When someone creates or disturbs these god given things
then our human rights are also disturbed., As a residential home
owner, I'm speaking for eight people living in two houses across

the street from Kane Brick and other people who care for human rights.
To even consider or think of putting these garbage plants, one now,
and maybe the incinerator plant later, in the middle of where there
are people living, walking and our children playing everyday, shows
all of us what kind of people who are thinking all for themselves

and the profits to be made. What they bring us is noise,pollution

of our air, devaluation of our property, vibration, destruction of
our homes, sleepless nights and mornings. The heavy trucks all day
from anywhere and who's to stop them at night. Trucks polluting our
air and vibrating our homes. The soot and stink from its surroundings
and dust in our homes and on wash drying outside. No other plant or
another garbage plant does not belong across the street from the
residential area or its trucking it creates. Both garbage plants
don't carry *=n tons,as he says. How's your City trucks? Five tons,
three tons, wiich means three times more trucking. I mean, people
shouldn't have to come in contact with this in a human environment

as we all have been with that dump across the street. And it still
stinks::today. My personal view is 1t's all sweet talk. You'll be
hiring a middle man to recycle our garbage. Remember the oil fields,
Same thing. A garbage plant belongs close to the state highway where
there are no people living close by and trucks don't botier people,
and owned by the state or city. Not to be a monopoly for the few. The
state or city never makes a profit, doesn't have to make all the
money disappear and show no profit. To ask for a ten year deal, no way.
That's what he said last time. Anyone with a good deal wculd never
ask for such a long term. All our cities and towns take care of our
garbage because they want no monopoly for the few. Don't change, start
up your business before some, oh baloney. Who's to take the garbage
from all those bottles and cans that people put in? Did you see this
at the plant? Did you see this? Who is to say they burn 15% or use
18% or bury 15%. And we have people like that to watch over Dainty
landfill? That say they burned and use 15% or bury 15% or use 75%?

I say no. As a residential home owner, what is built across the street
from where we live has to be compatible to live with, or write up a
new set of tax laws, Because I live here, I should be taxed 75% less
than other residents that have more protection. The trucks ...
(Inaudible) ... will have a tremendous impact on all, and I mean all
the business and residential home owners from Bradlees on up, all the
way up to the inn. To say this will not bother people in or out of
their homes is a lie, or another just conflict of interest. To say
there is no good place to put these types of plants is a lie. We take
Cromwell and the meadows off Route 9. There's no people there. No
trucks will huve to go through the street, Plenty of land if it's-such
a clean plant Aircraft Road, both sides, off Route 9, no people, no
houses. Pratt & Whitney itself, plenty of property. You can
