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CHM, SHAW:

I want to call the Public Hearing portion of the
Meeting of the Commission on City Plan and Zoning
that is the Planning and Zoning, I have a hard
time changing names here,, The order I'1ll ask our

" acting Secretary Comm, Passanesi to read the call,

ACTING SECY, PASSANESI:

- THE MIDDLETOWN PLANNING AND ZOWING COMMISSION
WILL HOLD A PUBLIC HEARING MAY 8, 1974, STARTING
AT 7:30 P,M,, IN THE COUNCIL CHAMBER, HMUNICIPAL
BUILDING, DEKOVEN DRIVE, MIDDLETOWN, CONNECTICUT,
to consider proposals for the following:

1. Provosed Zoning Code text amendments as
follows:
(a) A provision to authorize establishment
of historic preservation zones as a
special exception,

CHM, SHAV:

We traditional only read as we get to them each in=-
dividual item as we shall take them. And the first
item that avpeared on our legal notice was the

notice that was just read, That notice appeared in
the Middletown Press on two occasions, Sat, April

27, and Sat, May 4, in accordance with the rules and
regulations of the Commission and Charter and there-
fore it is a legal call, HNow this has been published
and has been available to those of you who wanted to
make yourself aware of the text of the amendment as
it has been read, It is also usually our custom %o
ask that anyone who wants to speak as a proponent for
a particular issue speak first and then the opponent
would speak secondly,
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Inasmuch as this proposal has come from the
Commission I don't expect that there is anyone here
to go through and indicate line by line the proposal
as it stands, however, I will ask our director George
Reif to bring us up to date on whatever documents are
public comment he has to make before we start our

hearing portion.

DIR, GEORGE RETF:

TI'11 sum up the proposed amendment a hlStOrlC area HISTORIC
zoned would be proposed of one or more site with PRESERVATION

buildings of architectural and/or historic signif=-
icance, Permitted use of buildings and sites

would be flexible so that the use would be harmonious
with the physical characteristics of the structure,

A designated historic areas zone would be excluded
from the fire proof fire district regulations by
agreement with the Common Council, A building or

a group of buildings would require a recommendation
of the Connecticut Historic Commission as a condition
for rezoning consideration., Stivulation for Special
Exception would require agreement to restore and
maintain the exterior of the building in accordance
with an historic period, On the wall on your right,
is a map showing the general locations of the various
fire districts and the 1little white dots with numbers
show the location of all the buildings that have
designated by the Connecticut Historic Commission as
having historic or architectural value, that might

be of interest as we proceed through this discussion,

CHM, SHAV: _
Thank you, I hope that those of you who have, do want
to speak about this tonight have made yourself familiar
with the various details of the Code so that we won't
get hung up to much in the individual details line by
line if possible., I will ask that anyone who wants

to speak come forward identify themselves by name and
address and any association that they may have if there
is one which should be reviewed for record, You will
have to get up within range of this microphone so that
we can get the testimony that you are going to give on
to our record, I will ask you be as brief as possible
and where possible to orevent duplication of statenents
that your not simply say what other people have said

as much as is conceivably and reasonably requested,
Also before I start to ask people to speak I should say
that this evening with Comm, Mylchreest not being here
that Alternate Comm, David Bengtson will be sitting in
his place, Now, who would like to speak in favor of
this proposal? lr, Haze? .
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JOSEPH HAZE:

Mr, Chairman, and members of the Planning Commission,
My name is Joseph Haze, Ridgewood Road, Middletown,
Conn,, Director of the Middletovm Redevelopment
Agency, As you probably know the Redevelopment

Agency has accevoted the proposal from John Reynolds
for the restoration of four (4) architectural signif-
icant and historic structures in Metro South to be
done with private financing on a taxable bases, We'lve

"received a good faith deposit from Mr, Reynolds as

security towards the negotations of a contract for
the sale of land, The Redevelopment Agency is most
interested in this private proposal to preserve somse
of Middletown!s vast and feels that the area proposed
for the restoration and conversion is compatiable and

' good planning for the area, To this end we have co=-

operated with Mr, Reynolds and the salvaging of arti-
facts and the materials to be used in this restoration,
These requirenents for the use of original materials
and the preservation of these historic structures in-
puberty are intended to be conditioned of the contract
and deed for the sale of land and to be placed on the
land records of the City of Middletown as covenants
for the future, The agreement and the sale of the
land and structures for this preservation will only

be avproved by the Redevelopment Agency if the
feasibility of completing the vrogram can be shown

and in accordance and meeting with all local codes

requirements, For this reason the Redevelopnment

Agency has directed me to appear this evening to

favor and encourage the proposed Historic Preservation
Amendnent to the Zoning Code, The Federal Governument

has encouraged the preservation of historic and archi=-
tecturally significant structures and many communities
have prevared programs for the preservation and of

these monentos of the vast., As a national prominent
architect involved in the restoration program in
Patterson, New Jersey has so aptly put it in des=

cribing their program and he said, It's a story that

has to be told over and over again so that people

realize that things that are old are not obsolete,

These buildings were put- together to last and the
interiors are remarkably well preserved, It would be

a shame to replace these buildings with antiseptic
modernity, There is & new awareness all over the

country inrespect for the old. 1In Patterson and many
other communities they have decided to make an asset of
these older structures in their communities, The M{iddletown
Redevelopment Agency feels that the preservation of the
buildings that are proposed by Mr., Reynolds would be an
asset to Metro=-South and the City of Middletowvn and as in
favor of the new proposed historic preservation amendment
to the Zoning Ordinance,
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CHM, SHAV:

‘Thank you,.%ho else would like to speak for this

proposal, John Reynolds,
JOHN REYNHNOLDS:

John Reynolds, Ridgewood Road, Middletown I am

also president of the Greater Middletown Preservation
Trust and I am a designated developer in Metro-~South
Urban Renewal area to restore four 18th century

houses and convert them to professional office use,

Mr, Shaw, Cormissioners, citizens I would like to

bring to your attention that south of ¥Hiddletown is
developing a great park area, This park is being

built arocund the Connecticut River and its beauti-

ful valley., 1In the 17th, 18th and the early part of

the 19th century this river was absolutely life blood

to the City of Middletown, The government of this

City its executive its legislature have publicly

announced that they would welcome a State Museum of
History of the south end of Middletown near the

Commodore McDonough Inn, Middletown is the site of

a very famous and well known University, No all of

these things nean one thing to me, It means visitors

in the area, tourist, with dollars in their pockets,

and how do we lure these people into cur streets and

into our shops, If Middletovmn does not participate

in this new tourist industry which is approaching

the lower Connecticut valley we are all out of our

minds, OJur economy here is never been s0 rosey

that we can afford to overlook anything that might

help us, - Middletown has one great asset which I think

has been neglected, overlooked, never organized and

until last summer never even itemized of all the

original cities in the State of Connecticut, Middletown
has a great architectural heritage, It's suprisingly
intact and why, because HMiddletovm never was heavily
industrialized in the 19th century, Now I feel

economics and esthetics go hand in hand together and
Middletown is to take advantage of this enoromous asset
that is here, These o0ld buildings if they are used
properly will bring people into town, They aren't going
to come here to look at Riverview Center it's no
Constitution Plaza and never will be, But these old
houses have charm, they do in ethics they do where they've
been reconstructed in Mystic, people from all over the
United States go to these places and I feel that these

0ld houses are very much of an asset to dovmtovm lMiddlefown
and all of Middletown, Now the uniformed Building Code

is a very progressive law, It is absolutely the last thing
in building constructions safety, but it has in ny opinion
one enormous flaw, It's rigid and there is no flexibility

in it,
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I feel that this law has already turned away good
business in Middletown and I fesl it is very much
destroying this very asset that I'm speaking about,
These old houses were built in the 18th century,

They didn't have concrete block and they didn't

have cork foundations and they didn't have cinder
blocks they are built of wood, It seems to me that
Mr, Reif!s proposal is putting some very good flexi-
bility into this law and I feel these houses will

be an asset to the Community long after I'm gone

and they should be vreserved, I urge you to consider
this proposal very carefully, Look it over as far

as criteria and passing the law for Middletovm., It's
good, economically and esthetically, Thank you,

CHM, SHAW:

Mr, Reynolds, Commissioner Lowry would like to ask a
question of you,

CoMM, TOWRY:

John, Jjust briefly, how is the board of selection done?

do you pick the house then go to the Connecticut State,...
the Commission picks it first and then you pick it up
later?

JOHN REYIOLDS: ‘

No, in 1970 the Connecticul Historical Commission came
dovm and did a special survey of the Metro=South area
and they chose 13 houses out of some hundred fifty

that are being destroyed, They said I think 7 of

them in the so called rehabilitation area and the others

were in the demolition area, and there is where the

first ones came, The house at 49 Union Street for
instance is on that list, The Douglas house is in that
list. So the State Commission pick the houses first,
They came here in 1966 and I think for a survey of the
yhole City of Middletown but they came back 1970 at
your request and did the area that was to be demolished.
Wo it isn't just my choosing of these houses, They

are very good houses,

CoMM, PASSANEST:

These houses that you propose to move where they among
the selected houses?

JOHN REYNOLDS:

Yes, I believe you have that,

MR, RETF:

Yes, they are all listed every house on the survey,

MR, REVIOLDS:

No, I mean the 1970 survey has a green cover to it,
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COMM, IOWRY:
eeepick them their yours, Local.,.... There
are 13 you said,

JOHN REYHOIDS:
No that came from the Connecticut Historical.

CHM, SHA:
No, the one's you chose were your own choosing from

those,

JOHN REYNOIDS:

Right, of course some of them are not going to be
destroyed, they are in the rehabilitation area and
the other 6 in the demolition area,

CHM, SHAW: )
And four (4) of those you chosed,

CoMM, TOWRY:
They are all in the demolition area,

JOHN BEYHOILDS: _
The onels I have chosen, Right,,, there is no saving
thonm otherwise,

COoMil, KALITA:
You say you want to convert these into professional

offices?

JCOHN REYHOLDS:

L hope to have four (4) tenants in them and I have an
architectual firm, law firm and a CPA firm who have
spoken to me that they would like to occupy those,
They will just have one firm in each one I hope.

COMM, KALITA:
But if they are occupied by professional offices what
have they to offer per public units, other than an

outside,eeese

JOHN REYINOIDS:

The exteriors can be restored to absolutely museun
quality, Now architecture is one of the most visual
and most democratic of the arts, Anybody that goes
by those houses is going to have the pleasure of them
just as we drive by say Russell House, Ve can enjoy
it, We don't go in it every day.

COMM, KALITA:
This would not be compariable to,....

JOHN REYHOILDS:
There is no money in HMiddletovm to vroduce nuseun
houses and furnish them that I can find,
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I think they a,.. General Mansfield House is the only
one of that nature and they have very little money
and it was raised by publicsubscription, but I don't
think so0... The Thankful Arnold House which was just
restored down in Haddam descendent of the man came

up from Texas and it has cost him at least hundred
fifty thousand dollars and I was down there and spoke
to the Historical Society last month and they spent
seven thousand dollars on a few furnishings for it
last summer which Mr, Arnold paid for before he
dropped dead of a heart attack, There is no kind of
money like that I know of in the City to restore those
houses as museun houses other tham be opened to the

public,

CHM, SHAM: )
Any other questions? Thank you John, Who else
would like to speak? Mr, Camp,.

JOHN R, CAD:

My name is John R, Canp, I live on VWashington Street,
I would like to back up what John has been saying,
Especially to point out the movement for historic
preservation is not in conflict with commerce and
industry but rather should be tied in with it, I
would like to with the vermission of the board I
would like to read about a half a dozen lines from
the most recent issue of the National Civic Review
which is the publication of the Hational HMunicipal
League, This particular article happens to relate to
North Adans, Mass, but I think would apply a good many
places, '

"Following this came an unusual industrial devel-~
opment effort the Hoosic Community Resources Corp,
organized here, is like no other. It combines
industrial develovnent with historic restoration

and the advancement of the arts and crafts,
activities are growing interest in this region,

The Corporation acquired an early 19th century

nill complex converted it into an arts center,

arts business center and integrated it with art
courses over nearby North Adams State Collage, A
Pottery industry already is settled here and new

job opportunities are ovening, Local businessmen
renovated their buildings closer to the conplex to
restore the historic appearance, Both the National
Endoymuient for the Arts and the National Trust for
the Historic Preservation has expressed interest and
have offered grants to advance this work as a model
for other communities, "I think this is something we

might learn something from,
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CHM, SHAW:

Thank you, Mr, Howard did you want to speak?

ATTY, v, HOVWARD:

I am Atty, Villiam Howard from 6 Yellow-Orange

Circle in Middletown, I sveak both as a citizen

and based upon my experiences as an attorney re-
presenting Mr, Reynolds. and his Urban Renewal efforts,
Just addressing a particular aspect of the problem
before us as we all know that there is a valid concern
in with respect of fire safety., Many of these areas
which are potentialy effected by the proposed historic
zoning would fall within the central fire district,

By definition this district is concerned with the
highly congested commercial business, manufacturing and
industrial uses, Now, manifestly the Code in that

. particular area is concerned with a fire of the conflict

rationed type., It -is to this end that it prohibits the
construction or the moving within from without of framed
buildings, HNow in that same fire district is a permitted
type of construction your vermitted what they refer to

is oxrdinary protected construction, Basically this ex~
terior masonary wall interior fire protected wood giving
us what they refer to as a 3/4 hour rated-terms of fire
resistance in the exterior walls, Normally as I under-
stand run up to a two hour rated, Is that correct? Well
our architect in viewing the project informs us because

of the nature of the interior construction of these old
buildings being timbered planked, plaster we can easily
achieve the 3/4 hour rating, Exteriorly we can treat

the exterior with a high fire resistance type paint, Ve
are goling to have substantial spacing between buildings
and an exterior fire sprinkling system, Then we can in
essence achieve something close to the two hour rating, So
what we are essentially what we are driving at ‘is that the
essential underlined purpose of the Building Code can be
met in terms of fire safety, The materials and designs
capabilities are available and in thus far as safety is
not insurmowuntable barrier to this particular proposal, We
are not talking doing away with fire safety but we're
achieving with different materials, rather than stumbling
over a particular aspect of the code, Accordingly we're
brougdt back to the basic policy question that John
addressed that is what is good economically and es=—
thetically for Middletovm and particularly HMain Street,
That is what this proposal was directed at and I must
concur of course with John that this is an idea that time
has cone as economically and esthically valuable to
Middletovm, I would however like to address several
aspects of the proposal, I think the selection process
should not perhaps be left totally to the Connecticut
Historic Commission but perhavs we should have certain
anmount of local input because what the Historic Commission
may designate its input as valuable has to do with their
view may necessary concur with what we in Middletown views

is being historically or architectually valuable,
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In the description of the zone it says the zone is
composed of land on which there is located one or
more buildings, Well for obvious reasons we would
{refer that the zone is composed of land on which is
ocated or proposed to be located one or more buildings.
Terms of defining what sort of uses are permitted in the
zone I supvose consistant with the idea of what we are
trying to achieve in fire safety I would be sonmewhat
more particular about the definition and confine it to
such things as professional offices, business with limited
inventory, banks and uses similar to that, They are a
low hazard in addition maybe to low density residential,
Finally, we're said that the provosal addresses the question
what happens if the proposed historic zone falls within
the central fire district it is to be referred to the
Council, It seems to me the Council should have some
guide lines to the nature into the effect that it should
be satisfied that the project meets its spirit and intent
of the Building Code with the respect and public safety
and health, and thus can view the matter of in terms of
what the code is to achieve and also what the alternative
materials can do in terms of achieving,.

 CHM. SHAY:

Would you leave a copy or deliver to us a copy of the
suggested, ..

ATTY, WM, HOWARD:
Would you prefer in terms proposed text or Jjust suggestions.....
T can give it to you in terms of proposed text,

CHM, SHAW:

Vlny dontt you do it that way. Any questions? Thank you
Bill,

WILLIAM DONOHUR:

My name is \illiam Donohue and I live on Newfield Street,
Middletown and I am an officer and trustee of the Preservation
Trust and in keeping with your suggestion to keep 1t brief
and not repeat the one point, two points I would like to
bring out on the code itself not to argue whether the

code is good or bad but rather can it be misapplied, What

is there to say that downtovm central fire district in
Middletowvn is more of a fire hazard than the center of
Farmington, Essex or Avon Center where such restorations

or wooden construction is permiited, The other point is
today to take a look at the buildings, the four 24) buildings
that lr, Reynolds would propose to move and restore and
others in this fire district waich contain probably dated
wiring, heating facilities, The V/hite Bagle Cafe is one
oxample hemmed in on the south side by a multi use building
opened at various hours with cooking going on the prenmises,
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Of course; this building would not have an additional
building on the south side when restored it would
stand by itself and would also be used for office
space, no cooking presumably and would not be opened
at night, So that, and of course also would have
updated wiring and heating and plumbing facilities

to meet the modern building code restrictions, So I
ask you to consider the fact that these buildings
restored may in fact be less hazardous than they are
in the present state,

CHM, SHAY:
Thank you, Anyone else wishes to speak in favor of
this code?

EDWARD DeTQUR:

Yes, my name is Ed DeTour, I'm a resident in town, I'm
a former building inspector in the neighboring town of
Durham, and I'm also a teacher, 1 will be very brief,
I think that the points have been well made on,,.., may

"I first address myself as a parent and as a teacher,

I think we try as parents and as teachers to teach our
children to have respect for the esthestics., The
traditions of the past the heritage that visits upon

us particularly with the two hundredth aniversary of

the founding of our country or the indevendence of our
country coming up in just a few short years, Students
are becoming more aware of this by the information that
is being brought out that kids are doing projects, kids
are doing in school, we certainly try to carry this
owrselves, I think to destroy vpossibly a great deal of
the heritage of the lower village here in Middletown by
eliminating possibility of having some or all four or
several other houses restored and possibly neighboring
people then doing some restoration work or fixing up in

a manner that might be conducive to the era they were
built would be certainly, sortof be lying all the things
we talk about that on value that we try to present to
children, We would be replacing this with what? Metal
boxes, brick boxes, some type of thing that has all the
esthetic appeal of some of the other contemporary
structures that are being put up around our town and
every other town, Secondly, as a building inspector and
the gentlemen that made the point that just vroceeded me
very well it always struck me as a strange dichotomy as
we in Connecticut Planning and Zoning is a relatively new
commission formed in the past two dozen years, I have
visited the Midwest where they have very good formulations
and plans, A Yankee tradition, A Yankee heritage thought
of forebades of being to strict or to regulative as to
taking away the power of the individual,
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S0 therefore the problem of planning and zoning
commissions have come about very lately., But we

still do not have maintenance regulations. In the
Town of Durham in the Town of Middletown and others
one can own & very nice house, You can have a his-
torical district, You can insist they restore it
appropriately but the next door neighbor if he does
not wish to paint his house or they rent or make it
into a two family they...this is perfectly permissable
you can't do a thing about it to stop them from running
it down into the ground if you will, It is a strange
dicohotomy that prior to zoning you can have buildings
and if they are not multiple family meaning over two
by the State Building Code definition that you can
have perhaps three and four and five children in each
sets of apartments with their parents and what can be

. obviously or we might well say is a fire trap and as
~long as the change of use is not applied for to the

Building Department or Planning and Zoning Commission

it can go on infinitum being a fire trap with several
families living in it or two families, one family, As
soon as one come in with an older home takes it off

the realm of being a fire trap wants to restore into

a professional building or somethlng planning and zoning
regulative regulations which is fire dlstrlctlng stand

~in the way. I'm not saying you per say commissioner

and members I'm saying this is by the State Fire Codes
it has had to be this way, 1 speak and I urge you as
a parent as one I live in Middletown, I've lived in
Durham, I came to Middletown for one explicit reason,
Itve finally found an old house that I could afford to
buy, anl fix up hopefully., I just feel very strongly
about this that lett!s try to preserve our heritage
let!'s try to show all of the talk about our heritage
and our traditions and the common sense of doing
something like this that we are just not talking into
the wind when we talk to the young people that will

be coming after us, Thank you,

CHM, SHAlY:
Is there anyone else who wishes to speak for this
propooal? If not is there anyone who wishes to speak

in opposition to this proposal,

TED RENESON:

I'm Ted Reneson, I live at 896 Saybrook Road and I
know that it!s not relevant here because I'm appearing
as a private citizen but I am a building inspector for
the City of Middletown, a Certified Building Official
State of Comnecticut, Now in order that I'm not

being misunderstood I must make...l must begin by
saying that I'm not opposed to the preservation or
restoration of historical buildings, but when a
commercial ventures is propesed to this Commission

- and to the public this guide is an effort as a

historical preservation it verges on sacriledge,
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Equally disturbing, the fact, the Commission is befng

led into a situation which has far reaching repercussions
beyond the fmmedfate issue. It s frightening to think

that we are spending millions to demolish buildings which

make up of this s¢tructure. Elements are better suited to
remain in our most restrictive fire zone than the highly
combustfonabte structures with which we propose to replace
them and which by law are restricted from such a zone,
‘mreasonably certain that the Commission has received
pertinent excerpts from the State Building Code.,, Section
32,5, Sec. 303 and 304. I'm sorry that the first one .

302.5 and that you're aware of what I refer to in order

to save time I will forgo repetition. On the question of

the historical stgnificance 1t can be validity arqued

that aimost any building which is period designed and

is located in this City has some historical or archftectural
sfgnificance., I have no doubt that each of these buildings
when it was constructed was considered architectural gem

of that particular era and evolution of this town.

I say this, let's nreserve our historic buildings but not

in the core city. ‘Let's move them to an area outside fire

- zZones, out side the high density areas. There we can

fully enjoy them as they are intended, historfical buildings

in a historical environment. A salute to the past given

their due repsects. This attempt that moving combustionable
Structures into the heart of our town poses a very distuwvbing
question, We've begqun regressive planning, we are no longer

& sleepy 1l1ittle village along the Connecticut River. We have
outgrown that faze. The proposal before this body is suited
to that kind of environment, If as suggested by our effort

&t redevelopment we ave building and planning to corrvect the
flaws of the past. Should we not consider ourselves on the
verge of a bright new town in the hub of Connecticut with
potential Timfted only by our forsight.

I am certain that this Commission can only answer in the
affirmative and decide accordingly. Now, I certainly applaud
the fdea of being--all this being done with private capitol
and I assume 1t to be so. To merge on the point 1t might be
very well be good business judgement on the part of this
Commission to require substantial financial and performance
bonds be required to assure that the tax paying citizens are
not eventually asked to subsidizing part or total any such
venture, I would at this time like to offer some constructive
critical comments on the text before this body horeing that 1t
will be accepted in that light. 1 turned to Sec tion that was
received by all departments., I picked up there and under
Section 38, Description of Zone, "The zone is composed of land
and/or buildings and structures recommended by the Connecticut
Historical Commission as having historical or architectural
significance." Now this word recommended has been banging
around here to-night., It has been put differently. HNow I say
et it be written to read; The zone is composed of land/or
buildings and structures offfcially designated and certified
by the Connecticut Historical Commission as having historic or
architectural significance.
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Under 38.01, "No land or structures...."” I won't bother to

read this but anyway it states here, that all uses shall be
included in the HP column which presumably {s the Historical
Preservation column, No such column was rendered with this

text.

Now, as far as minimum lot coverage, net lot area is none;

1ot width, none required; front yard, none; side yard, with
none; rear yard, none, Now I can easily visulize: - that this
can cause & great deal of trouble. Supposing I was proposing
to preserve some bufldings on a plot of land in the core city.
I realize that farther on here there is a sentence which reads
that proposed historic preservation structure shall be not

less than thirty (30) feet from any structure in a contiguous
fire zone. 0.K., granted, all and good, but now, I make my
application first, I decide to put my building on the boundary.
It doesn't say from the boundary, it says from another building.
So whoever tried to develop the land next to me he better stay
thirty (30) feet away from me. It doeSnt say I have to stay
away from him, He has to stay away from me, thirty (30) feet,

ff'I come first. Now as far as lot coverage, no maximum coverage
I can cover the entire lot from boundary to boundary and stand

on law. HNow as for uses, which I have mentioned before adapted
use, harmonous with the physical characteristics and orginally
designed use of the structure. Now this is very vague, at this
stage of the game, Of course I know all of you gentlemen and I
know your judgement but who will sit in later years here? Could
they decide a butcher shop, could be a dejgnated use? How this
1s very, very vague. I have already commented. MNow here under
Section 44.08 the sfght proposed shall be specifically recommended
here recommended for preservation by the Connecticut Historical
Commissfon by reason of having been placed in 1ts survey inventory,
according to the sftes, natfonal, state wide, regional or local
importance. Now this sounds as though taken from another code.
Normally, I've read this many times and 1t normally states,

State wide, Regfonal or National. How, local, now locally, any
building, any building, I've aleeady said it, any building

almost any building that has any period design can be considered
as local architectural gem.

They offer
security against physical harm and economic damage that
has been shown throughout the country. In high density
areas fire regulations have not been observed. Basic,
what I had to say I have noticed throughout this meeting
no one heve has not been concerned with fire safety and
it has been the contention of some speaking for the pro-
posal that they do meet the standards of the fire safety.
Yet, indeed they do not meet the Code which opposes the
question that everyone should ask themselves of the
validity of the Code and this partfcular area. This
question certainly can never be answered by granting an
exception, If people honestly feel that this type of
usage and spacing does satisfy the requirements to the
Fire Zone Code then this 1s the area through which {t
should be approached, I do not feel that the integrity
of such zones can be kept within an exception.

CHM. SHAW:
Does anyone have a question for Con? Alright thank you.

B111 did you want to say anything about that or did you
Just want to leave it at that? Anyone else wishes to
speak in opposition to this?

Mr. Chairman and members of the Commission, my name {s
Atty. Jdohn Shaw, and I'm with the lawfirm of Dzialo,
Pickett and Allen. To-night I represent the Polish
National Home. Some of the members here to-night wish
to speak in favor of the amendment that would permit
general office use in R-3 and R-4 Zones as a Special
Exception., I think the Polish Natfional Home is an
example of the kind of premises that would benefit

by this amendment. In February of 1973, this Com-
mission approved the use of some space in the Polish
National Home for a Dr., because at that time Dr. and

The Dr, subsequently changed his mind and chose not to
rent the space. DOrs. and Dentists needs are very
Timited., Their requirements very strict in the uses
and often they'11 choose to build new buildings or to
purchase an entire buflding for their own and renovate
them to their needs for their fixtures, their needs for
power, etc. I think that by amending the Code to permit
more general uses, lawyers, archfitects, accountants,
engineers, etc, would provide better uses for some of
these places 1ike the Polish National Home. Thank you.

CHM. SHAW:
Anyone eise wishes to speak in favor of this proposal?

RUTH EDELBERG:

How do you do. I am Ruth Edelberg, and I own property on
South Main Street. I find 1t rather difficult to under-
stand why 1t 1s so difficult when we are surrounded by Drs.

PAUL LEGOULLEN:

Mr. Reif, Mr. Chairman, members of the Commission and
members present to-night. I am a representative of the
United Advertising as Mr. Reff pointed out in the area

of 2oning affairs for United Advertising., We also have
representation here to-nfght from the Connectfcut Sign
Assocfation. He have prepared a statement to-night which
s a recap of discussions that we have had with the Chamber
of Commerce and the Planning Commission at one occasion,

I would like to read that statement at this time,

“For the benefit of the members of the Planning Commission
and those present this evenfing, I would like to recap
events concerning the revision sign regulations, discussion
of which began in August, 1973.

At that time, 2 model ordinance was submitted to Middletown,
as it was in many communities, by the State Environmental
Protection Agency. This document was orginially drafted
some efght to ten years ago by the American Institute of
Architects. This ordinance was afred at a public hearing
on August 8, 1973 and received much rebuttal from those in
attendance., Subsequently, the Chamber of Commerce became
interested in fts evaluation and requested that members of
the C.S.A., Unfted Advertising, and {interested parties
participate in 1ts evaluation, General discussions took
place with the Chamber of Commerce in August which was des«
tgnated to set forth specific recommendations requested by
the Planning Commission. Because a professional point of
view was neccessary, we requested Mr. William Watts to make
a thorough study, which required My, Watt's coming from
Hashington to Middletown to make a personal observation

of exfsting signs and the general demographies of the
community.

Mr, Watts {s a professional planner who has specialized in
sign regulations throughout most of the 50 states, and

his expertise 1s 1recodnized by Planners as well as our
industry. This on site evaulation paved the way for the
formulation of a comprchensive ordinance incorporating the
input derived from the Chamber meetings, the planning
director, portions of the EDA Ordinance, and additional
needed provisions, standards and controls.

The ordinance as presented this evening 1s centered around
the concept that Middletown, Yike any municipality, had

to be evaluated based upon 1ts individual needs and probiems
as opposed to the concept of a blanket modei ordinance ap-
plicable to every situation or community. 7This ordinance
was again descussed at a Chamber meeting and subsequently
point by point at a Planning Commission meeting in September
by Mr. Watts. It was, I believe, the opinfon of those
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t present that the proposal was a sound comprehensive

evaluation with adequate controls and safequards, in
addition to being responsive to the community, The
subsequent review by the planning director revealed
that some areas of the proposal was either more
lenfent or restrictive than the State Building Code.
Mr. Watts realigned those areas in conflict and the
result of this overall effort on the part of all
parties {s now before us to-night.

Briefly reviewing the ordinance, it contains deletions
which presently exist in the sign regulations, which
would be in conflifict with the new document, it follows
vwith the new document, it follows with a completely
comprehensive set of definttions of varfous types of
sfgns, 1t continues with specific standards for each

zone commencing with Residential Zones, Business Zones,

and finally Industrial Zones. Allowable signage and
controls are spelled out in each zone based upon a
scale of progression, I.E. the Residential Zone being
more restrictive than the business, business being more
restrictive than industrial. Separtate regulations are
incorporated for the business sign (on premise) and the
outdoor advertising structures. The latter being per-
mitted only in the B-2, I-1 and I-2 Zones, and as a
Spectal Exceptfon in the 8-3 Zone, with spacing,
lighting, height, residential proximity and general re-
quirements all of which are in harmony with the Federal
Beautification Act which spells out further standards
that the Outdoor Advertising Industry must follow.

The standards are then followed by general provisions
and prohibitions needed to insure that existing signs
and future signs will be in harmony with the community;
to provide our businesses with adequate {dentification
and to provide a media to advertise to insure healthy,

economic growth." Thank you.

CHM, SHAW:

Before you leave there are a couple of questions that...
Changing of the tape. Hang on for a couple of seconds...
There are two points in this recommended Code which is

to a great extent reflection how your organization feels
about ¥t. One has to do with overhang from buildings of
6 feet which seem excessive to me and the other one has
to do in two different places of roof signs. One at

125 feet 1n height and the second 35 feet in height which
both secem excessfve to me., I would l1ike you to comment

a 19¢ttle bit about this from your client stand point I

guess.

PAUL LEGOULLEN:

Company oy involvement., Mr, Reif pointed out to me that
the 6 foot projection was provided in the regqulations.
It would seem in my first reactfon to Mr. Reif, as I
pointed out, Mr, Watts was the author to a ¢great degree
as & professional, with the in-put from the Chamber, and

from Mr. Reif as to what they thought was needed 1n
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) requirements and etc, But I belfeve as ! explained

to Mr. Reif, that it was probably a typographical
error. That most times projecting signs, 1f you

are considering as a facade type of installation
normally have a projection of anywhere from 12 to

18 inches, in order to house the necessary electrical
components. Now true, projecting sfgn as we possibly

~know it here in Middletown or other communities is a

sfgn which would come out with an arm or hang out

from the building., We don't necessarily and I might get
some rebuttal from the Connectiuct Sign Assocfation
representative here but we don't necessarily advocate
them in every community that we have to go in with where
they might be compatiable, and some communities and some

areas they might necessary not be {n others. Now I'm

going to ... and I have called into Mr. Hatts to get
verification on what his thoughts..,.when he had that
section for that requirement spaded and I told Mr. Reif
that I wouid get back to him on that. HNow, rough signs
and I think we're talking here when you mentioned you
had 25 ft. and I...

CHM, SHAW:
Helt there's two different...there's one 25 and one 35.

The places 1t appears... ‘

PAUL LEGOULLEN:
Business signs I think were limited to 6 foot above the

upper nost part of the roof,

COMM. SHAY:

But in 47,04.04 The General Business Zones, paragraph E,
roof sfgns are permitted provided that no signs be allowed
be eracted more than 25 feet above the roof and than fin
48,04,05, B-3 Central Business, no business signs

attached to the roof of any buildings shall extend no more
than 35 feet above such roof. It appears in two different
places and two different figures.

PAUL LEGOULLEN:
What was that last section there?

CHK, SHAW:
48.04.05, under Central Business Zone 1t 1s paragraph C,

pg. 7.

COMM. PASSANESI:
Hhy is 1t so important to have a clearance of § feet from
the roof to the bottom of the sign.?

PAUL LEGOULLEN:

"Hell this 1s for Fire Codes and so in the event that a fire

were to break out, that the firemen---peonle would be able
to gain access into all portions of that roof., I think there
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fs also some vreference made to that in the State Build-
ing Code too. If I'm not mistaken. But why roof signs?
Why were they constdered to be part of the ordinance?
Normally in your larger communities and I would have to
call Middletown a sizable community your downtown areas
are built up. There 1s not that much available land as
ve all know to bufild a structure. The only available
Jocation that are opened to us 1s the roof. This {s
bagfcally, if we were to eliminate roofs in their entirety
we would be practically eliminating most of the centralized
business area of Middletown, excepting those areas in re-
development which would have there own set of controls and
regutations, but which would leave us really stretches of
roads like Washington Street and Route 17,

CHM. SHAW:
There are places where there are mare than one sign on the

roof also so...you make no comments about that.

PAUL LEGOULLEN:

Yhat's in definition as in fact on to...it talks about
structure on page 6, item 48,04,04, paragraph C, where
we are talking about in the middle here, "such structure
shall not contain over two signs per facing." That would
be two signs in any direction,. '

CHH. SHAW:
You are saying then that there could be four sfigns on a roof?

PAUL LEGOULLEN:

Effectively it could be, VYes, but conceivably 1t would not,
due to the cngineering and due to the layout that probably
that building I know of no location that we have in our

plant that we have four signs back to back., To back, to back.
Yes, on .a roof. '

COMM., PASSANESI:
Could that happen right here?

PAUL LEGOULLEN:
No. Continuous face.

CHM. SHAW: : »
These would qualify as two signs but on a single structure but

not those two.

PAUL LEGOULLEN:

No, this would, It says here, two signs in a continuous face.
This would not form a...this was formed,..something that was
built {¥n...Now, ¥f the Commission were in a stage now I think
we have a document where we have lot of in-put into i1t. If the
Commiss{on or members indfvidually have questions as to feasi-
bi1ity here we can certainly open §t up for discussion efther
at this time or a workshop session possibly.

A hefght of 35 ft. above the roof with a five (5)
;oot,clearance that means maxium height of the sign

PAUL LEGOULLEN:

Ro, our business, now we are talking about out door
advertising and being outdoor advertising we are talking
about a standarized industry, but we are dealing with
efther a 12 X 25 poster panel or 2 14 X 48 foot bulletin..

COMM. PASSANESI:
What made you go to 35 feet?

PAUL LEGOULLEN:
Only to possibly where something that could be this way,

This is a 1iberal hefght, 1 do agree. This is to clear
possibly another obstruction 1t 1s not the height that...

COMM. PASSANESI:
Is this a-normal height?

PAUL LEGOULLEN:
IT will vary from location to locatfon, Some buildings...

of course everyone that we consider for a location has to
be fairly valuated, enginecred as to the structure, con-
struction, materials....

COMM, PASSANEST:
Then 35 feet was a good figure then.

PAUL LEGOULLEN:

We, no this is a fiqure that Mr. Watts has found to be
compatible figure in the communities of comparable size
etc., and the characteristics of Middletown.

CHM. SHAW:
To put a 35 foot sign on top of a 10 story building you've
got a sign that is 1/3'd height of the building.

PAUL LEGOULLEN:

Obviously this would not be the case, because you have a
height of 35 feet 1t doesn’'t mecan that 1t would be ex-
ercised in each particular case. It could 14n occasfon...
one instance be used but obviously a 15 fo6t building would
not be conductive to supporting a 35 foot sign. This would
not be in keeping with the esthestics and the concepts of
our businéss and our industry feel important today 1f we
want to be compatable in a community.

CHIt, SHAU: )
Questions from other Commissfoners. Thank you very much. Is
there anyone else who wishes to speak in favor of this proposal?
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 LEONARD M. TEICHER:

Leonard M. Teicher, 88 Lyman Road, West Hartford, I am
president of the Connecticut Sign Assocfation and the
first thing I want to say 1s ! don't 1ike a 6 foot
projection. This {s speaking behalf of the Conn, Sign
Assocfation, We don't see any purpose to take a Main
Street and actually clutter 1t with one sign after
another. Each one cancelling out the first sian, second
sign, third etc., So we would have no objection at al)

to see {t. Some sort of a compromise 18 or 24 {inches.

I think driving through your Main Street at 15 to 25
miles per hour which is slow enough easy enough to see
the facades. I also think 1t would be esthetically a
Tittle more correct. So there is absolutely no objection
on our part of the Code., As 1t has been written up we
would say a very well balanced Code and I think it will
probably be germaine in the growth of Middletown and I
think Mr. Reif has done an excellant job and whoever

else has been working with., That's the only comment 1...
