safer. Fight hundred feet from the intersection
here, all the way down to the main barn building,
along Long Hill Road, which we felt would be more
dangerous than walking across the street and picking
up the path.

So, we have created a connection between
two cul-de-gsac roads to bring them down to this
road.

COMMISSIONER ROBINSON: I'11 be
honest with you.

There's been
more accidents. We just got through with a
