An argument
c¢an be m~de, I think, respectfully in today's society that a
bank is such a service when you consider that in a very short
time every bank will be a full-service bank and every bank in
this state will be perforning just about the same services as
any other - that is, the distinction between the commercial

and the savings bank in the near future, I think, will be
eliminated and each bank will be offering the same services.
