This is the flrst time that a Home Occupation
had to come to a Planning and Zoning Commission Publlc Hearing.

I was explaining why this application had to come to the Planning Commission

when in the past such applications have not. The change of regulations

require that in an R-1 zone you have to apply for a special exception.

It's worth dwelling even though most of the people who are here tonight
are not here for this issue, The applicants for the Home Occupation want
to operate a Real Estate Office. This normally would have to be in a

- business zone, however the zoning code does permit Home Occupations uses for

an office. They mandate that there be no wear of merchandise involved or
exchanged, ‘Also they limit the occupancy to how many people that live in -

the house. There are other limitations, there can't be a separate entrance

from the outside and there can't be any other appearance that displays-
anything but a residential building. There are over a hundred Home Occupa-
tion certificates that have been issued for offices. Not all of them of
course are in the R-1 zone. That's basically the situation. Obviously
when this is approved some type of notation will be made on the certificate
that is made on others and all the requlrements and regulations are met.

ITEM 2. Special Exception application to permit a drive-up facility with
additional parking on South Main Street for McDonald's in the B 2 Zone
Applicant John F. Harvey, Jr. Attorney.

ATTORNEY HARVEY:

My name is Attorney Harvey and I'm representlng McDonald's. I have with

me tonight Mr. Thomas Sisson and Mr. Ron Morra our traffic expert.

I think that the Commission is aware that we are seeking a special excep-
tion under section 44.08.12 in your regulations to allow us to install a
drive~in window on the ex1st1ng_fa0111ty on South Main Street in Middletown.
‘The subject property is in a B2 zone and the site itself has over 10,000
square feet and there's 170.92 feet of frontage on South Main Street and
approximately 70 feét of frontage on Ward Street. The property is completely
surrounded by a B-2 zone. There is a pond to the immediate north. We have
a State highway (South Main Street)X to the west a gas station, I believe
across Ward Street , and a rental property to the rear. There is also a

B-2 zone across South-Main Street. The proposal..... these two maps that
are on the stand at this moment wereée both dated September 20, 1978.

The site as it is and as it will be ...... (Inaudlble) after the addltlonal
parking is installed. I also have a more graphic display which I am

about to place up.. The reason for this display is it became apparent.....
(Inaudlble) the Pollce Commission that it was of great concern that there

is a problem of traffic that exists on South Main Street and the two earlier
maps don't show you the whole picture and this does and I would like Mr.
Sisson to come forward and take you around the site and show you what

we are proposing and what we are g01ng to do on South Main Street with

your permission. I also have copies of this map for each Commission member.
Mr. Chairman just for the record I would like this-....in reference to the-
nSite Plan of McDonald' s parking gapacity. and Special service yindow
that's the title on map. Tom would you explain to the Commission what’ .
the existing changes will be and what the proposing change will be.

POM SISSON:

What McDonald's is proposing to do at this location on South Main Street.
is (1) set up a special service window for the use of our customers to
drive in and take the food home. And (2) we are picking up this dark
shaded area on the west end south side and increase our parking size,.

We presently have 76 cars thatwe d 1like to increase to 81 cars.

As the result to the Traffic Commission meetlng it was requested that we

do something to straighten out the traffic situation in this area. So
what we tried to do is first of all we took our present entrance on South.
Main Street, or it would be the n>rth side of the site, and put an island
in the center and made the left side of it about five feet wider and
eliminated 4 parklng spaces immediately in front of the store and put in

a grassed area and a new curbing. This gives us.a 1ittle larger radius
and two 17 foot wide entrances. The one to the south side would be for
people making a left turn off of South Main Street and the one o the north
side would be for right turn traffic. In conjunction with that it was
suggested to us if we could do anything about widening South Main Street

to do so. We contacted the State and they are allowing us to make an in-
crease in the pavement width-.about 2 feet on what would be the east side of
South Main Street, which is this shadedtarea here. What this allows is a
car stopping to make a left hand turn ?'®the McDonald's property and it -
allows the second car to go on by to its right side without interfering.

At the same time we are going to take out the existing guard rail thats

there and put in a new type, a more modern guard rail type. That's the
changes in regards to the entrance.

pTOM SISSON:

As I was saylng by picking up this property it allowed us to move our
present exit drive-way located between this point and this point and move
it back about 20 feet. This allows us to have another car standing at this

‘light and another car-in stacking. At the same time we are putting in

or we would like to put in and the State has allowed this is what they
call a present Mode Detector which the traffic engineer can explain better
than I, 7T¢ will help to control this traffic light from Ward Street onto
South Main Street. Also at the east end of the lot we ‘are moving this
parking that is in this green area now straight back about 20 feet, making

it straight across. This will help facilitate a smooth flow of trafflc

out of our lot. It also gives us more green arvea across the front which
will enhance ...which will help enhance the property and beautlfy the area.

,Is there a space set a51de for employee parklng?

TOM SISSON

Yes - And I might mention that because of the width of the driveway and
50 on we have decided that we'd angle four stalls in this area which is

that in other words it will be permanent parking for 6 hours without move-

ing. It won't cause any congestion by backing out.at fifteen minute
intervals. Also down towards the front we have set aside. four more spaces

_for employee parking which it will do the same thlng so it wouldn't 1nterferé

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with'inéoming traffiogto the property so that the cars can have a clear
chance to get off of Main Street. _ C '

ATTORNEY HARVEY:

What about the diffeventiation in the shading? There's a light gray area
and a dark gray area? . ,

TOM SISSON:

. The light gray area is the existing pavement as it is now with the exception

of this green area up front and this area over here which is the norxrth side
of the building in front and the south side to the east. This darker gray

- area is the new paving area which you can see on the back and on the east

end of the lot and the south side of the lot.

ATTORNEY HARVEY:

" It's true that McDonald's has a drive thru in Middletown, is that right?

TOM SISSON:

 Yes. We presently have a drive thru on Washington Street which opened in

Feburary of 78.
ATTORNEY HARVEY:

Can you explain to the Commission or tell the Commission what effect a
drive thru will have on (1) your existing business and (2) any potential
increase in business. :

TOM SISSON:

The drive thru on Washington Street should be very comparable to what we
expect here, We calculated that the increase in business there was about
4% 431%. The most that we could expect or ever hope for would be a 10%
increase in business due to the drive thru window.

 ATTORNEY HARVEY:

- What effect does it have on your existing business, namely your existing'

customers how many will chose to use the drive thru?

TOM SISSON:

From the studies that we have done over the last couple of years we have
found anywhere from 30 to 40% of our existing customers will be relocated
from coming in the store to using the drive thru with their cars, That's
traffic that would come in and not park and continue out of the lot after
they have picked up their order. i
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ATTORNEY HARVEY:

What has been the experience'in Middletown in terms of the number of“persons
who use the drive thru out of the total of sales picture?

TOM SISSON:

The one ....the store on Washington Street about 41 percent of the business
is going throuégue drive thru at the present time. '

ATTORNEY HARVEY:

Do .you recall what the sales increase was........

The Washington Street store as I said opened in February of 78 and thq&hcrease
from April to April in that store for the total business was 11.2 percent,
Forty-one percent was the percent of business that went thru the drive thru.
That means that out of 100 percent of business 41.1 percent actually went thr
the drive thru. The other 58.9 percent went...actually went in the store

and used the counter facilities. So it works out to be a 4% percent increase
in business roughly due to the drive thru itself. Since both of these stores
are in the same town and they are about equal in their volume it stands to
reason that this store would do in the neighborhood of 5% increase due to

the drive thru.

ATTORNEY HARVEY:

But your earlier testimonial was that the max would would hope for was 10%?

TOM SISSON:

The maximum that we could hopé for would be a 10% increase, and I doubt
very much that it will get that high, I would like to see it but I don't

think it will.

ATTORNEY HARVEY:

" fom on the increase in sales on the other store in Middletown does that
. have any ajustment for.inflation_in the prices over the years.

TOM SISSON:

This doesn't show that no. If you figure about a 10 to 11 percent increase

in inflation and sO on..... on that figure of sales increase its actually

less if it were customer count.

ATTORNEY HARVEY:

Is this the same proposal -~ that was made earlier in the application before
essentially was withdrawn?

H . : .

TOM SISSON:

Not in all honesty, we said all%rincrease originally. At that time we only
had a small percentage of our drive thru's in the United States built.
Six months later we've had a real crash program on this and we have a. lot

better figures to draw from and we have found that it's up to the 4% range.
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ATTORNEY HARVEY:
I. have no further questions.—

Mr Chairman at this time I would like to submit..... I would like to call
our traffic expert and in addition submit a letter from the Police
Commission in relative to this proposal which grew out of their meeting of
December 21, I don't know if it's in your file or not. '

ATTORNEY HARVEY: T o

Mr. Morra. Did you at my request pfepare a traffic.study of this site?
RON MORRA: |

Yos 1 did.

ATTORNEY HARVEY:

‘unldryou briefly for the Commission give them your credentials please.

RON MORRA:
My name'is Ron Morra and I am a registered professional engineer in the
State of Connecticut and the other New England States. I am a member of the

. Institute of Traffic Engineers, and I have been actively engaged in the
traffic engineering for the past fifteen years.

" ATTORNEY HARVEY:
" Is this the report thqt you prepared (holding réport)?
'RON MORRA: ’

Yes I did.

ATTORNEY HARVEY:

You signed it on.page_5?
RON MORRA:

Yes I did.

ATTORNEY HARVEY:

Mr. Morra. Woﬁld you briefly go through the report and explain the traffic
impact if any this proposal would have on South Main Street and Ward Street?

RON MORRA:

I believe there are enough of the reports to go around and if ydu'll follow -
"me I will go through each of the sections and you can follow me.
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Under the existing conditions I'd like to point out a couple of other things.
Just at the edge of the site there is a culvert and (Inaudible) Pamecha Pond
crossing into the brook and this is a restricted width of 30 feet from
front wall to front wall and there is no possible way to improve this
without a major construction project. The entrance drive is located i
immediately ajacent to that in the area from here to here. The green shows
the proposal which is slightly widen. The exit drive is located 35 feet
~from the curbing of South Main Street. There is some problems when the
cars do back up here in getting out into Ward Street and subsequently onto
South Main Street which our improvements will correct that problem.
. The additions that are proposed for the site as was described to you is
a drive up window which is located here and I would like to point out that
the entrance drive and notice the distance of cars that could start oul
before any interference is caused here. The procedure is to follow a car
(Inaudible) and go to a speaker system here and an Audio Board, place the
order and then drive up and again if theresanyone ahead of you in line you
" pick up your order and leave. There is sufficient storage here for about
i5 or 16 cars without getting into any problems with the entrance drive-
way and South Main Street. I compliment the modifications that are being i
made on the site, that is the drive~in and the increase in parking area.
The parking is being increased from an existing 71 which now exists to with
the added land and the reorganization of the parking stalls which will come tc
be 81 vehicles., The major improvement is this widening ot South Main Street
and this came about with the meetings that we had with the Police Commission.
There is presently as I said a restricted width here of 30 feet , fifteen
feet on either side of the center line. And that fifteen foot dimention
carries through basically through the i ntersection of Ward Street. It is
fifteen feet from the center line to the curb. Now a car stopped here try-.
ing to get in some people are able to by-pass it, we all have noticed that
people have been able to by-pass it and it has been estimated that about
- 30% of the people are able to by-pass a stopped car. However it is very
tight. A stopped car takes up about 7 feet, so that allows you 8 feet. of
by-pass. A person can do it but 70% of the people really can't so what
we propose is to widen out as much as possible. Now with this restricted
width we had to (Inaudible) back in order to clear the parapet. We obviously
can't widen out directly to the parapet and come back into pavement. -
So what we show here is pieking up a metal beam railing to protect not only
the parapet but the slope going down to the brook and. tapering it down at .
this point at the edge of the drive-way and bringing in a widening at this
point out to a full widening of three feet, it was just mentioned that it
was two feet but it is actually a proposed three feet widening which would
bring the width from 15 to 18 feet. And this 18 feet is carried back to
approximately this point and then taping back into .the existing curdb line.
Now what that 18 feet does again is the seven feet which would be used
by a car stopped to turn into the drive way now allows instead 8 feet to by~
pass 11 feet of by-pass. And we are hoping that 11 feet is sufficient for
a great number of cars in (Inaudible). Obviously it is not an ideal situa-
tion and allowsa 100 percent by-pass but 70, 80,and 90 percent of the people
will be able to by-pass without being stopped. The only problems that
might incur is that when a car is stopped here and a very large truck might
want to get by or something. Again with the restriction because of the
culvert weweren't able to widen out as much as possible into this area
the restriction of the culvert and (Inaudible). We would of liked. to
widen to this point , because this would be the normal place for a car to
drive into the existing drive way. But since we weren'twe were only able
to.develop the full 18 feet to this point. The alternate solution that
we came to is to take the drive wayspgmove it back into this direction.
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We have widen out the drive way on this side and installed this trianguiar
island so that a car would not want to come up here and obviously he would
(Inaudible). He would now naturally stop here where there is a full width

~and want to turn in in this path, The island in turn seperates the two

thru movements rather than the conversion of one drive way. They now leave

‘South Main Street basically in two drive ways and converge further on.to

the site. As an extra benefit to easing this movement in there are exist-
ing three parking spaces here and they have been removed so that there'll
be no problem of someone backing up into this left turn and causing any
kind of congestion. They have been removed and they will be a landscaped
area. The other improvement is in of the exist driveway. The exist drive

way now exists at this point, the nearest point to South Main Street.,.

CHAIRMAN PARISI:

If'i can Jjust interupt you a minute. You referenced yourself to this point

. "to South Main Street. Is it 10 feet 20 feet. If you can use a number it
-would help all of us.

RON MORRA:

The point I’m‘pointing to is the closest part of the drive way to South Main

Street.

CHM. PARISI:

The current drive-way?

. RON MORRA:

Yes the current drive-way and that's 35 feet from the curbing, from here to-
the closest point of the drive-way. This closest point of the drive-way is
being moved now further away from South Main Street and it is now 60 feet
from. the curbing of South Main Street to the closest point of the drive

. way. And that is basically as far as it can be moved with the restrlctlons

of the property line which come down just beyond the exit drive-way.

What this does do is that it allows an extra 25 feet and again being the
furthest point we can move to that allows one more car that can be stored
here on Ward Street and not block any kind of movements in and out of the
drive-way. In addition there is an existing traffic signal. It's a full

"actuated traffic signal which means there are adjustable detectors and adjus-

table time periods for all three approaches. We propose to install another
detector in the drive-way and this will be a "presence mode detector"

and by that a car drives up it will reglster a detection to the traffic
signal controller only if there is a car in presence. That is sitting over

. the detector. The minute the car leaves the detection is alutomatically

erased.  So therefore if a car comes up and he turns right he would for an
instance register a detection, but as soon as he turns right and left the
detector the detection would be wiped out. However if he is sitting here

he would call in the detector, call in the signal rather than having to get
out onto Ward Street and hit this other detector which is .in Ward Street.
Secondly, if there is cars backed up and they begin to move out and then
vehicles leaving the parking lot then move out hitting this detector in series
with this one would provide him with enough time to leave and get out onto :
South Main Street rather than suffering with the possibility of getting out

the: drlve -way and then being caught in this area where then a red light would
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be facing you. So we hope moving the drive-way this way (pointing to map)
and putting in the detector to compliment -the existing traffic signal will
cure some of the problems that exists in the area now. Widening will cure
the problems of by-passing and (Inaudible) any traffic going in at this

.point, the widen drive way the island will ease the traffic coming in from

both directions. In general the three major improvements the entrance
drive-way, the widening, and the exit drive-way with the modification of

the signal all will benefit traffic movement in the area. There is no other

modifications effecting this area other than the extra traffic that would
be generated by the drive-in window, and I'd like to address that now.

At the last page of the report, it's the last page of the appendix, it shows

g summary of a turning movement count that we took at the location,at the
existing location. And it was taking through most of .the afternoon and

into the evening hours. The count indicated that obviously there are

three movements out of the site. Oné Tright onto Ward Street, one left

and then south on South Main Street a left and then northon Nor th (South)Main
Street. These three movements comprise the total Exiting movement and they

average 140 during the P.M. hours. That is the hours from 4:30 to 7:30

through the major peak hours of the roadway and the evening hours, peak hour

use of the site. The highest roadway hour occured at 5:15 and 6:15 and at

this time the site did experience a higher exiting traffic..... that experiences
158 cars coming out at this period. Then obviously the traffic drops very
iow the next hour and then begins to build up again as the evening generates

‘as the seven o'clock evening generates more customers to McDonald's.

As Mr, Sisson indicated the use of the drive-in window will be somewhat
around. 30 to 40 percent of the total customers to the site. However that's
not a 30 or 40 percent increase in total vehicles entering. Many of the
customers will be using the drive-in window......existing customers who will
be simply reoriented from using the inside counter service and.will be
reoriented to drive-up window service. . And we anticipate a maximum increase
in traffic of 10 percent. With 158 cars going out in the peak hour, not

the average hour but the peak hour, this amounts to about approximately

16 additional cars over the hour. - The right turns from the drive-way onto
Ward Street constitutes about 50 percent of the exitings movements. So we

~anticipate that extra 16, 50 percent of those will also travel down Ward

Street, so that's 8 vehicles. 8o what we actually anticipate entering onto
Ward Street will be an additional 8 cars per hour. Four of which will turn
south and four which will turn north.

ATTORNEY HARVEY:

You mean entering onto South Main Street?
You mean 8 cars entering onto South Main Street?

RON MORRA:

There will be 8 cars leaving the drive-way going onto South Main Street.
Four of these eight will be directed -to the south and four of these eight
will be directed to the north, and eight cars added to the (Inaudible)

is extremely minimal. The Department of Transportation has an...... ~.vecount

data along South Main Street and it's broken up into three areas. .

Area one is from the connection with Route 9 to Farm Hill Road, which is to
the north of the site. This area carries 16,500 vehicles per day. B ;
Area two (2) which is from Farm Hill Road to Rout 155 carries 11,300 cars per

day.m And area three (3) is from 155 to the Durham Line and that carries

“_
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9,800 cars per day. So it does show that the volume is continually _
decreasing as you go south on South Main Street. The site is in area two,
where somewhere in that area the average traffic in a day is 11,300, and
during the peak hours it's 800. We conducted a count ourselves on Ward

‘Street and found that the daily traffic on Ward Street was 3,000 cars, and

(

Street during the peak hour 500 is in one approach and 300 is in the other,
One way of figuring the capacity of an intersection is what is termed a

during the peak hours the volume was 300. Of the 800 that is on South Main

" conflicting movement count. That is you add up all the counts which are
“conflicting with each other. and see howclose they approach the 1,200.

The reason you use 1,200 is that it is considered to be the sea level of
service for an intersection. A sea level of service is the....is a moderately
acceptable 1level of service for an intersection of this type. The lower
the letter, (4 )being the best, (B)being not as good, (C)being the average, :
D)being a little bit worse, and(F)being totally stopped. (C)level of service
is acceptable and that would have 1,200 vehicle conflicts. There 1s no con-
flict between the cars which go south and cars that go north on North (South)
Main Street. They can obviously go together without conflieting with each
other. But what does conflict is the ones that go south on South Main Street,
and the vehicles that turn left into Ward Street and the vehicles that come '
onto Main Street from Ward Street. Now this total is somewhere in the
ranges of 8 or 900 vehicles per hour at the maximum peak, if all the peaks
were to correspond together. This is well below the maximum. of 1,200 -
which we would want for a sea level service and even further below . the '
1,440 which is acceptable at a(D)level of service.. So the intersection
right now is running between an(A)and a(B)level of service.  And again
the additional eight cars as compared to that 1,200 maximum is relatively
un~noticable at this location. ' _

In conclusion of the report is that we have three pluses . We have the
revised entrance drive, we have the revised exit drive, and the modifications.
to the signal and the widening of South Main Street, all of which will

correct problems that exists there today,all of which will help improve
traffic conditions that now exists on South Main Street. And there is one

minus and the minus being the additional 16 cars that are generated, eight

of which are entering onto South Main Street. So we feel that the three
pluses far out weigh the one minus of the additional cars and that the
overall system will be an improvement to the traffic conditions in this area.

"ATTORNEY HARVEY:

Will this proposal impare the movement of thru traffic via congestlon and
reduction of street capacity or through storage in back up of vehicles
in a public way whlle waiting service at the site? : '
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RON MORRA:

No it will not. In fact it will improve tremendously any congestion on

the site. The drive-up window is well into the site and we have eliminated
the parking spaces close to the road to reduce any possibility of any
ongestlon :

"ATTORNhY HARVEY

Now under the Mlddletown regulations I think it's Section 40, there is a
requirement for  minimal parking, I think it's 40.04. 19, Have you had a
chance to review those requirements in light of what is proposed here

today. _
RON MORRA:

Yes I have. The requirements in Section 40.04,19"Restaurant or similar
places dispensing food,;drinks or refreshments and drive-ins" containg
three sections. One(l) parking space for each fifty (50) sq. ft. of floor
area devoted to patron use, excluding rest rooms, within the establishment.
With the square footage for patron use basically the first third of the
building up to the counter and basically up to the drive-in window this
requires 25 parking spaces. The second part of the requirement is''one

(1) parking space for each eighty (80) sq. ft. of ground area devoted to
patron use on the property outside the establishment'" and there are six
area of patron use outside the establishment. The first is the front patio
section, although all of this will not be for patron eating purposes. This
will have a sign and it will have a bike rack and some landscaping.

"This may p0351b1y be used for patron use though. Then there are five 1itt1e

areas up here which is the outdoor seating area. These six areas combined
require 21 parking spaces. Then the third requirement requires one space

for each two employees and it's antiecipated to have 20 employees on the site
so this requires an additional 10 parking spaces. (Inaudible) requires

56 total_parking spaces and the site plan as proposed has 81 parking spaces.

Do you know whether or not this proposal (Inaudible) effect the health and
safety of the residents and workers in the area?

We expect anywhere's between 30 to 40% of our business (based on the

COMM., LOFFREDO:

In terms of flow though you expect a possibly 10% increase on top of
that is that right?

TOM SISSON:

Onrthe outside we do expect an increase (Inaudible)..... e

COMM. LOFFREDO:

In terms of traffic flow then in a course of an hours period, adequately
how many cars could you have...... when someone goes to get something at

this service window is the average service time 2 minutes 3 minutes....?

TOM SISSON:

I should of explained this to you more. Cars come into the lane and a
car reaches this two way speaker, stops there and a detectdr notifies

‘the. girl that there's a car there then he or she asked what the order is

and then they give them the order and she puts it in then they are
directed to proceed to the booth itself. Once they get to the booth
they pay for the product and get the product. That whole transaction
time takes from the speaker post to the booth and on their way out, about

30 seconds
COMM. LOFFREDO:
Thirty seconds?
TOM SISSON:

Yes. We have done it in fourtéen seconds, that's a record so far.
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COMM. LOFFREDO:

That's the average 30 seconds? How many dars can you adequately service'then in a
course of an hour without causing back up then? _ }

‘TOM SISSON:
Well let's see, there's sixty minutes in an hour, 120cars an hour.

Can I say one’ thlng before you go on,

About the thirty seconds that Tom has talked about it takes thirty seconds to
dispurse a customer, so actually its going to at the rate of thirty
seconds leaving thls window. If no one else was in line. you could

get your order and you could drive up and pick it up and leave. But if
somebody else was in line you might give your order and perhaps wait 2
minutes to be able to get to the window. But from the window or from

the speaker platform they will be leaving at the rate of 30 seconds.

So the drive-in window concept can handle at that 30 seconds which is a
long time it's well above average actually. The thirty seconds the drive -
up window can handle 120 cars per hour. Now the figures we gave you of
158 and 40 % of that meaning this is 60 that is the absolute peak hour
that we counted throughout the whole day. That was on a Friday night which

COMH. LOFFREDO:

So with thirty seconds I figure approximately you are talking at your peak
hour right now with your 1ncrease p0551b1y maybe 80 cars. Of that 158
40% of that and .......

RON MORRA

Perhaps perhaps cldSérto that.mif yoﬁ use alithénmthmf figures, yes.
The maximum growth, the maximum 40%, perhaps at the most 80 cars.

CHAIRMAN PARISI:

I have one obvious question. What about the people who are going to park
there and go in and eat....with this drive in lane that you have going around
the store how are they g01ng to get there?

.TOM SISSON:

I'had a case at the store....a court case came up in regard to something

else but I checked into....I was concerned about accidents that might be
caused by people walking through cars that are in the lane. The company ‘
has no records and this is in all honesty, there has never been an accident -~
involved with a pedestrian in regards to the drive-thru lane in any of ‘
our stores in the Country and we have roughly.2,000 drive- thru windows

in the United States now. _
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CHAIRMAN PARISI:

Are there any more questions from the Commission?

We had Mr. Sisson addressing himself to a percentage, and we _
don't know weather he's talking the great dollars that are to be taken 1n,
the cars or number of people. Then I picked up that the engineer is
using these same percentage against the number of vehicles that come
through this parking lot. So again we have a confusion.
As I told you at the prior meetings if their doing twenty-thousand dollars
($20 000) a day he's talklng about 40% is going to go through the window
and average two dollar per person you figure out how many cars can go there.

.garbage and I picked this up at the end of my drive way this evening coming

and noise that has been a fallout from the already existing commercial
development on Route 17. I think that this drive-in window concept '
shouid_belwithoutravdoubt_discardedf“ Thank you. -

- My name is MariaﬁnerCorona and I'm here representing my husband and my-

self., We own the Chevron Station and McDonald's closest neighbors..

This is our third time too. ~And McDonald's site size has not.changed.
1111 remind you Commissioner's that it's still one quarter of an acre.
I have in my hand buy one Big Mac sandwich and you get one free. And

'_ McDonald's has a slogen and it's called '"nobody can do it like McDonald's

can”. . And believe me I think that's true. Before 1 discuss this zoning
aspects I would certainly like to try...(Inaudible) perhaps severely

 ¢riticize them for proposing a drive-in window when we are forced with

C

odd even energy saving measures from President Carter to Ella Grasso to

Mr. Marino to the gasoline dealers in  Middletown. Anybody that proposes

a drive-in window of any kind in this City is certainly out of keeping
with. the rest of the nation. And I cannot believe that McDonald's would
propose that as a public image when they are so concerned about getting
our youngsters at age three up to get a Big Mac. Nobody can do it like
McDonald's can. There is one thing missing in this very nice colored

map. And that is the parking spaces are not delineated. And we are

very close to McDonald's and we perhaps can tell them more about their
traffic pattern then their traffic expert.. If we were to close our -

entrance on Ward Street, McDonald's would be in serious trouble. Even

though they are 30 or 35 feet away. from the intersection of South Main Streétl

We spend from quarterto seven in the morning and until recently until
9 o'clock at night but now until & p.m. we watch McDonald's all the time

‘out’ of necessity. People have to come down Ward Street and cut through

our property because Ward. Street cannot accommodate the existing traffic -

count from Midstate who in turh called the Connecticut Department of

Transportation and the average daily traffic on a. segment of Route 17

between Randolph Road and Farm Hill Road was eleven thousand (11,000)

- vehicles ‘in 1975,and sixteen thousand (16,500) five-hundred vehicles

in 1977. If you were to apply that same ratio that would give you for

" South Main Street conservatively with the growth factor build in 21,500

vehicles per day. And if your familar with the way the Department of-

~ Transportation computes their daily traffic count they also take the _
curb cuts on South Main Street and this brings up another very interesting.
‘subject. We have not discussed Norfolk Street which is perhaps about

300 feet maybe less than that away from the etrance to McDonald's.
The back up on Friday afternoon and often on Thursday afternoon.goes as

but to have unmitigated goal so that you can get a Big Mac because those
of you who travel South Main Street know bhow difficult it is to (Jnaudlble)
at any time of the day. Try a quarter to seven in the morning with

Pratt & Whitney traffic right on to e:ght o'clock at night

The last time around McDonald's presented you and all of us w1th some
traffic volumes. Their four thirty to seven thirty p.m. they indicated
that they. had 339 as their peak traffic. on number four of the diagram,

" and I'L1 show VOWe v s os which means that they are coming out of Ward Street

and making a.left hand turn into South Main Street and that's our peak
traffic time for people coming.home-and.so‘forth.

.I question their site plan as far as the trafflc spaces not being delineated

because on a quarter of an acre which is about what they said 10,000 square-
feet it's extremely difficult to get the people driving around to a drive-
in window and people trying to back up and trying to get in. Incidentally
"Mr. Kalita's point about the handicapped is very well taken. McDonald's
has no accommodations for people in wheel chairs If you were to go there
tomorrow morning for a hamburg in a wheel chair you would have to have
someone help you because they have no ramp. So that's just a side line.

It really has,very little to do with zoning I'm sure. '

But ihe public safety on the whole street really does concern all of us.
The public safety of people stacking up on the site, even though they
take only thirty seconds once you get to that automatic window the kids
do have an ineclination if they can stay in their cars they certainly will.

1 also see the widening of South'Maln Street
by two feet as a farce, particularly if you have a tractor trailer g01ng
south and stops at the light on Ward Street and you have several cars com-
ing the opposite direction two feet isn’'t going to mean anything. 1In
