VICE-CHAIRMAN CHAMBERLAIN:
Any Correspondence at this time?

GEORGE REIF:
No, no correspondence at this time.

VICE-CHAIRMAN CHAMBERLAIN:
Anybody want to speak for this particular petition please

step forward.

RICHARD C. PARMELEE, ATTY.: ,

Gentlemen of the Commission, my name {is Richard C, Parmelee,

I'm an attorney at law, practicing law with Charles W. Snow,

as a partner, 164 Court Street, Middletown., I'm here in behalf
of the Sisters of Qur Lady of the Garden. I would like to say
first that in regard to this Special Exception that the plot

of land on which the property is located is east of S, Main
S¢reet Ext.; on Round Hi11 yRoadbn the south side. It was the
former residence of Henry Petrofsky, a contractor in Middletown
known to many of you. It is quite a large home and I would say
substantially of a ranch style. On the property there is a

small pond, The water supply is from wells with a private

septic tank disposal system set up. ?Be Sisters whom I represent
are from an order(its based in Rome)/Italy. Every member of

the order . 1is affiliated with it. The operation here in
Middletown is from Italy and some have been here for some

period of time. All the Sisters associated with the order here
in Middletown are present with the exception of two who are

away on other purposes. Some of these ladies have had special
educational courses at various institutions of learning in
Connecticut, including southern Connecticut. They have worked
with children at Stonegate School in Durham, which is a school
for retarded children. They have worked mostly in the educational
end of it and the set of such menial tasks as cleaning work and
etc, Their association goes back to the very early days of
Stonegate School which is not very old., This school has 250
children. As I have said each on of these nuns comes from Italy.
They speak English. they have been here long enough to be well
acquainted with our society and community habits and thefamily
habits of the area. Prior coming to Middletown they did work in
Massachusetts and New York State with other members of this order
and other orders., They are very dedicated people, Somewhat by
accident 1 became acquainted with them in their early history
when they were trying to buy property in my home town of Durham,
I've been agsociated with them in one thing or another since that
time. I can attest personally, my wife can, for their dedication
to the dealing with children, and children that have severe draw
backs etc. I mention this because we may be dealing with property,
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but I think it's unimportant to your Commission to

~know these ladies have---well qualified and well abled

to deal with children and they are proceeding under this
part of your Zoning Code the exception part, Residential
District 44.08.02, Day Nursery and Kindergarten. They
have checked into all possible requirements including
some State requirements. They feel they can fulfill it.
If sometime afterwards, after this meeting and before
you make a decision they invite you to come preferably
by appointment to the home and see the grounds, see the
home and the facilities that they have to offer in
connection with the work they want to undertake.

Now, their proposal would be dealing with a number of
children three thru five. They are thinking of dealing
with a number of childre of 20 to 25. Transportation
would be furnished by the parents or others. School
bus transportation to be contemplated. The building

of special buildings etc. is not contemplated. Their
will be some chavrges. Each one of you probably know
these ladies cannot receive one nickle or compensation
for their work., The funds received from this and their
teaching and other duties at Stonegate School will be
used to pay on their debt and for the home and also used
to provide a living in some comfort at this home.

I think that, I am told, that there's a need for this in
Middietown. I believe that, that other similar insti-
tutions but from what I understand you could use several
more. This 1s out in a rural area. It's important for
you to understand and in respect to this that the
house on the property 1s located approximately 400'

south of the highway. It is a small highway. There is
no great use of the highway and I can't see where traffic
would be increased and the extent would be of any serious
consequence in your consideration of this use.

At this time I would Jike to call on Sister Marie Antoinette,
to tell you more specifically of their plans and wh they
want to do. I'm sure she would be glad to answer/&ﬁ stions
the best she can do, in connection with the school. Before
she speaks I would ltike to call your attention to the fact
that this as you know obviously a non-profit organization.

It is unduly incorporated as such in the State of Connecticut
as a non=-profit institution, with the Secretary of State,
Sister Marie Antoinette is President, under the State law,
but hey title in the re]&aious order is different. Sister
Marie Antoinette would/YYKe to €11 these gentlemen what

your plans are.

VICE-CHAIRMAN CHAMBERLAIN:

Sister could you come up heve please so we can take it down
on tape.
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SISTER MARIE ANTOINETTE:

Before I tell you anthing about our purpose of opening

a nursery school I'd like to tell you we want to
establish the needs of our society. Our founder told

us many times the advantage of the people that we work
with should be the guiding principle of any organization.
With this in mind we have looked into the community of
Middletown and we have asked for the most urgent need

of this particular community and many people have brought
to our attention a nursery school or a day care center
which will meet some of the needs of the working mothers
or friends who would like to send the children for part
of the day to expose them to some type of early learning
experiences, We have given this a lot of thought to this
plan, We have discussed in our monthly meetings with
the organization of the ladies and men we have and they
all thought this would be agood idea and when they began
to ask about it. That is why we planned for it and
reached this stage. Actually what we would like to do

15 open a nursery school for children ages 3 to 5. The
nursery school would be five days a week, from 8:30 to
3:30, It will be opened for children of all beliefs and
of any social income., It's going to be for normal
children. A parent presents their children for the all
day session or the morning or afternoon session which
ever os convenient for them, Ye are doing this mostly

to meet their needs. As Mr. Parmelee said it's going

to be a tutfon fund to meet of running the school. 1If
you have any questions that I can answer....

VICE-CHM, CHAMBERLAIN:
Are the hours definitely going to be from 8:30 to 3:307

SISTER MARIE ANTOINETTE:

Yes, except if their is any mother that has to go to work,
at 7:30 and asks us to pick up her child at 7:30, UWe

are here to serve the community and we feel that this is
part of our services, It is not a money making scheme,

We don't want to make money on it. Ye want to serve the
Community. If the parents comes to us and tells us...look
I've come to you at 3:30 and I will be to your place at
4:30, we cannot just tell them. Ye've got to serve them.

COMM. PASSANESI:
How many children will you have there?

SISTER MARIE ANTOINETTE:
The most 25, We plan to have 20 to 25.

COMM, PASSANESI:
Are you planning to increase the size of the building or will

the building stay....

SISTER MARIE ANTOINETTE:
@e are not planning to increase any building or anything, but...
in the future if we see this is the demand of the community, if
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they're many parents aSking to pool their children

we cannot meet then their needs, probably ‘have to

but whatever we do it will be done, keeping in mind
the welfare, the house and the safety of our neighbors

and the community.

COMM. AUGUSTINE:
Does it meet all State requirements?

SISTER MARIE ANTOINETTE:

Yes.,

VICE-CHM, CHAMBERLAIN:
And you'll be open five days aweek, this is Monday thru

Friday.

SISTER MARIE ANTOINETTE:
Friday....yes.

VICE-CHM. CHAMBERLAIN:
HOw about the yard., W3%11 you fence in the yard to keep
the children in their own play area or on your own

property?

SISTER MARIE ANTOINETTE:
I don't think we have any need of that because there are

going to be four sisters and we have only about 20 to
25 childrer. So actually so small that each sister can
control a small group that he has . There's no problem.
for that,

COMM., PASSANESI:
How many sister will live there all the time?

"SISTER MARIE ANTOINETTE:

How many sister will live there? There are 7 of us and
part of us will be still working at Stonegate School.

COMM. PASSANESI:
And how many sisters will be on the premises most of the
time?

SISTER MARIE ANTOINETTE:
Between 4 and 5.,

COMM, PASSANESI:
I understand that no one is going to sleep there and the
building will not be occupied 24 hrs. a day.

SISTER MARIE ANTOINETTE:
The sister will but not....

COMM. PASSANESI:
The sister will. How many sister will be there?

SISTER MARIE ANTOINETTE"

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VICE-CHM, CHAMBERLAIN:
Does anybody else have any more questions? Does

. anybody else wish to speak for this petition?
ATTY. RICHARD PARMELEE:

May I please, Commission, this lady is president of
the guild auxiliary that functions with this order
and she and her husband both would like to speak.

VICE-CHM., CHAMBERLAIN:
Will you please identify yourself,.

MARIA PENNUTO:
My name is Maria Pennuto, I live at 96 McDowell Road,

Middletown., I've been acquainted with the Sisters for
the past 6 months and I have a daughter 3 yrs. old.

I was talking to the Sisters about a nursery school
for other mothers that belong to the club., We talked
about it and I think that this is something very nice.
It's needed in Middletown really because we don't

have that many nursery schools and all mothers like I
vork and my husband workg apd I would like to have my
daugher start insted of/8%EAB$ sitter. To be able to
send her to a nursery school where shdwill learn
something not just a religion but everything else.
This is 1ike pre-school with the Sisters like they
plan to have it. So I think you people should consider
to 0.K. the Nuns for what they have in mind because

"I think they are qoing to do a great job. Thank you.

VICE-CHM. CHAMBERLAIN:
Thank you. Hext., Will you please identify yourself again.

SAL PENNUTO:

I'm Sal Pennuto of 96 McDowell Road. I think we should
stick with it. I'm all for it. There are many other
men as in the society are and as far as tution is called
to the children everybody is willing to pay whatever is
needed to support this day care center. That is it,

VICE-CHM. CHAMBERLAIN:

Thank you. Is there anyone else which to speak for this
petitions. 1Is there anybody wish to speak against this
petition..

MRS. DESMOND DEVILLE:

My name is Mrs. Desmond DeVille (Gloria DeVille) my
husband and I live directly across fiom the Sisters on
Round Hi1l Road. Now as the attorney said they are the

~house...is directly....quite a distance away from the

main thoroughfare of Round Hill Road but their drive-
way is directly opposite ours and this is a very narrov
Street which has been imporved by the City and the
two~-way traffic in front of our house leaves a bit of
room to be desired, I mean you have to be careful in
backing out of the driveways. It is hazardous on our
street. e don't dispute the needs to begin with.

ATl of the neighbors in the area don't dispute the need
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for a day care center in Middletown. We are considering.
We would like the board to consider the location seeing

how our area is a residential area and the character of

the area is the same. ¥e would peefer of course, that

a more suitable location would be found for a day care
center since the City does seem to feel that there might

be a need for this. A rural location as ours is convenient
to no one if you live next door. We do oppose this

special land exception the fact that it is zoned residential
has some bearing on it I hope. How we feel further that a
business enterprize which this would not be technically but
for intensive purposes for houses around would be. Seems
to delute the residential character of the area making it
no longer restricted residential area and this way paves
the way for its own growth and for the infilteration of
other commercial exceptions., As the directors of this
particular venture_ the daily flow of automobile traffic
through our streets and pass our houses will be greatly
increased with its attended hazards:

Now, if the timing is 8:30 and if it's 8:30 to 3:30 that
would mean 25 ¢ rs at 8:30 and 25 cars at 3:30 and if it's
8:30 to 12:30 that would be 25 again at 12:30. Qur children
would ride their bikes in the road, we would have people
backing out of driveways and it would mean an increase in
deliveries., The noise pollution would be increased., It is
a very steep driveway the Sisters have., Unfortunately as
they know in the winter and each ca¥ that agoes up is very
loud and this may not mean anything but our house is very
near the driveway. The peace and quite of the neighborhood
really would no longer exist and the Sisters said that they
would like their peace and quite too, we all-would,

In the unseemly innoxiousSize of this venture at the present
time does not, all to the fact that it will change the
residential character of the neighborhood and leads the way
to bigger and better things and therefore we are opposed,

"fle enjoy having the Sisters in the neighborhood as a

convent but we do not look forward to the possibility of
the nursery school in this location. Thank you very much.

VICE-CHM, CHAMBERLAIN:

Thank you. Anybody else wish to speak against this petition?
Hr. Carta will you please come closer so that we may pick...

JOSEPH CARTA:

Joseph Carta, Round Hill Road. Commissioners I would like to
point out a few facts. First of all what Mrs. DeVille said I
support it whole heartedly. As far as Mr, Parmelee, I agree
with him, we have lovely Sister. They're very capable,
they're compe tent and etc. I think my m dn concern is here
when I received this legal notice as a certified letter, is
an application for a Special Exception land use. In my
opinion whether it's a day nursery or whatever the case my

be you still open Pandora's Box. I would like to ¢ 41 your
attention to one thing that happened two years ago. It may
be velevant, it may not be relevant but my opinion is very
important., Two years ago at this same hall there was a
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variance, another special exception land use for a
radio station on Round Hill Road up the hill, This
Radio station is by a religious group also. There

' were suppose to play tapes,they had all kinds of

engineers, technicians. Believe me, I don't know
where they got all the money for all those men to
come over proven that this interfer with any of the
people on Round Hi11 Road in any shape or manner, Up
until today, all the neighbor around that area un-
fortunately...they are having a bad T.V. reception.
They can't do anything about it., It's a very un-
fortunate situation. In my opinion I think it's very
relevant. Now, Mr. Parmelee definitely stressed that
there is 4 acres of land on this particular premises.
Let me call your attention to I would say three and
three quarters acres of this land 1 in f ont of the
premises and not in the back, Gentlemen, I can
foresee in especially in the winter time twenty-five
cars coming down Round Hill Road and you'll have an
exceptionally hazardous driveway.

Joseph Monarca, Maple Shade Road, Middletown, I'm
for the Sisters in fact as far as the road not being
wide enough we have day a day school right across my
house on Maple Shade Road and we don't even know
that there's a school there and the road 1is only
about 22 ft. wide which is a 1ittle narrower than the
road on Round Hi11 Road. As far as the houses being
close to the convent, I think the closest house is:
about 8 or 900 ft. away from it. ATl the facilities
for the day school will be taken care of. It's been
approved by the State and there's other work to be
done which the Planning Commission wants déne and
they'll be taken care of. So I'm for the Sisters.
Thank you.

COMM, MYLCHREEST:
How many children are there in this school you mentioned

in your neighborhood?

JOSEPH MONARCA:
There's about 20...and we don't even know that there's
a school there.

VICE-CHM, CHAMBERLAIN:
Thank you., Anybody else?

JOHH RONTONDO:
I''m John Rontondo, I live on Bartholomew Road I agree
with Mr., Monarca for the same thing. Thank you.

VICE-CHM. CHAMBERLAIN:
Just a minute you've spoken befdre. Please let's ....
Anybody else who hasn't spoken before.

WOMEN'S VOICE [N AUDIENCE---UNIDENTIFIED
This isn't of record...irFelevant what they are saying.
They don't even live in the neighborhood.

Well they're still citizens of Middletown and the
general area $o they have a right to be heard. Thank
you Mrs, Carta.

I think it you look at it they probably are two or
three hundred similar driveways in Middletown with

The narrower the
driveway is a conventional drive for a home. The hill
is not really particularly great. I know some of the
hill and I 1ive on a really big hill, I think these
things conjure up the people, have peers the facts
won't justify.(VOICES IN AUDIENCE SAY THEY CAN'T HEAR)

think the best determination can be made as I suggested
earlier as a group visit these premises,

VICE-CHM. CHAMBERLAIN:

. VICE-CHM. CHAMBERLAIN:
Any Correspondence?

GEORGE REIF: .
There is. It might be significant 1f we had the presen-

tation and then the correspondence,

VICE-CHM., CHAMBERLAIN:
Who wish to speak for this petition, please step forward,
identify yourself.

RICHARD HANEY:

Commissioner, I'm~Mr, Haney, Director of the Greater
Middletown Community Corporation, We have asked this
evening that we would be allowed to present a new sub-
division. As you know six months ago we came before the
Commission and asked for a 65 unit planned residential
development in the areas between Randolph Road and Sand
Hi1l Road. You'll also note there was a areat deal of
concern voiced by the residences of the area concerning
traffic flow and more strongly the drainage problems that
existed in the area. As you know the Commission denied
our initial request based upon what they felt was inadequate
engineering data at that time. As a result of that we
retained Mr. Frederick Radcliffe as a consulting engineer
to do some soil analysis, some borings and we did take
some borings, We felt that the drainage problems were not
as severe as people had thought and that they could pe
overcomed. However , in the meantime, it appeared that
another developer so requested from the Commiséion an
addition 65 unit P.R.D. As we looked at it we felt that
in some way this may concern the residents of the area
and as a community group we have....we have hence decided
to withdraw as we have done our request for Planned
Residential Development in the area. However, we are
requesting that the parcel (OPENING THE MAP)gentlemeny
mehely a perimeter boundary. You can see is a perimeter
survey which we had done and this is a topographicatl
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study which we asked Mr, Radcliffe to do for us. The
citizens and the Commission were concerned because of
the types of soil in a large area here. Randolph Road
was here., Xaview High School is here and Sand Hill
Road butts in here, You can see we did have several
different grades of soils here., Admittedly in this
particular area they were not to good. This area was
fairly good however it was...there was st. 111 some
concern with this area would be wet. We had scattered
thru the site a road, a serpentine road to come thru
here to tie to Randolph Road with 65 clustered single
family dwellings. We had planned to resubmit after
the initial reaction we received from the residence fin
the area. It was our feeling they they fedt that they
did not want to see any of a condominium units go into

. the area. In looking at it again we have oconsidered

leaving it cut to go single family dwellings and still
tie it in. However, it was a development in this area,
so that we've would have been looking somewhere- in the
interior of 135 units. We concured that this may be
difficult to _the subsoil conditions. Their would be
definite]y/Hgve a problem. Yhat we are asking this
evening gentlemen that you consider....we have eliminated
this whole area here and we have eliminated this whole
area here, He are going nowhere near Sand Hill Road at
all. We have asked merely if I might just place an
overlay here on this small parcel there is one home
existing on the parcel now. MWe are askina for a standard
subdivision which actually exceed the 15,000 sq.ft. re-
guirements in a straight subdivision., The roadway which
is planned as a cul-de-sac is 650 ft. which also is
within the criteria. UWe plan now, we are asking that we
put up 10 single family dwellings on particular parcel.
As you can see the soil is typed A-1. In a moment I'11
present Mr, Radcliffe to further expound on that. I think
that we have taken into consideration concered of the
Commission of the City and of the residence in the area,
We are asking for this 10 lot subdivision. The homes
p]anneq will be in the mid upper 20's range. They will be
compatiable., They will be raised ramhes and standard
ranches consisting of three bedrooms, livingroom, dining
room and kitchen, bath and a half and a two car garage.
I wgu]d like to at this time introduce Mr, Radcliffe, our
engineer to answer any questions that the Commission may
gﬁve concerning the soil condition and the topography of
e area.

FREDERICK RADCLIFFE:

Gen?]emen of the Commission my name is Fred Radcliff. I'm

a civil engineer and practicinag in Essex, Conn. Several
months ago the Greater Middletown Community Corporation

ask me to study the pieces of land in question on Randolph
Road and recommend to them a proceedure they might follow to
deve}ope the land and for a Planned Residential Development,
We did in fact conduct a report and I'1] have to say the
report was perhaps negative as far as their point of view was
concerned in that. We did find several problems that at the
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very best would be extremely difficult to overcome,

Three areas concerned are concerned at that time have

to do with the soil conditions, traffic situation on
Randolph Road and the storm drainage problem. We

found out from the State at that time there was in

fact inadequate site distance and if anything we're

going to be developed here would have to be done under

the 0ffices of the State Traffic Commission which

would undoubtly require some sort of signalization.

Traffic 1ight or blinker or what have you. WHe found

also that the piece of land a portion of the tract

closest to Randolph Road was a very good type soil

being classified as an A type soil by the Department

of Agriculture which is substantially is a sand and

gravel., As you went back north into the track other

types of soil were encountered. Some of which came

under the category of unsuitable. Either they would

have to be removed or reworked or somehow or another

they would have to be confronted and the problems

solved., Lastly we uncovered a rather complex storm

runoff situation., If my memory serves me right without
going into the report now I think it encompassed close to
4,000 acres of land and when I got into this I really
coutdn't believe what was happening. Somebody in the

first hearing mentioned Pandora's Box. I felt I

certainly had opened the led on it. I think that the

Dept. of Public Works and the the Planner are aware

what's in that report. The problems outlined in there

gp far beyond this project and I didn't really know what
exactly what I was looking for but I found what was there.
In any event the point that was brought out in the report
is that the Greater Middletown Community Corporation

was in fact a member of the water shed and whatever they
did there they would have to hold themselves accountable.
for. They would be making a contribution in excess what

the down stream area could take. Well, that would have

to be evalu ated 1in terms of the whole problem. It's

not the kind of thing that lends itself to a scientific
conclusion. In any event as subsequent to my submitting
this report and may be as partically as a result of the
report the Community Corporationdecided to back off of

that approach and attempt a more conventional approach

in developing a portion of the land. They elected to

look at the front portion of land. The one that Mr.Haney
pointed out, This rectangular piece immediately to the
north of Randolph Road consisting about just under 5 acres
I believe.

Now that particular piece of land does present a different
set of circumstances and their desire to develope in a way
they wish mainly 1) lots in total, changes the compextion
of the probltems. 1A problem that I had originally addressed
m¥self to and I think it changes in this way, First, of all,
I'm sure the State will require under this plan signalization.
The fact of the matter is that the site distance is less than
thg1r requirements, Again if my memory serves me right I
th1ng they require 480 ft, for the speed limit in the area and
I think there is 450 ft. or some such 430 ft. maybe there is

50 ft. deficiency. I'm nct quite sure of the figures but the
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order of magnitude is correct, even though there is

going to be 11 lots or 11 units lets say instead of

65 units. I'm sure the State will require that

some sort of signalization be placed there. How,

of course we have to do afte iwe touch base with the
Planning Commissionn, naturally is to touch base with

State because they along with your Traffic Commission

jn the City will have to controll over thataspect of

1t, The next problem that I see that must be addressed

and solved is the one of is the storm run off. However,
again, the nature of the problem is changed considerably.

The order of magnitude is changed considerably. We're
talking about what five acres, 11 lots, a roadway running
ruffly runnina down the middle of the property and the

five lots on the up hill side of the road. Say five lots
down hill side of the road. The lots on the down hill

side of the road will of course partially contribute to

the road , but with their driveways.So out of the five

acres that presently there probably have the run off factor
of maybe 15%., What this proposed plan will do is take

about half of that or say take about three of those acres

and change the run off factor from about 15% to -about 30%,

Or express in another way the storm water that will be
directed to Randolph Road will be in the neighborhood.

of 3 cu. ft. per second. HNow this can be handled adequately
15 in. diameter culvert or evern smaller except I believe
that minimum size in the City is 15 in. MNow at this

point once you get to Randdodph Road you &gain in business
with the State of Connecticut because in order to discharge
you must tap into the State of Connecticut storm drain

system and you cannot do that a¢ dn unless you get a permit.
So again, there is another permit necessary from the State
and that is a drainage permit. So the entrance of....the
proposed entrance into this project comes under -the entrance
permit requirements of the State which as I indicated and

I'm sure will require some signalization and whether or

not we're going to be allowed to install storm drainage as

we had planned wil)l be a function of the State Highway
Department whether they're going. to allow us to tie into it.
'So those two problems, I call them problems and maybe I
shouldn't be calling them problems but those two considerations
is...will require evaluation and permission of the State.
Next the area of course in order to be developed in this way
must have the capability to be tied into water and sewer,
There is a waterline on Randolph Road. There is a sewer line
on Randolph Road and perhap traverse down another road the
name of which escapes me at the moment. There is another
road with a.... that comes into Randolph Road just this side
of Xavier High School driveway. How the sewer line goes down
there and just exactly where that ties in would be I'm sure
but it was a question of elevations and the probabilities are
knovwin are manholes would have to be constructed in order to
make this work. However ,the sewer and the water is there.
Now you gentlemen will recadl that ! appeared before you once
before on the other project. I think you'll recall my
testimony at that time as well as the report you'll probably
recall was submitted subsequently was perhaps of a negative
nature regarding the 65 unit development.for a lot of
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different reasons, I'm changinag my position at this
time because the project has been chanqged.. The
nature of the project is considerably different but
now the density is considerably different and the
engineering factors that are presented are different.
I think therefore that under the circumstances this
project can be engineered successfully. thank you.

SEC'Y. MYLCHRESST: .
Fred, before you sit down one gquestion is there anyway

either by regrading on the owners land you can improve

the site distance and doing away with the signalization.

FRED RADCLIFFE:

Dave, we asked the State people about regrading and they
indicate to us that's not their problem. the rearading
would literally have to be...would have to tkae place on
Randolph Road. It is not the question of the banks or

the trees or anything restricting the distance it's the
question of the hump in the road. Unless that was reqgraded
I don't see there is anyway out intalling a signal liaght,

COMM. PASSANESI:
May I ask have you conducted any conversations with the
State as to looking into their storm water line anything

like that.

FRED.RADCLIFFE:

Yes, Mr. Passanesi, we have. I have. Now the State prefers
that we go here first before they give us a formal answer,.
So we talked informally. Once we have an indication from
the Planning Commission...that's the trouble with these jobs
you don't really don't know whom to see first...but as I
understand what they have said to me they will consider a
permit or application for a permit if we in fact have the
right to make the application for the permit. At this point
and time it seems where we had to go first te the Planning
Commission and that ! suppose the Planning Commission said
well, you can proceed if it is possible to accomplish then
the Highway would receive ayr application for permit and then
get back and tell us what/dgu}d have to or if they in fact
allow us to do it,

COMM. PASSANESI:

So the answer is you tried to and you can't go very much
farther without first getting some sort of indication from
the information. I have several other question to the size
of pipes etc.but I think those can wait to later on because
there be no need to add on. I ask the question. How big
is the pipe on Randolph Road. Do you know? The State pipe.

FRED RADCLIFFE:
The State pipe is 18 1in.

'COMM. PASSANESI:
Is that all the way down Randolph Road?
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FRED RADCLIFFE: V
No, that goes across Seb. That goes diagonally across

Randolph Road.

COMM., PASSANESI:
And then it hooks into something bigger.

FRED RADCLIFFE:

Well i1t goes down across the...no it doesn't. It feeds
down inte the City. The State garage, I believe, That
would be on the south side of Randolph Road.

COMM. PASSANESI:

It wouldn't appear to be any trouble with hooking in
your sanitary sewer.There is enough grade, do you
think to hook into this sanitary sewer?y

FRED RADCLIFFE:

Yes there's enough grade. The trouble of course will
be dollars because in order to get the qrade you may
have to go another 50, 60 or 100 ft. across and down

Randolph Road.

COMM. PASSANEST:
No problem on water,

FRED RADCLIFFE:
No, none on wager. There is a 20 in, line there.

- COMM, PASSANESI:
Would you have a objections if the Commission would say

on that cul-de-sac to eliminate one lot in the event
that a solution is made to this entire area where by
that land can someday be used .so that a street can
continue to go thru?

FRED RADCLIFFE:
Well, I .think that in fact you can,

COMM. PASSANESI:
You would lose one lot. YOu would end up with ten lots.

FRED RADCLIFFE:
You might not. It might not work out there.

COMM, PASSANESI:
Hell let me rephrase the question. Would you have any
objections if you left that as an open end.

FRED RADCLIFFE:
I don't think so. I wouldn't myself, Seb. I don't know,

I can't speak for the Community Corporation,

CHESTER TIBBETTS:

Mr. Chairman, my name is Chet Tibbetts, I'm freasuret of
GMCC, A1l I want to give you is some quess... some
general information. e are not just a developer. We
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figure that serve a part in the community we developed
Wadsworth Grove Homes, which I think is a real asset

- to the commiunity and then we went in took on Maplewood

Terrace which came out good, HWe tried to develope
something different than the ordinary run of things,

lle are a non-profit group and think we can give a little
more to the customer., In developing Wadsworth Grove
Homes I played a very close part to the marketening of
it. We found that there were a great number of people
that didn't qualify for Wadsworth Grove Homes due to a
$10,000 salary Yimitation, In a conference the other
day with the Mayor he said that one of the problems we
are having at the 235 housing that 1t was now going wup.
The Middietown people were not being able to be ac-

-comodated again because of salary or because of dislike

in the project. Therefore we were getting imports into
here. Another criteria that people have given us is that
why don't you have a spread...spread your unit so that
you's have small units then you don't start a ghetto

on this and so we have been trying. Try which we
thought waﬂright on this one here on a big area. Now
ve've come down to a small area of 10 units which I
think if we can get demands filled but we hope to work
on some over income with public housing, Haney has
quite a roster of potential customers. [ think that
was turned in to your committee of the potential
customers that we have,

e are staying in this 27 500 to 28,000 bracket which

7is a real good market for the peonle in this area. So

I think that what I''m trying to say is that we do

think we have a need and is not a need just to develope
land. It's a need to get people some housing that is
better than what they have now and if it's public
housing we can take people that are waiting to get into
it. I think that our end of it is to serve the
community I can assure you that we sure don't want

to irrdtate a part of the community by designing
somthing or building somethinag that is not going to be
a credit to us or the City,

I know I want no part of it and I think the rest of the
committee feels the same way. So I think #1.,we have a
demand.#2 ,He will build something that is interesting.
We will keep it priced so that it will meet the
Middletown market...of people...say people who are

over incomed in public housing or in a bracket that they
can afford it. Thank you.

VICE-CHM. CHAMBERLAIN:
Anybody else wish to speak for the petition? Does any-
body wish to speak against?

JERRY CASHMAN:

Mr. Chatrman, my name is Jerry Cashman, I live on Lee
Street., As it was pointed out befdre, six months ago
GMCC came down with a PRD which was turned down by this
board, .for the reason...the main reason being the water
situation there, We feel strongly, I'm representing the
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South District Homeowners. We don't have a big graup

of people here because the Tast time we had a petition _
with hundreds of names on i1t, Ye had a solid agroup of
people here. We didn't have a change honestly to do
this., We don't feel it's necessary. #1, in the first
place you turned it down because as it was stated the
water situation, WNothing has been done to that area up
to this point, now they're coming down with all the .
respect for their good ideas to put in 10 units, 10
units is still going to create water problems., 10

units is still going to open up 4 to 5 acres as someone
said before "Pandora's Box". It's the same thing

applies here. There's acres and acres and acres out
there, Now, it is my understanding that this board is
recommended that the Federal Government make a survey,

Am I correct? Of this arca? As to the water, I would

like to suggest to the board that you declare a
moratorium on these projects whether they are eleven
units, whether they're 65 units until this thing is done,
becaase we are talking about a lot of land here. The
people who live in this area now are having probliems.

Not the people up where they are talking about, ‘they're
not going to have any trouble, HWe are in the valley,

As 1 say we don't come down here every single month

VICE=-CHM. CHAMBERLAIN:

No, don't get us wrong. We are not responsible
what the press puts on the front page, but
their was a legal notice in the paper.

SAH ABRAHAMSON
0.K. That's..,.I would like to say in the Tast two

months or three mon ths on a Friday evening knee

deep .in water in my cellar I got on my phone and
called Joe Otfinoski. I believe he is a former
member of this Commission and Ralph Shaw, the

present Chairman. Beg them to come out to my

house, Mr. Shaw couldn't make it and Mr., Otfinoski,
he was very sympathetic and agreed with me, 11:30 at
night, 48 hrs. on hands and knees, my wife and I

in the cellar, there in water, can be verified by

Mr. Hills, who I believe is Chairman or head of the
City's Sewerage Commission, because I was using the
City pump. Mr. Cashman saw me,having invested. up to
$500,00 in pumps and what have you and still have
water probiems which began upon a completion of
Barnetts 8 homes on Eth el Place, Subdivision.

8 homes which are now 1ifted, never had a water
problem for 4 years, bone dry, can verify it. Water
started when 8 homes a small subdivision off Sand Hil)
Road feeding into the brook which is feeding into my
backyard and instead of plus this dirt being pited

up on the property next to me. Know you put 11 homes
up here, 10 homes that is going to be 10 more that

is going to be feeding down the hill. Randolph Road
into my property, Cashman's and Lineberry's, which

are the 3 most effected. I've invested a lot of money,
a lot of time, a lot of sleep, in fact my friends call
my place Noah's Ark, because the pump is constantly
going. The minute it rains, zip that pump goes, but
it_doesn't control the problem completely. I've qgot

a lot of investment in that property, so has everybody
else, When I talked to Mr. Otfinoski he told me he
was off the Commission but he 1istened patiently to
the problem and he agreced.He said, he was familar-
with the area he's been out there as a milkman,
Whatever the situation was and 1 asked Mr. Shaw would
he please come down not the next day but possibly
right then and there and see what an inch of rain in a
twenty-four period does to Lee St. It becomes a mud
bath, and it is getting worse all the time so every..,
even one signle house I would be opposed to for the
simple reason that everytime you put concrete into the
ground you are adding to the drainage problem which
already exists, An d I go along with Mr, Cashman's
theory: of putting a moratorium on these hearinags
because it is aetting a 1ittle tirina and ridiculous
to keep coming down fighting the same thing month in
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and month out until we find out {f this water problem
can be solved can be corrected, and let me add I've

got a lawyer retained personally, fighting a legal
battle over this water situation with my next door
neighbor who has added with this fi11 in dirt next

door to raising the water level and backing water

into my property from the back and from Sand Hill Road.
So I've retained a Tawyer and I've qot legal action
going, because I just cannot give up these nights and
days and missing work pumping water out to save my home.
The bottom of it is alreay ruined and I'm sure I'm going
to have to replace it andnone of it is covered by
insurance and a situation tike this I feel is going to
add on top of it. Thank you.

VICE-CHM., CHAMBERLAIN:
Any one else?

SEBASTIAN LABELLA:

My name is Sebastian LaBellla, I live on Tryon Street and

I just got in from Vermont and so I'm a Tittle tired., I

am not going on a long speel this time I1'11 hold it to it
for the simple reason of the water. I know what my
neighbors are going thru and it's no laughing matter, It's
a real, real hazard., So until...I've said it before until
they get rid of that bottleneck on Lee St., that bridge, it
is just too small, it stops the water from backing up and
until this can be cured that land is useless. Thank you.

VICE-CHM. CHAMBERLAIN:
Anybody else wish to...maam..

JOAN ABRAHAMSON: :
My name is Joan Abrahamson, and I live at 74 Lee St. I would

like to tdlk to the Commission about planning, Planning

should take into consideration the ecology of the neighborh ood.
The most ghastly distruction of our neighborhood has already
taken place and the ecdology is ruined. Ruined forever, I'm
talking about an access road that is running from Lee St. up to
the new subdivision on E£the) Place., for the purpose of running
sewer lines. This road was constructed over flood plain of the
brook in fact it was the water table. That water table is
presently sitting under our house, because of this distruction,.
The City is involved in this distruction and I feel that the

. City is responsible and that further work of any kind in our

area should be based on through planning and taking into
consideration the water problem that we have. Being that
this distruction has already taken place and is irreversible
we feel that the Commission should make every effort to sece
to it that it does not get worse,

VICE-CHM. CHAMBERLAIN:
Thank you, Anyone else wish tospeak against this petition?
Once said. You have already spoken please,

CHARLES HARRIS:
Charles Harris from Chamberlain Road. Mr. Chairman and members
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of the Commission. I go along with what Jerry has

Just said, A1l that bothers us out there.,.golly

I'm up high enough, Dave knows where 1 am. So 1

don'‘t hlave to worry about anybodys water but I think
there fs a solution, to that thing down thru there.

I don't know where it's got to come from and who's
going to be responsibie for it and who is going to

have to initiate it but having been born and brought

up in the valley my parents lived in the valley all
their lives and the old farm was undernecath what

came out of Crystal Lake, and that didn't help matters.
That is silted the whole Rubber Mil]l Pond area but tere
is plenty of room for fall line and there is plenty

of room for drain all the way down thru. What's got

to be done, whose going to have the responsibility of
doing 1t? <Certainly that whole vicinity and myself
included ,with property out there and someday wil?l
perhaps have to be turned into a deve}opmentkf some
type. We know this is going to happen, It is either
going into a development of homes or its going to
be...somebody is qoing to have to buy it and hold it aside
for open spaces of land. The whole valley starting

all the way out thruy, if you look at every bridge ' I'm
talking about, going out to Schwarzkopf's at the
Middletown line. Everytime we get a bad rain the
Millbrook Road Bridge down at the Durham line don't
handle then we get down to Lycom Road, Bill Hubbard's
and Alan don't have it. Then we get down to Wilcox
Road and I was underneath that one the other night

Just out of curiousity of what's happening in the

old neighborhood bhut take a look Alan, don't have it
and the City of MlIddletown is going to have to do
something underneath there pretty quick or they are
going to have a big block of concrete sitting in the
middle with the water all the way around. VYou get

to Randolph Road where TFandolph Road was put through,
the family so tickled to see a paved road go through
there, that there was a small parcel of land the State
came along and just gave it to them. O0.K. the only
thing we ask please don't flood the farm. Randolph
Road Bridge down't have it. Then you qo up the other
way and cut down the three bridges., The Three Bridges
so called don't handle it but there's a pumping
station in there. That 1s where the bottle neck starts
from the Three Bridges down to Rubber Mill Pond and the
Rubber Milt Dam. I don't think any one body owns

water rights to that thing anymore or uses the water
rights, perhaps is a better expression used.

That's a big flow. That really is a big chance to get
flow enough down thru there to let all the water that we
have to have come off those hills down through. You
still got another dam beyond it., That one has silted
itself out, I'm talking about the one that's in back
of the old Russell property itself. So I say there {5
‘a solution to that thing somewhere. Yhose coing to
have to spend the money to make it . Whose goi A going
to spend the money to get it started? So that/irgpevty
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owners and I feel as property owners have a legitimate
right sometime to sell the property and everytime a
piece of propdrty is sold 1t's either qoing for

one reason or another and somebody is going to be up
there battlting me someday because I'm up on top of the
hill even higher., I would like to see the whole

thing solved, until it {s I aqgree with what has been
said here to-night and I think the Commission should...:
more specifically the City of Middletown not only in
the Planning Commission and Zoning Commission the whole
thing., See if we can't come up with an answer so we
don't wined up hasling all the time, because I firmally
betieve there is a solution to it. There's plenty of
drops down thru there.to vet rid of a lot of water but
until it is I don't think that...I think these things
have got to be held up when you hear people talk all

due respects to these gentlemen about the percentage
of flow and precentage of increase your talking about
16,000 ft. I don't know the footage sq. footage area
at the base of the house. Probably that plus, the
driveway will probably amount to what? About 70% of the
total lot? So you've only got 30% of 15,000 sq.ft,
less for absorbtion, It's a big chunk:(inaudiable)

the roof, the building and driveway and the waters qot
to go somewhere., Everytime somebody wants to do something
the first thing they look for is where can we get flood
of water headed down the hill and the head...it down
the hill and let it go and somebody's got to drink it.
Thank you. '

VICE-CHM., CHAMBERLAIN:
Anyone else wish to speak against this petition?

CRNEST RASCH: ,

My name is Ernie Rasch, fortunately I live on Lee St,.

away from the water problem but I've lived there 20 yrs.
but I've seen whatwas going on and I think the bottleneck
does come from the use to called The Three Bridges which
is now two culvers. There use to be three wooden bridaes
and the City put in two culvers, I had some water problems
when the lake let go but it didn't do any damage. 1 still
feel as the rest of them so ‘that things should be held up
until this is settled and something is done about it to
get rid of this water. It is not a happy feeling to come
out your house and want to ao down Lee St, you have water
going across the road and the same with Randolph Road so
until the State or the City fixes the conditions I think
we should get all these plans of developments and whatever
you wan to call it. Thank vou.

VICE-CHM, CHAMBERLAIN:
Anyone else wish to speak against this? Does anyone wish

to speak for it. Monsignor,

MOHSTGHOR MCKENNA:
I''m sorry I was late, but I had other commitments. My name
is Honsignor McKenna. I was the first president of the GMCC
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and when we started in 1967 it was a corporation,
started by interested citizens in Middletown to get
some adequate housing for peonle who are in need of
good homes. As you know we developed Wadsworth Grove.
It was our first project (inaudiable) Housing
Authority, Maplewoood Terrace. 1 think both of those
are indications of type of housing can be put out. We
are a non-profit organization and we're working for only
for the good of the pecople in this community. HNow,
é didn't hear what was said here for or against, I just
er‘et
My experience in Middletown, I've been here for over
20 yrs., off and on. There's a great need for adequate
housing. I appreciate the problems the water problem
we have but I think that judging from water problems
this year it is not a fair indication because I can
tell you that their is hardly any place in Middletown
that didn't have water, after all the rains we had. 1If
you want any indication of that all you have to do,
come up,to my cemetary, St. John's Cemetary and you'll
find allithe water you want there., Ordinarily that is
dry. So that there is & water problem every place
right now, I think that's not beyond, as some one of
the gentlemen said here,having these problems, taking
care of them I still feel there are a number of families
here in the City of Middletown who are entitled to good
housing and I don't think they are gqoing to get the
good housing if everybody wants it but nobody wants it
in their back yard. I think +this has been said aquite a
few times. We've tried to Yook for property in several
areas here in Middletown and it seems everytime we find
a piece of property we spend a lot of money with plans
etc. and we're getting turned down because either the
neighbors don't want it in their back yard or because
of problems with the land itself, I firmly aqree we
should take some steps try to do somethina about water
problems in the City of Middletown but I don't think
that should be the reason why we should deprived of a
decent house. These people who spoke I quess here
to-night are living in decent housing only because
somebody built houses on that land and they still have
water but they're stiltitiving ‘there and I think that
the prolblem can be solved and I think that if we are
going to get anythina built for the people, the ordinary
person who can't spend a lot of money to get a decent
home in which toltive. So I stronaly ask you to consider
that I don't knol what M¥r. Radcliffe and others have
said here but I know from studing the problem myself
with the GMCC that it is not an unsolvable problem and
iflwe can solve the water problem I can't see why this
land cannot be used for development, especially for
private homes that people want., Thank you,

YICE-CHM, CHAMBERLAIN: _
Anybody else wish to speak who hasn't spoken before?

HOWARD LINEBERRY:
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HOWARD LINEBERRY:

Mr. Chairman, gentlemen, my name is Howard:Lineberry,

95 Lee St, -1 live on the west side of Lee St. right

where the bridge is. My property I own the land
surrounding the brook that flows thru there and in all

due respects on Monsignor McKenna I think that everyone

is trying to put the cart in front of the horse. We all
want to build there and then worry about the problem
later, I feel my rights are just as important as someone
elses. No one gave me my house. I bought and paid for
it, Let's have problems solved first then by all means
build your homes. As far as the water situation is
concerned I live there now in this house for approximately
10 years and I think I have a very qood view of it for
those 10 years far better than anyone else, The water
goes up there everytime it rains is true. We anticipate
this problem, we know about it., This year has been far
worse than any of the other years. The main thing is that
house are continued to be built without solving this
problem, My land is going to eventially go under along
with Lee St. which is already gone under and not this
year, last year. It has gone under twice now., Again I
have s&id this before it's on record. This City is going
to have to something about ¥ajsing the level of Lee St.
unless they want to close it down, How it's reaching

the point where everytime you get a half an inch or an
inch of rain that lot between Randolph Road and Lee St.
fills up like a basin. Mr. DeBari, who has purchased the
‘property there, like Mr, Cashman says 1s filling up, now
I'm going out on the short end of the stick in plain
English and since the City is seeing fit to possibly assume
more obligations for this last large chunk of land that
got town away, I forgot the name of the street, it's

going to cost them something like $50,000 to repair. I
think I might be in order since I have lost some 6 ft. of
land approximately 50 ft. long that was there before and
has been swept away. I think that possibly I might, in a
position I know you gentlemen have no control over risk but
to put in a claim to the City too, I can see no point to
this and this is why in all due respect they say solve the
problem first. However, that micht be since everyone here
engineers and etc. say this problem is so simpie. Well let's
solve it. Ihank you very much gentleman.

VICE-CHM, CHAMBERLAIN:
Is this new information gou want to present to us maam?

UNIDENTIFIED VOICE:
I just want to ask Monsignor McKenna...

VICE~-CHM, CHAMBERLAIN:

Please I mean, if it is new information we will accept it
gladly we have heard these problems before, If it is new
information you want to give us we will hear it but Just to
answer back and forth no.

CHARLES HARRIS:
I think I have something Mr. Chairman, which might be official
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information, The organization is being here to-night

and the Monsignor himself, maybe this is the motivation
that we need. Maybe being the type of organization

that they are and the reasons they have for building

they could be very well a motivator to solving this problem
and then build their houses. Thank you.

VICE-CHM. CHAMBERLAIN: '
No other new information that wants to be given? Sir?

ERNEST RASCH:
The point that the engineer made here about the storm sewer

on Randolph Road, the State storm sewers Seb Passanesi
recalled when they built a fire house were no storm sewers
on Randolph Road.

FRED RADCLIFFE:
Not at that end. MWest end yes, that end no. It just ran across

the road on to Paddock Road. Also another item of the

septic system or the sewer system in order for them to get to
the sewers they are going to have to go cross private property
because they cannot tie in on that street and above their
property uniess they want to put a pumping station.

VICE-CHI. CHAMBERLAIN: ‘
Anyone else wish to speak for or against? [ declare the
meeting closed.
