On motion and second by Comms. Gionfriddo and
Shapiro the Commission tabled a request for
final approval of lots 1-11 on Sherman Lee
brive in the Lee Farm Estates Subdivision.
Applicant/agent Elizabeth Verna 891i-6. Vote
was unanimous. -

On motion and second by Comms. Gionfriddo and
Shapiro the Commission granted a request to
extend the project completion date for the
Long Hill Meadows Subdivision for one year
with the condition it meet Public Works
Departmental requirements as outlined in a
memo dated 10/14/92. Applicant/agent Meadow
Development Corp./Kenneth R. Kjellen S87-32.
Vote was unanimous.
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On motion and second by Comms. Gionfriddo and
Timbro the Commission approved a request for
model homes on lots 2, 3, and 4 in the Long
Hill Farms Subdivision located off s/s of Long
Hill Road with the conditions that (a) no
certificate of occupancy be granted until all
municipal requirements are met; and (b) a
restriction be placed on the deed that would
prohibit a transfer of title until the above
conditions are met.

Atty. Ripper presented an application for a
proposed Zoning Code text amendment to add
Sections 44.08.38 and 61.02.24, "Bus Parking,
Maintenance and Repair" as a special exception
in the B-2 (General Business) zone., Various
dquestions from the Commission ensued regarding
parking, status of application with FDIC and
air pollution. Atty. Ripper responded to
questions. Comm. Stephen Shapiro asked about

number of buses -~ who they serve. Comm.
Anthony Vasiliou referenced Section 33 and
questioned applicant, Comm. Stephen

Gionfriddo proposes continuation of hearing,
asks for staff’s input regarding an ideal
site, feels has obligation to provide a site
for its buses. Atty. Ripper requests that if
site is inappropriate they should deny. The
Commission continued the public hearing on
motion and second by Comns. Shapiro and
Gionfriddo.

Shapiro and Gionfriddo the Commission adopted
Zoning Code text amendment to allow as a
permitted use under Section 60.01.023, farming
or other agriculture uses in a Residential
Pre-Zoning (RPZ) =zone, and modified the
minimum size requirement for greenhouses to
5,000 square feet, and allowed limited farm
stands with an amendment to reguire parking in
all residential zone with an R prefix. This
amendment becomes effective 10/31/92.
Applicant/agent Glen Harvey Z92-16. Vote was
6 to 1 with Comm. Anthony Vasiliou wvoting in
opposition to the application.

Chw. Ann Loffredo explained the procedure and
conduct of the public hearing. Don Biondi and
Kerry Kuhlman from Northeast Utilities
presented the application to rezone a strip of
property, adjacent to the Riverfront
Recreation Zone along the southern reach of
the Connecticut River running from the Haddam
town line north approximately 5,500 feet, from
Special Industrial (I-3) and Residential (R-
60) to Riverfront Recreation (RF). Dir.
William Warner read the Connecticut River
Assembly and Midstate Regional Planning Agency
letters into the record. Six speakers stated
their support with some reservations and
request for added conditions. Four speakers
spoke in opposition. On motion and second by
Comms. Gionfriddo and Shapiro the Commission
unanimously adopted the zone change. This
changes becomes effective 10/31/92.
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
