property and construct new and medern industrial plants, I is not feasible
for new industry to locate on sites and in structures which nlder industry has

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Complete renovation and modernization of such buildings would be

prefers to locate in the oublying sectisns of a city, away from the
main business district, thus making 1t possible For tirenm to purchase

The Mayor pointed out furtler that if the City of Middletown is to

matotain itself now and to grow in the future, it is absolutely

essential that new ivdustry be attracted Lo tlhis area, Ve cannot

abide by zoning repulations that were passed more than 20 years ago,

as Lhey are inodequate for the present day. The Mayor stated that it
is his duty, as a public servant, to advise tre City Planning Commission
that these amendments to the zoning ordinances are now necessary. lle

pointed oul furtler that naturally some people would be hurt by this

action, but it is his responsibility to think in terms of 30,000 veople

rather thsn 30, - As a closing staterent, tle Hayor reiterated that

after one and a half years »f crynsideration and intensive study, he

is recommending to the City Planning Commission Lhat they act favorably

on the amendments to the Zoning Ordinance.
